Then there are between the North Ameriean
and West Indian stations fuurteen ships. out of which
five are steamers. bearing a total of 253 zuns; while
in the Eastern ocean there are no less than fourteen
vessels, four of them steamers. mounting 286 runs:
and in the mor e remote Pacific, fifteen carrying 202
guns.

Great Cave in Cailfornia.

In the county of Calaveras, California, there exists
an immense cavern under salid stone, which has been
called by the miners of that district, or some time, Salo-
mon’s Hole. It is situated in limestone, and the de-
scent is from the side of a hill, on the west side of the
cieek. The opening is three feet in diameter, and the
descent vertical for about thirty feer. At this point a
mass of limestone rock forms au platform some six or
eight feet in length ; the next descent iz to the right of
the plat some five feet, and eighteen feet vertical ; at
this place a smaller stage occurs, sufficientonly for one

This place, from its form, is called the Liberty Cap;

ing composed of four or five of these. apparently ce-
mented together,and resting on a table jetting from
the main ledze, with circular stalaciite hanging pend-
ant fiom its sides. From the * Cap” the descent is
near 100 feet.

The shape of the first chamber is that of a bishop's |
mitre; the space from the right to the narrowest point
on the left, is 50 feet, and il expandsto a width of 300
feet in diameler, covered with curtains of stalactites.

A large mound occupies the centre of this room, 50|
feet in height, and 70 feet in diameter, composed of
loose stones and earth, that were washed in from the
top, and contain gold

This cave is now explored to the depth of 450 feet,
but as yet the bottom ix not found. Twe other aper-
tures of greater depth are still known to exist, below
those nameld, and until more efficient means are usad,
they must remain unknown ; but the company who
have now located it are determined 1o find its bottom.
