We are not a proper jury to try the merils
of disputes between remote empires. As a nation, we
are bound to preserve the neutrality we profess. All
questions of freedom belween a people and their rulers
praperly belong to themselves alone, and 1o interfere
i< the very infraction of the first principles of liberty
that we hear =o much of all around us. Peace—peace
—peace—is our motto, where the wrong is not our
own.

“ The Prince President of the Republic, yesterday's
Mowitenr says, has received from his Holiness and
_their majesties the Emperor of Russia, the King of
Sweden and Norwegia, and the King of Greece, answers
10 the letters of notification concerning the new pow-
ers conferred on the Prince by the French nation.—

Ihese letters were handed to the President by his ex-
cellency Monseigneur Garibaldi, Nuncio of the Apos-
tolic See: M. Kisselin, chiarzed with the managemnent
of the Russian Embassy ; M. the Count of Lewen-
hielm, Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipoten-
hiry of Sweden and Norwegia ; and M. Mavrocordo-
los, !-In'.‘(:_\' Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentia-
Iy of Greece.

“ His Excellency Lord Cowley has, in 2 public an-
dience with the Prince President of the Republic, pre-
sented the letters of her Britannic Majesty which
accredit him in the rank of her Ambassador Extraor-
dinary and Plenipotentiary near the Prince.”

It has long been the settled policy of the United
States, not to interfere with the external and inter-
nal dissensions which have been raging in Earope
for so many years; and we may even assert that it
has proved beneficial to her interest, at home as well
as abroad. Yet, by the natural succession of events,
we will soon be compelled to change our political
course, and to accept boldly the challenge given to

pots of the Old World. We do not pretend to sa
that our Government will proclaim itself the cham-
pion of republieanism, declure war against the Eu-
ropean potentates, and send to the other bank of the
Atlantic, soldiers, sailors, arms and money to enforce
alone the Law of Natiuns, so shamefully violated :
we merely apprehend that armed iatervention will
be foreed on us, by the probable invasion of England.

It may not be our interest to interfere at the pres-
ent day, in favor of Hungary or Italy, butit is obvi-
ous that the United States eannot permit a European
coalition to attack Great Britain, without taking a
part in the contest.

England is essential to us. and we are essential to
Ler, hoth morally and physieally. and if she falls in
the struggle. the blow will rebound and te feltin
(our ‘orum as well as in our fields. We are power-
lul. it is true—a wide ocean sceures us against for-
eign invasion : we have nothing to fear from warlike
neighhors : the valley of the Mississippi is fertile
encugh to furnish food for the whole world. and the
factories of the North may supply our markets with
all the necessary goods required fur American con-
sumption ; but our prosperity is not derived either
from the printed stuffs of Massachusetts. or the corn
of the Ohio. We owe the riches of North America
only to the staplesof the Southern States. On the oth-
er hand, the souree of English wealth does not spring
so much from India as from Manchester and Bir-
mingham. This is so true that the value of cotton
manufactures annually exported from Britain, is up-
wards of cne hundred millions of dollars—in weight
659 millions of pounds of the raw staple, and the ex-
portation in calicoes, measured by yards. is more
than #hirly times the great cirele of the terrestrial
globe—whilst the export of all the various manufac-
tures, eotton included, amounts in official value on-
ly to abount 37 millions of pounds sterling. We may
safely say the British looms support the eommeree,
and nourish the greatest part of the dense popula-
tion of England. Our products set her factories in
motion. and the world returns in specie what it re-
ceieves in comfort and calico, Consequently, if
Great Britain cannet find a market for her manufae-
tures, she will not buy. the Northern ecity will not
export. and our Southern States will not sell our
cotton.

Europe mukes use of cotlon. not through necessi-
ty. but because it is eheap.
tries they mostly employ linen for clothing. and in
some. our justly praised Gossypium is not even known.
It can be found in all large eities, bat in the agri-
cultural districts of France, Germany, Spain and
[taly. they menerally prefer hemp, wool and silk.—
Most of the immigrants we mect on vur wharves are
dressed in broadeloth and linen.

A great many Earopean factories are tributaries
of the United States. but the manufacturing of cot-
ton is not the essential condition of their existence.
France manufactures silks, mousseline de laines and
| broadeloth ;: Germany and Switzerland, linen, wool-

len goods and muslins: withoud speaking here of)
the numerons articles for which all these eountries |

are justly eelebrated. Sugar is cultivated in France
American produce without which the Europeans
cannot absolutely do, and we do not raise it on our
soil. Tt necessarily follows that the Euaropean na-
tions on the continent would not suffer as much from
the prohibition of certain goods as the English or
Amerieans.

Should France invade England, without any other
material aid of the despotic powers. it is certain that
she would be seconded with a continental blockade
from the Cattezat to the Dardanelles. The British
fleet wonld make probably an opening in the North-
ern anid Southern Straits, burn some of the import-
ant seaports of Europe, but she could not thas open
an extensive outlet for her manufactures, because
the English sailors would find outside of the walls,
strong armies backed by a multitude of custom-house
officers. ready to enforee the decrees issued by their
sovereign. Bat. if England is sustained by the U.
States. the comhbined fleets of these two mighty com-
monwealths would make sueh a havoe both at sea
and on land, that they would soon bring tho war to
a close.

The facility with which England ean be invaded
at the present day, would not be a canse of immedi-
ate submission, as some persons are inclined to be
lieve. The French may occupy the important cities
south of the Thames, even London, Oxford and Bris-
tol, but this could not achieve the conquest of Albion.
The English would transfer to Scotland the seat of
(Government, and establish it in those inaccessible
mountains until a levy in mass of the people should
have destroyed the invading army. doomed to ruin in
the British Isles. by the destruction of the fleat that
had brought them across the channel. This. how-
ever. cannot be accomplished unless we gloriously
unfurl on tle Europesn shore the star-spangled ban-
ner of the Ameriean Republie.

Free nations, when they struggle for their liberty,
their altars, and their homes. are capable of the ut-
most heroism: and the English, the only free people
in the 0ld World, would certainly resort to this he-
roie means of saving a glorious freedom, rendered
still dearer to them by centuries of unblemished
| prosperity. H. H.
