You will
racollect, sir, that not one member contradicted this
<atement, and that several of themn gave their assent
to it, and among the<e was Colonel Davis.

| am not going into a review of the old con'raversy,
connected with the general subjeet ol the W\ l|1m'_1 Pro-
viso. 1 desire, princ:pally, to put myself right, in one
particular, whire Coonel Davis hos |||;-u:_|th'l'.~'10m|;
me. 1L will be 1ecollectel that when my I\u-l.qlson'
letter was written, we ha l not aeguited California.—|
It was yet during the ex:stence of :he_w;;r, and the |
principles 1 discussed had therefore relation to the usu-
al form of territorial governments, as established by |
the authority of Congress. My object was to show
that Congre=s had no consiitutional power to insertthe
\Vilmot Provigo in the organic laws, because the right |
10 establish such governments being founded upon ne- |
cessily alone, cquld_exle:;d no further than that necessi-
ty require, which is satisfied when the governments |
are organized, leaving to the people all other rights in |
Wheir administeation.  These organic laws, all of them
indeed, grant or recognize the right of legislation in
the Territories, 10 be exercised in ;he maode pm'nled‘
out. It is a general power, embracing all the ohjects |
of human-lezislation, unless in pariicular cases, where |
restrictions are imposed. My opinion is, that Con-
rress can impose no restriction upon the power fo reg-
ulate the relation of master and sesvant, including the |
condition of slavery in the Territories, any more than |
they can upon the relations of husband and wife, or of |
parent and child.  Every Territorial Lezislature which
has existed has exercised full power, uncontralled pow-
er, over the two latter domestic relations, by virtue of \
heing the depositories of legislative authority, and not
hecanse those objedds, or indeed any others; were es-
pecially committed to their charge; thus assuming
that it is a just object for such action, in consequence
of the grant of general powers of legislation. And in
the Territories, where there has been no Wilmot Pro-
viso, the power to regulate the condition of slavery
has been freely exercised among the other objects of
Jegislation, without any express grant whatever ;
and in all of them it could be exercised in the
same manner, either to establish or abolish slavery,
unless controlled by superior Congressional action, in
conformity with the Constitution. 1 should like to]|
have any man point to me a sirgle reason why a Ter- |
vitorial Legislature, if left uncontrolled in this respect by
Congress—and all who are opposed to the Wilmot Pro-
viso believe they should be thns left—can legislate up-
on one of these domestic relations and not upon the
others. I speak of the legal power, for that is the
question at issue. Upon what principle can a line be
drawn on the chart of legislation, which would divide
those great objects of social life, and leave one of them
without the sphere of legit mate control, and the oth-
er within it?  The same general terms of power which
include one include all ; and yet we are callel upon
to deny that power in a parficular case, and 1o leave
it in unguestionahle operation in all other cases. If
indeed, as | have heretofore saild, and now repeat, the
rieht to take slaves into the Territories is one, as has
heen contended, which is secured by the Constitution,
there is an end to the question. It would bhe a right
which would overrile and overthrow both con-
eressional and territorial legislation in opposition to it.
[ have never been ahle, myself, to see the foree of
that canstruction which gives this effect to any of the
constitutional provisions, but [ was always willing,
and so expressed myself, that the question, being a
claim of right, should be submitted to the Supreme
Conrt, and that itz decision should be final. But it
will be obzerved that Colonel Davis, in his letter, and
I believe those who take similar views of this ques-
tion, place their opposition to my doctrine, not npon
the establishment ol such a consiitutional right, to be
found in the Constitution itself, but upon the probable
practical result of the tervitorial power, that it would
give a peculiar direction, in the early periods of the
governments, to the legislation of the country, and if
not establish, at any rate exercize, a powerful influence
upon its permanent policy. No doubt, sir, it would
be so; bat it is one of those consequences that cannot
well be avoided  There ave wide differences of opin-
ion in many portions of this couniry upon questions
of interaal policy, and little uniformity of system in
their adjustment. Each seitler, during the period of
settlement, naturally prefers that state of things to
which he has been wcenstomed, and thus is it that an
early character is given to these local institutions,
which - it is afterwarnds difficult 10 chanze. 1L is not)
alone the condition of master and servant, which feels|
the effect of this impress, but it extends 1o all the ob- |
jects of legislation, which derive their color very much |
from the views of the first settlers. If a newly-sett- |
ling Territory is first ocenpied by a majority of emi- |
aranis [rom a slave State, they will be very apt to es- |
tahlish slavery in their new residence. 1If on the con- |
trary, they come from a non-slaveholding State, they
will prohably be equally strongly in~lined to establish
that exclusion to which they have been accustomed ;|
and so with relation toall the objects of concern
which are regulated by law. And where was there
ever a community whose political and social system |
was not more or less influenced by the predominant |
opinions and character which marked its early inhahi-
tants? But this ohjection, sir, whatever weight it is
entitled 1o in the =scale ol expediency, does not touch
the question of right. That does not even depend on
Congressional action, but upon the Constitution, which
does not even look to this subject of early or of late |
lezislation, nor the practical considerations to which |
it may give rise. The rightful power, therefore, i= nol |I
affected hy the mode in which it may be exercised,
whether bearing upon one or another of the vast vari-
ety of objects of civilized life which fall within the
scope of legislation. All, therefore, I claimed for the
territarial governmenls was the right of legislation in |
all cases not in eenflict with the Constitulion: the!
same general rights of legislation, which enabled the
territorial governments of Mississippi, of Alabama,
and other Southern Territories, to control the guestion |
of slavery within their limits, and which the North-
ern Terrilories might have controlled at their pleasnre.!
had there been no restriction upon their power. This
was no question of ** sovereignty,” but of right, under |
the sovereign authority of the Constitution. And if
the first settlers in the Territories might estahlish their
future policy upon this subjert, by early legislation, [
know of no constitutional principle which could refuse
the saine powers 12 all the others.

A few words more, sir, aste California, and what |
has heen called * squatter sovereignty.” [ have al- |
ready said, that my Nicholson leiter referred only to
such territorial governments as had heen established
by Congress, and it looked only to such. governments
t0 be thereafter established by the same authority,
over futare acquisitions, should any such be confirm- |
el 10 us by a trealy of peace  As to the condition of
things in California, which followed, in consequence
of the failure of Congress to provide governments for |
the Mexican cessions, no one foresaw it ; certainly no i
one emleavored to provide against it. My letter, there- |
fore, did not touch that pointat all. But thedifficulty |
came, and a large hody of American citizens, upan the
shores of the Pacific, found themselves without gov- |
emnment and exnosed to all the fearfu! evils, whieh|
stich a state necessanily brings with it.  Life, property,
all the objects, indeed, of the social system, were ai
hazard, withont some prompt and efficient action —
That action we refused 1o take, and the people had no
other reliance but upon their own wisdom and energy.
The resnlt was honorable to themselves, lo their coun
Iry, and 10 human nature, It was the most trying ex-
periment, perhaps, ever made upon the capacity of
mii. for self government, but they passed through the
fiery furnace unscathed, untouched, indeed, by the de-
vouring element. They established a government,
and [ am not going 1o argue with any man, who) de-
mes their right to have done so. 1 assume it as a self-
evident proposition, in this middle of the mineteenth
cntury. [t was not, as it has been called, an act of
tevoluuion, for how can there be a revolution, when
there has been no pre-existing government? [t was |
an act of political organization, es=ential lo ‘hei
very existence ot society. Well, sir, ii they had to
establish a government, what kind of one must it have
been?

As to the term * squaller sovereignty,” or ** land-
lord sovereignty,” and the reproach it is intended lo
carry with it, they become neither our age nor coun-
try. Men are entitled to government, even if they are
landless, and human life and human happiness are
warth protection, notwithstanding a remote authority
may he the great landlord, holding vast domains in a
state of nature, which it neither grants nor governs —
Many of the doctiines upon this subject carry us hack
to the middle ages, when land was everything and man
nothing. We have arrived at a period when better
views prevail ; when human nature asserts its rights,
and the exercise of political power does not depend up- |
on the accilent of property. but upon the great princi-
ples of freedom and just equality. One of two things
is inevitable : Either the people of California had the
right to establish a government for then selves, with-
out reference to * squatiter sovereignty,” or ** land-
lord sovereignty,” or they were necessarily condemn-
ed to live without a government, or ratter to die with-
out one; for human life, under such circumsiances,
would be far more precarious than in the blooidiest bat- |
tle on record. They chose to do what we refused ; to
found a political system, affording protection 1o the
great ohjects of human society ; and I know nothing
of the character of my countrymen, North or South,
if, on calm reflection, they Jo not approve the proceed-
ing. Nor do I believe there is one of them, no matter
where, who, had he been in California in such a per-
ilons erisis, woul! have hesitated to subsitute estah-
lished law for lawless vi-lence and physical strength

1 observe, what had not struck me before, that in
an extract from his speech, which Colonel Davis re-
fers to, he says that I spoke of the fanaticism of the
South. Sir, that is a deduction from my remarks, and
one which, I think, their tenor does not justify. |
used no such term. I made no such charge. 1 did
indeed complain of a too prevalent indisposition among
our Southern brethren to make just allowance for the |
position and natural opinions of Northern men. It *vas |
not enongh that they should recognize and defend the |
constitutional rights of the South as zealously and hon- |
estly, and, | may add, under circumstances of a good
deal of personal difficulty, as those of their own sec- |
tion of country ; hut they were almosi denounced as
Abolitionists, as Northern fanatics, | said, in some
quarters, unless they avowed and believed that slavery
was the best condition of human Society. This is the
suhstance of my remarks upon that topie ; and [ know
that this sentiment of regret was participated in by
some of the most steadfast friends of the South upon
this floor ; and certainly those remarks were made not
in a spirit of hostility, but with feelings of pain that
so little confidence was placed in exertions rightfully
and lionestly made.

The Polley of Maintalnlng our Lines of Steamships.

We perceive that this important suhject is enga-
ging the public attention, and that, in some instan-
ces, opinions are already formed condemning the
proposed action of our government.

These ex-
pressions of U'Pinion will be usefullin stimulating the
eominittees of Congress to the most thorough inves-
tigation of the principles on which sueh appropria-
tions rest, and of the considerations which have been
urged in their behalfin transporting the mails. and |
keeping us on a par with Great Britain and other
foreign nations in the commercial advantage belong-
ing to the possession of an efficient steam marine.—
That there are evils attending the support of private
enterprises from the publie treasury is obvious : but
whether, in the present eircumstances of our coun-
try. these evils can be dispensed with. without in-
eurring others of greater magnitude. is the irue ¢ues-
tion. and one which we doubt not the present Con-
gress will examine with all the care demanded by
its magnitude and importance. On this question it
is our wish to throw a{.l the light we can, intending.

Nothing New uuder the San.

The present age thinks it is in advance of those
that have gone bofore it. We pride vurselves on our
diseoveries in science. and inventiuns which ingenui-
ty and skill have made in meehanies, as we luok out
upon our cultivated fields and beantiful gardens.
covered with grain for food and flowers to enchant
the eye, and we say what would those who have gone
before us have said, if they could ever have antici-
pated that ruch riches and wonders were in store for
as?  And then we have steam engines traversing
the ocean in boats and flying over the land on rail-
roads—and, crowning ull, the magnetic telegraph,
which annihilates time and space and is destined to
bring the ends of the earth into instant communion.
And then we have a thousand other inventions, pat-
ented and in use. ns the discoveries of the age.

But now and tuen. some curious searcher of the
records of the past, will disturb our complaceney, by
bringing to light memorials of the clden times,
which look, as if in the ages that had gone before
us, things were known which our world has forgot-
ten. and that which is new to us was old to them.—
And they show us too, most provokingly, that the
men of the olden time knew how to use and how to
make works of arts and science. & knowledge which
the wisdom and the skill of this age has not yet re-
covered from the oblivion inte which. in some of the
eclipses of the mind, it passed. The evidence that
such things were known. and such works made, is
gathered from the records and memorinis that are
left: but when or how and by whom these things
were done and this knowledge possessed.-and how
that knowledge was fost. is a protlem which every
curious inquirer will answer for himself—whilst the
fact itself will suggest to every mind that if this
knowledge was I st to the world for ages. why may
we not suppose that other things. or all that we re-
gard as new. was known to the men who lived in
the times of which we have no reeord.

_But we are passing from our suhjeet. We hadin
view. when we took it up, seme recent scene in the
House of Repiesentatives, which eertainly distin-
guished the actors in it, but which. they must not
suppose. confers a new honor upon them.  7They are

| but followers—bad imitators. perbaps, at that—of

great men who lived in the classic ages, and even of
others who distinguished themselves in what we may
claim to be our own times. A correspondent of the
New York Times brings the vecord up. In the Epis-
tles of Cicero. buok ix. ep. 84, ad Atticum. we have
an account of a scene in the Senate, when Julius
Caesar was. as our members of Congress were doing.
defining his position. Cicero thus describes it :

* Having only trifles to write, | nevertheless send
you, my Atticus, an account of the late shindy, in
which our Caesar was engaged. He was denying
roundly an allegation of Cato, when the erusty old
man flew uru.n him, teoth and rail, (pugns e calri-
bus.) and blacked his eye in a most convineing man-
ner. The veraeity of Cato is no longer doubtful. for
he proceeded to punish Cesar's nose, (nasum pertun-
dere.) in a close and irrefragalile style. Julius felt
for his bowie knife, ¢gladiolum.) but was restrained
by the Conseript Fathers. who shortly after formed
a ring. and voted a civie erown to both orators.?

What Cato and Cmesar did. surely members of our
Congress may do—and if the RKoman Senators were
voted a civil crown. how ean our Congress excuse
themselves for slighting its billigerents, by withhold-
ing similar honors from them ?

But even Cato and Ceesar were imitators. They
had an example for what they did. in a scene in the
Athenian Assembly long before. between Mschines
and Demosthenes. The former had made some re-
marks personal to the latter. when—hut Plutarch
tells the story. Life of Eschines, see. 91 :

“ He fetched the orator such a blow in the face as
was cheaper than a syllogism; but Demosthenese.
with that dernosis which belongs te him. flew at his
rival. and was ahout to gouge vut his eye. when the

arguments and virtues of the two (kalokag:thoi)
gentlemen. ‘

So here it is in evidence that it is only Demosthe-
nean to do, as was done tac other day in the Hall of
our House of Representatives.

History thue stamps it as not only classieal, but
oratorical—to pull noses and gouge vut eyes in Nen-
ate halls.

But the authority for such things does not stop
with the classies It is found in this age, if not in
this country. In the report of the proceedings of
the English House of Commons, by Hansard. (vol
XCVII, page 808.) is reeorded the following scene
between Pitt and Fox, in the debate on the bill for
inereasing the Rpanish line :
