Senate of a sectional character, including the fugi-
tive slave bill. General Cass was a member of that
committee, and concurred in the report of its chair-
man, reporting the fugitive slave bill back to the
Senate with a recommendation that it pass. Here
was a direct and unequivocal committal in favor of
the bill, both in principle and detail.

On the 10th day of August, 1850, the Senate hay-
ing under consideration the fugitive slave bill, Gene-
ral Cass said :

When this subject was before the Compromise
committee there was a general wish, and in that I

fully concurred, that the main features of the act of
1793 upon this subject, so far as they were applica-
ble, should be preserved, and that such changes as
experience has shown to be necessary to a fair and
just enforcement of the provisions of the Constitu-
tion for the surrender ot fugitive slaves, should be
introduced hy way of amendment. The law was ap-
proved by Washington, and has now been in force
lor sixty years, and lays down, among others, four
general principles, to which I am prepared to adhere :

li 1. The right of the master to arrest his fugitive
slave wherever he may find him.

"2. His duty to carry him before a magistrate in
the State where he is arrested, that the claim may
be adjudged by him.

"3. The duty of the magistrate to examine the
claim, and to decide it, like other examining magis-
trates, without a jury, and then to commit him to
the custody of the master.

'; 4. The right of the master then to remove the
slave to his residence.

In every
scene of a sailor's life " with skill superior glowed his
daring mind" his dauntless soul " rose with the
storm and all its dangers shared." But now he rests
from his toils, regardless of his triumphs.

The announcement of his death was sent by tele-
graph from New Orleans, but where it originate! his
friends could not ascertain.

ers of the fugitive slaves, as a direct repeal of all
laws upon the subject, and a refusal to pass others
With this proviso in the bill, it would most prohably
have commanded the approbation and votes of the
higher law abolition advocates. It requires full as
much moral courage in a northern senator to vote
against this proviso, securing to the fugitive slavo a
jury trial in the State where arrested, as to vote for
the bill. This amendment was rejected, and the bill
saved. The vote was: yeas 11, nays 27. Four
northern democratic senators voted in the negative

Cass, Dodge of Iowa, Jones and Sturgeon. Not a
solitary whig senator from a free State voted on that
side.

On the same day Mr. Winthrop of Massachusetts,
a whig, with strong abolition tendencies, proposed to
amend the bill by adding thereto the following pro-
viso :
