A Duel In California. , . r

Tn6 " National Democrat" tfitefr the foi:otvinr cti-tiot- is

circtihi.laftce attending the Broderick and .smiih
duel, together wiih some remarks upon the elate of
Society in California i :

.

The circumstances cVmnected with the duel fought
between David d Broderick, Esq , and Judge Smilh,
render it almost as marvellous as some of the ancient
legendary tales, and in some of its preliminary fealuies
is singularly illustrative of California yociety. : '

It appears that Judge Smiih had publicly Mated in
a card that Mr. Broderick was a scoundrel, a black
guard, a villian, a liar, and used several o.her oppro-biou- s

epithets respecting him, which was fo grossly
ungentlemanly that according to the code duello, Rlu
Broderick cciuld not challenge Smith. The only alter-nati- e

left to Mr Broderickj which comported wish his
sense of dijrnity, was to shoot Smith, wherever he met
him, and to notify him that such wns his intention, so
that he might be artned and fully prepared for a If rri-b- le

Mreet encounter. Smith wns accordingly informed
by Broderick of his intention, and requested lo aim
himself. Both parlies were accordingly awaiting the
first opportunity to become the murderers of each oth
er. This condition of things became known to the
friends of each of the combatants, and the result was
that they also armed to protect the respective cham-
pions. The consequence Avas that groups of armed
men were patrolling the streets for days, and occa-
sionally a street fight would ccme off.' The authori-
ties became alarmed ; the famous Vigilance Committee
wer summoned for consultation and action, if neces-
sary. The whole public were highly excited, and an
investigation into the merits of the difficulty was had
by the friends on both sides, in which the public ger
erally participated to a great extent.

The result of the verdict arrived at from this mode
of investigation, was, that no justifiable, cause seem-
ed to exist for the ungentlemanly and villainous chuI
published by Smith, and he was urged to with-
draw the opprobrious epithets, 60 far as to' place'lV'r.
Broderick in a position to challenge him, leaving the
merits of their quarrel untouched, and thus give them
an opportunity to settle their own difficulties at twelve
paces and disturb the public peace no longer. Smith
yielded, withdrew the most objectionable epithets,
brought the case within the rules of the " code of hon-
or," and soon received a challenge. The wenpons
were six-barr- revolvers distance twelve paces one
or two hundred persons were on the ground. Brode-
rick discovered that his watch was about his person,
and supposing that he couhl not wear it honorably,
pulled it from his pocket and handed it to bis second,
who remarked that gentlem?n fighting a duel were per-
mitted to retain on their persons their watches. He
accordingly returned it to his pocket. Several sliols
were fired, and finally Smith's ball struck Broderick'
watch case, shattered some valuable trinkets presented
to him by the Hon. Daniel K. Sickles of this city, and
left his person uninjured!

The decision of Broderick's
second in favor of his retaining his watch, saved h's
life; though strictly speaking he had no right to wear
the article under such circilmsianc'es.
