The Rajah's wives left the Euxine steamer com-
pletely veiled, on Monday night at 9 o'clock, and
were conveyed toRadley s Hotel in a closed carriage.
They were met at the door of the hotel by the Rnjah
and one of his principal attendants, rho both held
umbrellas over the heads of the ladies as they alight-
ed. As soon as they alijrhted they took the umbrel-
las themsrlves, and Completely screened themselves
from view. . During the process of their alighting
from the carriage, however, a glimpse of one of them
w.is obtained, and it was noticed that the lady hrul
a thin gauze veil over her face and fine black eyes.
The Rajah was exceedingly anxious that no one
should observe the ladies, and appeared agitated un-
til they were safely in their apartment. His agita-
tion was so great when he had conducted them up
stairs that he could not open the door of tho apart-
ment, and imagining that it was locked, he reques-
ted that the gas should be extinguished in the pas-
sage where they were standing, which Was immedi-
ately done.

After lighting their fires with wood
and coal, they crouched down and kept them alivo
