They next vindicate themselves from the
charge of being accustomed to falsehood, and with-
out any sense of its moral turpitude. " We do not
think much about your politics." say they, and quote
instances of Chinamen becoming naturaliz d citizens,
one being now resident in San Francisco, and mar-
ried to an American lady. 41 He wears the Ameri-
can dress and is considered a man of respectability."

Rowdyism in New Yokk. To such a formidable
extent has the principle of lawlessness and rowdyism
grown in this city, that life is no longer secure from
the attacks of this ruffianly banditti.
