chants of itz iraflic ; and Glasgow the depot of its ex-
change, from the superior advantage and the facility
offered by its bank and bankers. A better day dawns
for Ireland, and Belfast is now contesting the palm
with Glasgow—her banks are enlarging and exten-
ding their liberality —it now snpports its own bleach
houses and merchants, such as Major Brothers, distri-
buling rountless thousands of pounds through their
native land.  Previous to the dispersion of this trade
through Ireland, the census proved the glaring fact of
one and a half million of unemployed female labor
there. Now every hamlet has its indrustrious little
artisans, every convent and national school has its
groups of willing werkers, and the monotong of the
prison and the poor-house is relieved by the needle. —
When we think that three quarters of this produce of
Irish labor comes to the States, to supply the created
wants of the women of America, we may felicitate our-
selves on the commerce of our coun!ry, and the extrav-
agance of the wardrobes of our families—when i1 crea-
tes for the homes of the orphan, the poor and the
needy in other lands, the blessing of peace and plenty.

Our citizens seem to be cosmopolites, and as such
are ever the pioneers of progress and missionaries of
the creed namel utilitarianism, usefulness, indusiry
and social improvement.
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Cure for Cancer.

A Mr. Beneon, of Franklin Co., has been cured of
cancer by the following means : He procured a peck
of cleaned oak bark, by first cutting off the rough
outside, and put it into a vessel containing about two
gallons of water which he boiled over a slow fire un-
til the ooze beecame quite strong, when he strained
it through a cloth to remove al!l the pariicles of the
bark: then he again put itinto a clean vessel. and
simmered it over a slow fire, till it came to the con-
sistency of molasses. when it is fit for use. Itis
then spread upon a piece of silk, or other rag, and
applied to the diseased {.mrt. He used about two
plasters each week, until the cancer was removed
and the wound healed. He says it is not painful,
but believes it an infallible remedy. At all events,
he feels such lively gratitude for his ewn deliverance
from so futal o disease, that he desires to let all
know the means by which he believes he has been
rescued from the hands of death.—Farmer's Journal.

Jaraxese Worgsmansuie.—-Generally Japanese
workmanship has more strength, solidity and real
finish than that of Chinese. They seem to Lave a
contempt for everything that is flimsy. Their com-
mon packing-cases are nearly always strong and fin-
ished specimens of materials and workmanship.—
There may be raid to be about the same difference
between Chinese and Japanese work that there is be-
tween French and English, but, if the French, in
most things, ean claim over us a superiority in laste
of design, no such superiority ean be claimed by the
Chinese over the workmen of Japan.

The
Japanese are exiremely skillful in polishing steel,
and all other metals. They make metal mirrors,
which for their olject, are scarcely inferior to our
looking glasses. We often saw carpenters’ and cab-
inet makers’ tools, made in Japan, which may be
compared with the English. Their saws are so good,
that the thinest board may be sawed out of the
hardest wood.

They use a course, thick, spongy paper. made from
a tree, for pocket handkerchiefs, for napkins, and for
other purposes in which we employ ecalico, silk or
muslin.

The
ship proceeds on her voyage withont breaking bulk,',
or injury to the goods. There is no adandonment to
the underwriters. She is afierwards 1otally lost. Does
not the party owing the policy of insurance receive
his $1.000 from the insurer, and the ealvor also re-
ceive his 10 per cent, from the insurer, making the
loss of the latter $1,1002 It is evident that in all ca-
ses of salvage il is possible for goods to lose more
than their value, should there afterwards occur a to-
tal loss. Then, it being granted that goods have gain-
ed a loss of over 100 per cent., who sustains the loss,
the insurer are insured 2"
