This action of Congress passed through by the
perseverance and zeal of Hon. Messrs. Ashe and
McQeen, the immediate representatives of the in-

terests of this road, is of no little importance to
our interests, as the extension of credit enabled
us to apply that amount of funds to the vigorous
prosecution of the work in the first place. And
the provisions of the Bill making it the duty of
the Postmaster General to place tho through
mail upon our road so soon as we are in condi-
tion to receive it, at the prices paid other roads
for the same service, which is the pay to first
class roads, (now paid the roads connecting us,)
tis of the greatest importance, and will secure to
your road the great line of travel from North to
South carried with the mails, and will it is believ-ed- ,

greatly increase the travel on this Road and
its connections, freeing the passengers entirely
frjm the sea route, and thus attracting a lan;e
patronage from the travelling public, many of
whom take Boats to and from the Southern and
Western Atlantic ports, who if accomodation by
Land were practicable, would prefer and adopt
it. With the view of attracting travel, and pro-

viding, for carrying the mails at the earliest
practicable period, the Board has made arrange,
merits with an enterprising company of contrac-
tors to connect by 4 horse posNcoaches (he eastern
and western termini of the road, which has re"
cently gone into operation. The time has been
too short since the stages have commenced run.
ning, and the notice of the arrangement loo lim
ited, to . test its effect. As the track progresses,
however, and the distance by staging is lessened
it is not doubted but that the arrangement will be
mutually beneficial to the contractors and the
Company.

So soon as the same time can be made, the Board
will feel satisfied that your road will at once be-

come the thoroughfare of the mail and travel, and
for information on this head you are respectfully
referred to the report of Mr. Fleming, the Su-

perintendent and Engineer.
Operations were suspended at the Pee Dee

during the summer, in consequence of the diffi
culty of retaining a force there on any terms,
but in the mean time all the necessary prepara-
tions were carried on, and now an adequate
force being employed for the work, with ample
provision for its prosecution, it will be carried
forward wiih all the despatch circumstances will
permit. While the Boaid felt the importanceof
pushing the track over Eagle's Island without
delay, they were unable from the causes men-
tioned by Mr. Fleming to do so by contract,
and the force they were able to secure for the
Road they thought and still think, were employ-
ed where the)' were, to a better advantage and
to the Company's interest, as they considered
the extension of the track from the eastern ter-
minus to Whtiesville, where it is now is, a mat-
ter of the first importance, as by reaching that
point a business would at once open, which
would not only be remunerative in point of in
come to the Company, but would facilitate
greatly the securing of the Southern mail,
whereas to have waited and expended the Corns
pany's resources on the Island before proceed-
ing further, would have delayed the track for
at least 6 months, and deprivedthe Company
ot its advantages. In this opinion they
have not been disappointed, as with the facili-
ties they have of connecting with the track at
Brunswick River by Steam Boats, one of which
is now in the Company's use, freights and travel
can be brought to and from Wilmington without
serious interruption or expense. The rapidity
with which the track at that end has progressed,
and the character of the work, am highly credi-
table to the energy and efficiency of the con-
tractor for that service. You will sr-e- , however,
that this work across the Island would soon be
vigorously begun and prosecuted to comple-
tion. In view of the communication the Com-an- y

had in prospect during the year by Rail
Road, and the risk and expense of keeping
the ferries arvsl causeway across the Island, the
Board thought it to the interest of the Com-
pany to sell it, reserving the privileges of cros-
sing the Island with travel and freights by our
Road, which was prohibited by the ferry char-
ter under heavy penalties, and also a portion of
the land for 1400 feet along and west of the
causeway for the Company's use; and in De-

cember last, after due notice, the sale was pub
licly made for the sum of $3500, at 12 months'
credit wiih Interest. This purchase has been
complied with, and a deed executed with the
reservations above mentioned, and with the con.
dition that the agents, contractors and servants
of the Company, pass free of charge till the
completion of the track across the Island.
Though below the price for which the properly
was purchased, yet when it is considered that
when one of the principal objects of the purchase
was abandoned, and the right to transport across
the Island at another point free of penalties and
litigation were obtained, it will, it is believed,
evidently shew the propriety of disposing of it
rather than being incumbered by the risk and
expense incurred in maintaining it.

The time it is believed will soon be made equal,
and the Board have made every effort in their
power to hasten the laying of the track, to effect
a connection with the South Carolina Rail Road
and the Wilmington and Raleigh Railroad in
the present schedule time of the mails.

For the present condition of ihe work, its pro-
gress, the business of the road, motive power,
machinery, and the preparations for pushing it
forward this year, the Board take pleasure in re-

ferring you to the report of the Superintenden
and Engineer, whose statements of the same
are presented in a concise and systematic man
nerand will furnish all the necessary informa-
tion under the proper heads. The condition of
the work at the Great Pee Dee Bridge and on
the Island opposite the town of Wilmington, the
points of the greatest interest now as being most
formidable and expensive will be seen by refer-
ence to this report.

The causes of delay in laying the track at
the western end of the road, as well as the loss
of freights to the Company, have been fully al-

luded to by Mr. Fleming, and it is deemed un-
necessary to recapitulate them except to mens
tion in connection wiih his remarks on this
point, that being unable to effect an arrange-
ment with the South Carolina Rail Road Com-
pany for the repairs and joint use of the Cam-
den Branch, upon lerms which were advantage-
ous or equal as it was believed to this Company,
the President under your instructions, applied
to the Legislature ot the State of South Caroli-
na at its last session for an amendment of their
Charter authorizing them to extend their Road,
so as to connect with the South Carolina Rail
Road, which authority was granted by an act
an authenticated copy of which is heiewiih sub-mitte-

d.

What is to be our future action under
this amendment, is submitted for your consider-
ation. It may not be improper to remark, how-
ever, that it must depend upon circumstances,
how soon, if at all, this work is to be done. It
would be desirable to us, and consistent with
ourintarest it is thought, if some amicable ad-
justment could be made by the two Companies
on this subject, and it is believed that such an
adjustment is not impossible now, notwithstand-
ing some of the friends of the South Carolina R.
R. Company objected to the passage of tha act,
and resisted it on th? ground of an alledged ex-
clusive right in the Charter of the Louisville,

are over one hundred despatches communicated, com-

mencing in 1835 and continuing down to 1850. It
was referred and and ordered to be printed. -- The
other one was communicating the award of Louis
Napoleon in the case of the claim by the United
States against Portugal, concerning the brig Gener
al Armstrong. We make the following abstract of
the document : .

Mr. Rives, under date of December 18th, 1852
states that, pursuant to an invitation, he attended
at the office of the Mi Foreign Affairs of
France, on December 11th. where he met thePortu
gese Minister, when they were each presented with
a copy of the award, without any intimation of its
nature, and with a declaration that the Prince Pres-
ident had been so much occupied recently with the
changes in the government, that he had no opportu-
nity of delivering the award in person, or at an ear
lier day. The award of the Prince President recites
the Convention by Portugal and the United States,
by which was referred to him the controversy rela-
tive to the American privateer General Armstrong,
which was destroyed in tho Port of Fayal, on the
27th of September, 1814 ; an$ states that having
maturely considered and examined tho evidence,
&c, it is clear that the United States were at war
with England at the time ; that Portugal was pre-
serving her neutrality ; that the Gen. Armstrong,
commanded by Capt. Reid, was legally provided with
letters of marque, and armed for privateering pur-
poses ; cast anchor at Fayal, on the 26th of Septem-
ber, 1814, in. the dominions of the Queen of Portu-
gal. On the same day and English squadron enter-
ed the same port. That it is equally clear that du-rin- er

the following nieht, without any respect for
for the rights of sovereignty and of neutrality, a
bloody encounter took place between the Americans
and the English, and that on the next day an En-

glish vessel came to range herself near the Ameri-
can privateer for the cannonading of her that this
determination being followed by the act, Capt. Reid
and his crew were induced to abandon and destroy
her.

He does not consider it clear that if certain Brit-
ish long boats, on the night of the 16th, approached
the General Armstrong, that these boats were man-
ned by men provided with arms and ammunition.
But he considers it clear that these long boats, hav-
ing approached the brig, the crew of the latter hav-
ing hailed them and ordered them to be off immedi-
ately, fired upon them, killing some and wounding
others mortally, without any attempt having been
made by the long boats to repel force by force. The
American Captain did not apply to the Portuguese
Government for protection until blood had been shed,
and when the fire had ceased, the brig came to an-

chor under the castle, at the distance of a stone's
throw.

The Portugue Government was then informed of
what was passing in the fort, and he did, on several
occasions, interpose with the British commander, to
obtain a cessation of hostilities, and lo complain of
the violation of a neutral territory, and effectively
prevented some American sailors on land from em-

barking for the purpose of prolonging - ihe conflict,
which was contrary to the laws of nations. The
weakness of the garrison prevented any armed inter-
vention. Considering in this state of things, that
Captain Reid not having applied from the beginning
for the intervention of the neutral sovereign, and
having had recourse to arns, in order to repel an
unjust aggression, has thus failed to respect the neu-
trality of the territory of the foreign sovereign
and released that sovereign of the obligation in
which he was to afford bim protection by any other
means than that of a pacific intervention.

From which it follows that the Government of Her
Most Faithful Majesty cannot be held responsible
for the results of the collision which has taken place,
in contempt of her rights of sovereignty, in viola-
tion of the neutrality of her territory, and without
the oncers or lieutenants having been required, in
proper time, and enabled to grant aid and protection
to those having a right to the same. Therefore we
have decided, and we declare that the claim presen-
ted by the Government of the United States against
her most faithful Majesty, has no foundation, and
that no indemnity is due by Portugal in consequence
of the loss of the American brig General Armstrong,
armei for privateering purposes. Done and signed,
&c., under the seal of State, at the palace of ihe
Tuileries, Nov. 29th, 1852.

It was written soon after
the retirement of General Pierce from the United
States Senate, in reply to a letter of condolence on the
death of a beautiful and manly boy, his cherished son.
It sufficiently confirms statements of your own in your
paper already referred to.

Your correspondent thinks that, under the circum-
stances, he betrays no confidence in submitting the
same for publication. At all events, the responsibili-
ty may rest with him and such as he can readily find
to share it with him. Very truly yours.

Concord, New Hampshire, Nov. 30th.
My Dear Friend : You have been often in my

thoughts since I received your affectionate letter of the
16th inst. It was one of the earliest of the wind from
my personal friends, soothing and grateful to me at
the time. And it has been pleasant since to think of
you as among those who have truly sympathised with
me in this dark hour of overpowering affliction.

Under bereavement like this, how trifling O, how
very trifling do most of the cares, and purposes, and
plans of this world appear! We can hardly realize
how it is, that our hearts have been so engrossed in
little matters of the day. We open our eyes, as it
were, from a dream, upon the realities that are around
and before us. We see " passing away " written up-
on all the ' things of this world. We feel that we
are mere sojourners, probationers here, and seem to
estimate with an approximation lo truth, the great in-

terests of eternity, as compared with those of lime.
I do earnesly desire to keep awake to these matters ;
not to fall into the spell, where, as it were from ne-
cessity, we look through a faulse medium, which pla-
ces eternity so tar off. and gives to the things of time
such vast magnitude and disproportionate importance.

I remember well the conversation on our ride to the
G., to which, I suppose, you refer. The convictions
of my judgment have long been strong and decided,
but the little influence they have had upon my life, is
a sad illustration of the great truths, " With ihe heart
man believeth unto righteousness."

ings of many in relation to the amount of Inter-
est we would have to meet on the issue ot our
