boarding houses, under proper regulations, and pro-

perly kept, have been established in almost every

important port in the United States, and that
Uctheld," or sailors' Churches have been built and

mpplied with preaching.

upon ; and he entreated these gentlemen not to

It was there
to remain for some days. In three days the gip?ey
returned, and she and "Perry had an interview alone.
The trunk was opened, and the bundle was found
exactly as it bad been placed. He was required
then to go upon his knees, in order that her incan-
tations performed over the trunk and money might
have their full effect. While so engaged, her cloak
fell upon the trunk, but she quickly replaced it on
her shoulders. The mysterious proceeding being
over. Perry was called to examine the trunu, and
found it all right : he relocked it and pocketed the
key. He was now told that the work was done, and
that on the ninth day she would return, and if the
money. &c, in the trunk were all ripit, she would
be at liberty to point out to him the exact location
of the treasure on his farm. She further told him
that if she were detained by sickness or other cause,
he was to open the trunk himself, and would fiud the
necessary instructions.

It can'ecarcely be credited than a man possessing
his ordinary senses could have been so led away by
the hopes of gain, yet it is true that the trunk was
secretly kept closed for the ninth day, (a Saturday.)
and the ffinsv did not return. Pre'erring to receive
ocular realization of his hopes by the personal aid
sf the gipsy to trusting to written instructions from

the invisible world, he delayed opening the trunk, in
hopes of her till last Monday. He then
unlocked it it, took out the bundle, rcmoed the va-

rious wrappings, and found a shot-ba- g which he
hastily opened, and found some two hundred cop-

pers and a few leaves of tobacco ! The gipsy had
substituted this bundle for the one containing his
money.

Without informing his family or friends of bis
mishap, he obtained the services of two or three per-
sons, and, mounted, they hastened to thiscity in pur-
suit of the gipsies, it being stated they had come
this vrn-- r A snprtnininf that some of them were
residing in the First Ward, he stated the above facts
to Justice Drury, who issued a warrant to search
the premises of the gipsies.

The officers visited the p'ace, and the appearance
of the parties presented the most squalid and
wretched poverty: no furniture, save some beds
thrown on the floor, was found in the house. Two
of the beds were occupied by women in confine-

ment. No obstacle was presented to the search ;

and, tied up in handkerchiefs, rags, in tin kettles,
boxes &c, the officers found large quantities of gold
and silver coin, amounting, it is said, to at least
$ 20,000. Captain Perry could identify none of his
money the greater portion of it having been in
bills of Baltimore banks nor could he identify eith-

er of the women here as the women who had prom-
ised him the treasure. Since then, with the aid of
several officers, be has been scouring the neighbor-
ing counties of Virginia and Maryland, but, up to
Sunday night, had obtained no knowledge of his
fortune-telle- r.

We regret to have it to say that any one should
have been so unfortunate as to fall a victim to such
snperstitious folly, and still further have to regret
to add that Captain Perry, on Saturday, not content
with the serious lesson he had received, actually
visited a professional fortuneteller in this city, to
be informed where it was likely he could find his
lost money.

A Strong Temperance Speecii.
We find in an Eastern paper the following argu-

ments in favor of Temperance by Mr. Edward Bains,
of England, who is the member of Parliament, we
believe, for Leed. The following is an extract from
his speech :

" The peculiar danger of intoxicating drinks is in
their extreme seductiveness, and in the all but un-

conquerable strength of the drinking habit when
once formed : and their peculiar malignity is in their
being tho parent or nrse of every kind of crime,
wickedne-s- , and suffering.

Levi Silmman Ives, the Bishop of North Caroli-
na, who has seceded to the Catholic church, was the
twenty-fift- h Bishop, in the order of appointment, of
the Episcopal church of the United States, lie is
a native of Vermont, and was originally settled, as
a minister, over a Congregationalist Society, in the
county of St. Lawrence, N. Y. The effect" of form-
ing certain acquaintanceships and intimacies, at that
time, it is said, was to direct his attention to the
Episcopal church, which, abandoning his Congrega-
tional Hock, he entered, and came to New Yoikcity,
where he married a daughter of the venerable Bish-
op Hobart, and was settled as Rector of St. Luke's
Church, in Hudson street. On Thursday, Septem-
ber 22d, 1831, he was consecrated Bishop of North
Carolina, in Trinity Church, Philadelphia. At the
time of his defection from the Protestant faith, he
had been Bishop twenty-on- e years, and was the third
living, in the order of consecration. His wife, who
accompanied him on his visit to Rome, is said to
have strongly opposed his joining the Catholic
church, but now begins to defend him from the at-
tacks of several Protestant ministers, who also ac-
companied him to Rome.

A correspondent of the Galveston News gives the

following account of a desperate fight between Mr.
Absolem Williams, who is about seventy years of
age, his wife, and an enormous tiger, which occur-
red there about the 1st of December, at Mr. W's res-

idence :

The tiger was first discovered on the premises of
Mr. James Drake, who iives in tlijj north portion of
Jefferson county, where it entered his enclosure, at-

tacked his horses, and killed one, besides wounding
two others. While the tiger was committing its
depredations it was discovered by Francis Drake,
son of the proprietor of the premises, who fired a
shot gun at it, wounding it in the side, but not dan-

gerously, when it made its escape. The next day,
while Mr. and Mrs. Williams were sitting in their
house, (the rest of the f amily being absent,) they
were startled by a strange noise in the yard, in front
of their house. Mr. V., on going out, discovered
his dog engaged with a tiger, when he seized an ox-yo- ke

and aimed a blow at the '; varmint," but miss-
ing it, struck his dog. The dog then got away from
the tiger and retreated. In an instant the tiger
sprung on Mr. Williams, and, seizing him by the
hand, jerked him about twenty feet.

The old gentleman, finding himself in the too pow-

erful grasp of the wild animal, courageously deter-
mined to give it the best ' rough and tumble fight"'
in his power, and having no weapons within reach,
he seized the tiger by the throat with his other hand,
and throwing his whole strength forward, crushed
the tiger to th? ground, both falling side by side.
At this time Mrs. Williams came to the rescue, with
a gun, which she snapped at the tiger, but there be-

ing no priming in the pan, it did not go off. Mr.
W. then, with one arm around the tiger's body, and
grasping its throat with his other hand, by an effort
disengaged himself. The tiger, discovering a new
adversary in the person of Mrs. YV., jumped at her,
and attempted to grasp her head within its jaws,
while it struck and lacerated her breast with its
fore paws. She tried to avoid the monster, but was
felled to the ground. The tiger made another grasp
at her head, his upper teeth penetrated at the top
of the skull and sliding along the bone, peeled off
the skin till they met the lower teeth, which pene-
trated to the right side of her faco.

In the mean time, Mr. W. had seized the ox-yo-

again, and, giving the tiger a tremendous blow,
caused it to leave Mrs. W., when it leaped into the
house and got under the bed. The door was imme-
diately closed and the monster secured. Mr. YV.

was exhausted from the effects of bis wounds, from
which the blood flowed in streams; but not so bis
better half. When she saw their mutual foe thus
attempt to take possession of their house, she deter-
mined to finish the battle, and notwithstanding the
severity of her wounds, her dress almost entirely
torn from her person, and covered with blood, she
deliberately tor.k the gun, and shaking some pow-
der from the barrel into the pan, placed the muzzle
between one of the openings which the logs of the
house afforded, and fired with steady and deadly
aim. The tiger was killed. When subsequently
measured, it was found to be twelve feet f om the
tip of its tail to its nose.

During all the time the fight was going on, no one
but those engaged in it were within hearing. Mr.
W.'s nearest neighbor lives three miles off. Howev-
er, as Mrs. YV. was washing the blood from her per-
son, a neighbor came riding by, and alarmed at her
appearance, inquired the cause. The old lady, una-
ble from the loss of blood to speak., pointed to the
dead body of the tiger.

The escape of Mr. and Mrs. Williams is indeed
wonderful, and they are now recovering gradually
from their wounds. Mr. YV. jokes about the tiger
fight; and intimates that the old lady was most en-ras- ed

stretched arms, the Emperor flying from his capital,
are now ready to join any movement which shall
present a prospect of freeing them from the enor-
mous burdens under which they arc groaning.

Arrival of the Block Warrior at Mobile.
