Simply becanse British farmers are educated men, ap-
ply work wisely. They pay back to the earth what
they borrow ; they endeavor by every means in their
power 1o enrich their ground, and in return it enriches
them. If our farmers, instead of lahoring to double
their acres, would endeavor to double their crops, they
would find it a vast saving of time and toil, and an in-
crease of profits,

Many of them never think of digeing ten inches
into the =oil, unless they have dreamed about a crock
of gold hid in the earth ; but if they would set “about
the work of digging in earnest, every man wou'd find
his‘crnck of gold, without the aid of dreams and divi-
nation.

We have a great advantage over the Britich farm-

‘ers in the fact that our farmers nearly all hold 1he

lands which they cultivate, in fee simple, while in
England they are chiefly tenants, hiring the lands of
the nobility, paying enormous rents to proprietors, be-
sides heavy laxes here are comparatively light, and
our farmers are their own landlords. Hence they have
heen able to pay thiee fold wazes for labor to those
paid in Europe, pay the costs of transportation, and
yet undersell the Britsh farmers in their own markets.

Mr. A. C. Jones, a well known machinist of this
city, and a gentleman of great ingenuity in his profes-
sion has shown us a plan of an engine worked by hot
air, and of his invention, which he considers an im-

We give his own memoranda on

ter of so much importance :

In the engines of the ealoric ship, and the Ericsson
engine working at New York, the fire being applied
to one end of the cylinder canses an unequal expan-
sion of the latter, and great difficulty in keeping the
piston-packing tight.  The loss of heated air from this

- cause, in the Ericsson, is nearly Iwenty per cent.

The air, aflter it has forced the piston np, still con-
tinues to be healed, and i1s final escape into the out-
ward air, al thirty degrees, is an unnecessary waste
of fael.

The arrangement of the mass of woven wire form-

ting the ** regencrator,” canses a loss of power by the

retardation of the air passing through it. The final
heating through cast iron one and » ha!f inches thick
requires the engine to be run slow in order to get up
the necessary expansion, the maximum speed of the
Ericsson engines being only twelve revolutions for a
stroke of six feet.

These objections are intended to be obviated by my
improved hot air engine, and are explained by the
drawing of a horizontal, double-acting engine, having
one cylinder and one air pump. The improvements
about being patented, it is not proper to escribe in
detail, at the present time, further than as follows :

My arrangement of the ** regenerator,” or * reac-
tor,” as it should be called, is effectual in absorbing
and giving out heat with a much less resistance of the
air passing throngh it than the Ericsson engine.

No fire is applied directly to the cylinder, and the
latter’s expansion iz therefore equnal throngzhont.—
Neither is the air increased in temperature after it has
performed its work of pushing the piston to the end

L of the eylinder.

Afier the hot air returns through the * reactor™ it
enters a “ condenser,” and is rohbed of nearly all its
remaining heat, which is made available to heat fresh
air. A simple method is alopted 1o keep the piston-
packing and the piston-rod from becoming over-iieated.

These improvements fit this engine for our river
boalts, as more power can be obiained in the same
space, greater economy in working, and mueh Jess
weight is required than in the Ericsson plan.

OF the letter he says: “8o pows«
erful is its effect on poor soil. if properly applied,
that on many farms in this county where it has heer
used. the value of the land has been increased 200
per cent., with less than one hundred bushels per
acre.” Mr. Houstox, of Delaware, applied 300 1hs

| of guano per acre, to 70 acres of wheat, in 1851, He
rrcfera plowing it in six inches deep. He says thu:
ime pays better than guano, taking ten years to-
gether.  But he gets lime cheap. and guano is ex

pensive every where.

His large experience induces him to say that 100
1bs. of this manure will give ten bushels of eorn on
poor land.  Mr. WRIGHT, w veiy saccessful farmer
of Delaware. says that giano is tao high for profit
to the cultivator. Mr. Warsw says: * Guano is
also used on our corn crop. but not to the same ex-
(tent as to wheat. It is applied. generally, to the
| land previous to its being flushed. Sometimes after

planting the land, it is sown upon the furrow, an/
then harrowed in, either way. It adds materially
| to the gain of the crop ; increasing it I should think,
' when 300 lbs. are ased, at least two-fold.”

Mr.Cuarres Yoxcey. of Buckingham county, Va.,
says: “In the fall of 1850 I purchased ten tons of
guano, plowed it under. as before stated, [threeinch-
es deep] using about 200 Ibs. per acre; and =ecdel
| wheat, leaving occasional beds, not guanoed. - Veri-
|ly. the eye said the guanoed wheat would yield

'double.”
We think favorably of the following practices of
Mr. Y. although from the drouth last year, it was«
nearly a failure. * The ground when prepared, was
| checked in squares three feet, four inches: a talle
| spoonful of guano was scattered upon the eheek ;
the billing closed up to prevent the escape of the
ammonia ; the hills were cut off four inches above
and planted in May. Tie drought prevented the
plants taking root, or bringing the guanc into solu-
[tion. There was no growth whatever until the 27th
| July, when we had rain ; the growth was then in
week wonderful ; the plants aitained a fine sizge. A
second drouth nccurretrin September and Oectoher,
which protracted the ripening, and the pl ‘nts faded
(ond assumed a yellow hue.” Mr. Yowcey regurds
guano as & powerful stimulant, but too expensive
for general usg. Our notion is, that one may use
guano to make a crop of eorn at a profit, if he will
| make the corn pay a fair price in meat, and yield a»
| much good manure for producing a second crop of
corn and meat, a3 the equiralent, of the guano. |In
other words, this costly commereial manure cannot
be profitably purchased to grow corn for commerein |
| purposes: but for home consumption, where all the
elements of the seeds. cobs, blades and stalks may
be saved as manure—the equivalent of the guano.
and more too—this dung of sea-birds may be broughe
'0 Increase one’s corn, cotton seed, and lint.
