It is our melancholy duty to announce the ctsath
of William Runs King, Vice President cf the
United Stales. , He died on Monday evening, the
18th of April, at his residence in Dallas county,
Alabama. - - " '

The public career of Vice President King is fa-

miliar to the nation, and a brief recital of the lead-
ing events of his life will suffice to' recall the many
and important services of the statesman whose loss
we now deplore.

Colonel King was born on the 9th of April, 1786,
in Sampson county, North Carolina. After com-

pleting his education at the University of his native
State, he became a student ot" law in the office of
William Duffy, of Fayetteville. At the age of
twenty he was elected a representative of his native
County in the legislature of the State. At twenty-fou- r

he was chosen a representative in Congress
from the Wilmington district, and of the party
which advoea ed and supported the war of 1812 he
was a zealous and cnsistant member. In the
spring of 18IG he resigned his seat in the House of
Beprescntatiies, and accompanied William Pinek-ne- y,

of Maryland, as secretary of legation, first to
ap!es an. I then to St. Petersbnrgh, to which courts

Mr. Pinckney was sent as minister plenipotentiary.

The late return of Santa Anna to Mexico, accom-

panied, as it is, by his restoration to power, affords

the subject matter for any amount of speculations,

having even overslaugh tered the discussion of that
ereat ond important question" Have we a Bourbon

irlonfe that the restoration of

Santa Anna is regarded as the last chance for Me-

xicoa desperate remedy, only resorted to for the

treatment of a case believed to be equally desperate,

and that if it fails, all hope must be abandoned of

any reorganization of the Mexican Republic upon

the basis of its own inherent strength, and that it
must either go to pieces and be absorbed by its
neighbours, or be sustained by some power from

without, to which it will be, to all intents and pur-

poses, subject. As an independent nation, Mexico,

we think, is in articulo mortis, and not even Santa

Anna can avert, or even seriously delay its fate.
The great want in Mexico seems to be the absence

of all authority. There are plenty of resources

which judicious laws might develope. and perhaps

there are statesmen of sufficient judgment and pa-

triotism to understand this, and to desire the enact
ment of these laws. But how are they to be en

forced. No law is sunreme, no power in the State
fc

beyond the reach of a pronunciamento. There is

no starting point for improvement, since there is no
power which can be relied on to effect anything for
good. When a State has reached this point, its

from within is next to hopeless. It must
submit to some power from without, which can sup-

ply it with what it has not itself a permanent legal
sanction, with the certainty of enforcement.

With us the supreme authority is the law, and
however mild in its operation, it is as irrcsistable as
the edicts of the most arbitrary potentate ; and it is
this certainty and irresistibility which secures the
permanent prosperity of the country, and gives se-

curity to all advocations. Of course, this state of
things has its foundation in the character and hab-it- s

and training of our people, none of which are
shared by the citizens of our sister Republic. Used
to brawls and revolutions, they look to 6uch means,
and not to legal remedies, for the abatement of any
nuisance, while, at the same time, those interested
in the maintenance of any abuse are just as likely
to create a revolution for the purpose of defeating
reform as reformers are for the purpose of removing
abuses.

Before long, Santa Anna will either become a Eu-

ropean agent or an exile : for we take it for granted
that he is too cautious to place his head in any dan-

ger of following his leg. Should he attempt to re-

duce Mexico to the position of the virtual Colony of
a European power, the United States would be cer-

tain to veto the arrangement ; and should he not ho
will be driven out, as he is certain to be within a very
limited period of time, and the confederation will re-

solve itself into its constituent elements, being bro-

ken into pieces for the greater facility of deglutition.
We, the people of the United States, must be pre-

pared to open cur mouths and shut our eyes, for
swallow Mexico we must, some time or other.

very fair chance of success. If this should be the
means of opening a new field of labor, to those 3oung
women in our city who are compelled to earn a live
lihood by their daily toil, and who have far severer
struggles with poverty and want than any other class
of our laboring: population, we shall be heartily and
profoundly rejoiced. The number of this class is far
greater than is generally supposed ; and the difficulties
they encounter, the sufferings they endure, the toils
and privations they meet, are suspected by very few
There are thousands of young women in this city who
besides supporting themselves, are compelled to sup
port infirm or invalid parents, and infant brothers and
sisters And how few departments of labor are open
to them 1 Even those kinds of labor for which they
would seem to be especially fitted, such as shop-tendin-

the sale of fancy goods, of gloves, laces etc.,
etc , are monopolized by men, and closed, by preju
dice almost as much ?.s by custom, against females.
The needle, teaching, and domestic service, ?eem to be
almost the only means by which this very large cla-- s

of our population, can obtain a living ; and of these,
the last is not only filled, but over-crowde- d, from
abroad, by th:)se whose physical strength and habits
of life give them advantages for it which they cannot
rival. Very few, comparatively, are qualified to teaeh;
and so the needle is the sole, resource.

And what kind of a resource it is, no one who is at
all acquainted with the number, hard labor, and pitiful
earnings of the seamstresses in this City, needs to be
informed. Even with steady employment, it is almost
impossible even to support life, at the paltry prices
to which excessive competition and the relentless cu
pidity of employers, have reduced wages in this de-

partment.
These poor gills have nobody, to organize strikes

for them. They cannot maintain Protective Unions
and hold weekly meetings in self-defenc- e, and draw
up and enforce rules and regulations for keeping the
price of their labor up to any given point. There are
a thousand reasons, and good ones, too, why they
cannot do this, and why they would not if they
could. And even if a scale of prices were fixed, and
strikes were organized, how many girl would stand
by and see a little brother or sister pining from want,
or a sick or aged mother lucking any comforts which
labor could procure, without woiking at any price
they could obtain ?

There are very many girls now employed in book-foldin- g,

stitching, binding, and other branches con-
nected with book making ; and their labor is general-
ly verj' well paid. But we rejoice at every new open
ing that may be made tor them in the way of obtain- -

ing employment ; and we see no reason why type-settin- g

should not be more accessible to them, at least in
many departments.

Glaciers. These masses of ice among the Alps
are according to Mr. Hitchcock, sometimes three miles
long; their thickness varying from eighty to one
hundred and eighty feet. Some descend to 3,000 feet
others terminate as hih as 7.000 or 8,000 feet. They
originate from seas of ice on the crest of the Alps,
which contain from 100 to 300 square miles. They
are enormous streams of ice sent down the sides of
the mountains at the average rate of about a foot a
day throughout the year. In a single case the ad-

vance was 4,400 feet in nine years As glaciers ad-

vance, they break off, and carry with them immense
masses of rock. Glaciers are suspended upon the
flanks of other mountains besides the Alps. Mr.
Hitchcock says. When the slope down which the
glacier descends is very steep, or it is crowded to the
edge of a precipise, huge masses sometimes aro bro-
ken off by gravity, called avalanches.

When they occur the steep shore of the ocean in
high attitudes, the great mass of ice, loaded perhaps
with detritus, is precipitated into the sea, and con

." i i .1sututes an icenurg. tcuoergs are sometimes a mile ;n
diameter, and rise 250 ot 300 feet above the surface of
the sea, and must sink more than 2000 feet below ;

as every cubic foot above, implies eight cubic feet be-

low the surface. .Many rocks in North America were
carried by icebergs that had drifted from the frigid
zone, and were deposited where they arc now found.

ettes, and the luxuries of fine horses and splendid
carriages. The streets are also unusually gay j the
shops presenting a beautiful spectacle."

Rouge in Fashion at Paris It appears from late
Paris letters, that " the fashion of wearing rouge,
which, for many years past, has been confined to the
elderly ladies, is now revived and adopted by . the
youngest and fairest in the aristocratic eiroles. Con-
sequently, great rivalry has been displayed among
perfumers in perfecting rouge. The Incarnat de
Chine and the Rouge Indion, the compositions of Le
Grand, are decidedly the favorites, as the least inju-
rious to the skin, and giving the most natural and
delicate color." We trust thi is one of the Paris
fashions which American ladies will not follow.

On his return to the United State, in the winter of
1818-1- 9, Mr. King fixed his" residence in Dallas
county, in the then Territory of Alabama. He
was elected a mc-yibe- of the convention to establish

State government, and was appointed on the com
mittee to frame a constitution. N ith the Hon. John '

W. Walker, he was elected one of the first two sena-
tors who represented Alabama in the Congress of
the United Mates. Jn 1823, in 1823, in 1834. and

1840, he was ed to the Senate. In 1844
he accepted the mission to France, with the especial
object of facilitating the annexation of Texas. He
was remaikably successful in his mission, having by
his skill and prudence entirely prevented the opposi
tion ot the French government to that measure. In
1848 lie was made senator from Alabama, by ap-
pointment of the governor, to fill a vacancy occa-
sioned by the resignation of the Hon. Arthur P.
Bagby, sent minister to Russia In 1849 he was
elected by the legi.-latu-re for a full term of six
years. In 1850. on the accession of Mr. Fillmore
to the presidency, he was unanimously chosen Pres-
ident of the Senate. By the Baltimore Convention
of the 2d June. 1853, he was made the Democratic
candidate" for the Vice Presidency, and was elected to
that office by the people in the ensuing November.
In the winter of 1851-5- 2 Col Kins began to suffer
from a pulmonary affection, which gradually grew
so alarming in its symptoms that he was advised to

(seek alleviation in a tropical climate. Accordingly,

He was of a
nature to win the warmest teganl of his personal
friends, and to command the respect of all. Of
sound judgment, magnanimous heart, intrepid cour-
age, and the nicest stnse of honor, he was the very
model of a gentleman. Jut in all his relations
with the world, courteous and conciliatoiy in his
manners, generous in his impulses, he lived a life of
unusual length and responsibility, without incurring
the blemish of a solitary reproach on bis honor.

When a man
of such unsullied character, of such solid worth, and
of such great influence with the country, falls in
the discharge of the hig'i function of Vice President,
the nation nviy well mourn its loss. Of genius, ca-
pacity, and experience in the public service, the
country may feel no want ; but where shall we find
another in whom are united so much of integrity,
honor, magnanimity, discretion, sagacity, court csjr,
and sound ability as wero blended in the character
and illustrated in the career of William Rufus King,
the chivalrous gentleman and the spotless patriot.
