“* There is no doubt that a'l branches of the
American navy have the benefit of an education f5 ¢
saperior to that which can be obtained by the eor-
responding class in Great Britain In reference to
| this it may be remarked that papers have been sup-

plied by the American government to the masters of
| great numbers of merchant vessels, containing =n
| system of dirzctions with respect to observations td
be made during their respective voyages. Aided by
these, and the logs of the veesels, Lieutenant Maury
| has been enabled to obtain such a knowledge of the
| currents of the ocean and the trade winds as to re-
duce the length of certain voyages by almost one-
third. A discovery of this nature has the effect of
giving the American something very like a monopo-
ly of a particular trade for a certain time. It is
not too much to assert that the logs of the greater
number of English merchant vessels woiﬂﬁ' hitve

been utterly uselsss in investigations of this nature.
| The general education of masters of English vessels
is, no doubt, lamentably defective.”

In continuation, the News says: “We are me-
naced in our manufactures, in our trade, and in our
maritime supremacy. Asa means of rising superi-

' a sound practical education to the mercantile and
maritime classes of our community.”

| The Duke of Wellington and our Second War with
Great Britain.

During the first occupation of Paris by the allies
in 1814, Lord Wellington wrote many important lets
ters to the Home Government, part of one of which,
addressed to Lord Liverpool, refgrs to the proposal
 then made to send him to Amerioa !

\  “I have already told you and Lord Bathurst that
[ I feel no objection to going to America, though ¥
don’t promise to myself much success there. [ be-
| lirve there are troops enough there for the defence
- of Canada forever, and even for the accomplishmeiis
 of any reasonable cffensive plan that could be form-
ed from the Canadian frontier. I am quite sure that
all the American armies of which | have ever read
would not beat out of a field of battle the troops that
went from Borleaux laet summer, if common pre«
| cautions and care were taken of them.
¢ That which appears to me to be wanting in A-
| meriea is not a general, or general officers and troops,
but a naval superiority on the lakes; till that supe-
riority is acquired, it is impossible, according to my
notion, to maintain an army in such a situation as
to keep an encmy out of the whole frontier, much
less to make any conques: from the enemy, whieh,
with those superier means, might, with reasonahle
 hopes of success, be undertaken. I may be wrong
|in this opinion, but I think the whole history of the
| war proves its truth ; and [ suspeet that you will
find that Prevost will justify his misfortunes, (which,
| by-the-by, I am quite certain are not what the Amer-
icaus have represented them to be,) by stating that
| that the navy were defeated ; and even if be had ta-
' ken Fort Moreau, he must have retired.

“The question is, whether we can obtain this na-
val superiority on the lakes. If we cannot, I shall
| do you but little good in America, and I shall go

there only to prove the truth of Prevost’s defence,
and to sign a peace which might as well be signed
now. There will, always, hawever, remaifr this ad-
vantage, the confidence which I have acquired will
reconcile both the army and people of England to
terms of which they wou{d not now approre.

“ In regard to your present negotiations, [ confess
that I think you have no right, from the state of the
| war, to demand any concession of territory from A-

merica. Considering everything, it is my opinion
' that the war has been a most successful “one, and
