New Orleans has given o&¢asion to thé rethark, in'
various quarters, that it3 ravageés aré griparalleled.
The history of the past, Kowever, furnishes ma ny in-
stances of more terrible destriiction o? human life by
various pestilences. The Philadelphia, Ledger noti-
ces the following, athong the many that in a measurs’
have desolated the cities of {he &arth -

The first of which we have a detailed account is
that recorded by Thucydides, and which visited Athens
about four hundred and thirty years hefore the Chris-
tian era. It appears to have been identical in kind
with the great plague of London in 16686, the acconnys
written of the one applying almost cxactly 10 the
other. The mortality which attended it seems almost
incredible. It was followed, at tneven periods, by
other visitations of pestilence, which sivept off mif-
lions of the human race, at Rome, Egypi Syria, and
finally Constantinople. Gibbon relates that in the
reign of Justinian, A. D. 527, a plague devastated the’
empire for fifty-two years. During a portion of this
time, when Constantinople was visited by the epideni-
ic ten thousand persons died daily. Two centories
later two hundréd thousand persons were carried off;
in that capital, by another visitation of the plague.—
In the earlier visitation many smaller cities were de-
pepulated by it. Whole districts, devoted 1o agriend-
ture, were abandoned, the harvest 'Jeing' lett 10 with~
er on the ground. Gibbon computes the entire mor-
tality during the fifty-two years of plagae, at one
hundred millions. ,

During the dark ages, the plague swept over Eu-
rope several times with frightful violenge. Bocene:-
cio has left a vivid narrative of its appearance at Flor-
ence, about the middle of the fourteenth centwury. It
bore the name of the ** Black Death,” and closely re-
semhled the old plague of Athens. Visiting Engiand;
it swept off fifty thousand inhabitants of London
alone, though the British capitel had not at that 1ime

robably more than two hundred thousand inhabitants,

ifty years later, the plague appeared again in Lon:
don, when thirty thousand persons perished of it with-
in a twelvemonth. In 1517, an epidemic called the
“ Sweating Sickness ” broke out in Europe, and exten<
ding to England deprived the principal towns, accors
ding to Siowe, of half their inhabitants. In 1603,
nearly forty thousand persons died of plague in Lon:
don. About the s'me period, Constantihople is said'
to have lost two hundred thousand of ita inhabitants
by the same disease. As the age of officiitl slatistics

| had not yet arisen. these numbers may have been oc-

casionally exaggerated ; but the very vastness of 1he
estimates, even if but approximations, proves the
frightful rate of mortality. It is to be regretted that
we have not more exact accounts of these epidemics,
ags to be able to determine whether they were iden-
ticalin character, as the best medical writers conjec-
ture, or really different, as their names imply.
