We are afraid it would bt lo hope against all pro-
babilities to anticipate that war can now be avoided
The western powers have done their utmost to main-
tain peace ; and the Sultan and his advisers, even
during the time when their arms were crowned with
victory, and when they appeared to be making rapid
strides, both in Asia and ia the Principalities, have
never failed to listen, with dignity and respect, to the
councils of the great European poweTS, whose desire

was to maintain peace, and to acquiesce in every
proposal which was consistent , with the honor and
independence of Turkey, with a yiew tn attain that
end If, therefore, we are to have war, there can be no
misunderstanding as to who shall be held responsibie
in the eyes of the world and of posterity. The

will rest on the head of the Rus-
sia;! Emperor will be greater than any one sovereign
since Napoleon has dared to assume. - He acts in di-
rect opposition to the advice of all his allies, and
even of those whose feelings and interests are most
identified with those of Russia. Prussia as well as
England, Austria as well as France, all equally con-dem- n

the course which Russia appears determined,
at all hazards, to pursue. The butchery at Sinope
has obviously brought the question of peace or war
to the necessity of an immediate decision. Tho
French government has authoritively published to
the world the orders for the combined fleets to enter
the Black Sea, consequent upon that event.

The electric telegraph has already announced the
fact, that, at this moment, the combined fleets of
England and France occupy what the Czar has
stated he regards as a Russian lake. The object of
this step has been openly avowed by France and
England to the Russian court, to be nothing less or
more than to keep the Russian ships within their
own ports, and to prevent another disaster such as
that which occurred at Sinope. Russia has already
stated that she would regard such a movement as a
declaration of war, as an active interference in the
hostilities which are at this moment existing between
that power and Turkey ; and we must own that we
eannot ses how any other construction can be placed
upon it. If two states are at open war with each
other, it is impossible to make a distinction between
operations by land and operations by sea. And if
other states take part in the latter, it would follow
that they are immediately implicated as partisans in
the common hostilities. It remains yet to be seen
what reply the Emperor of Russia will return to the
notification of France and England thus mada ; but
both in Paris and in London it is fully expected tnat
the Ambassadors of Russia will be withdrawn and
open rupture proclaimed. If there remained any
doubt of these consequences following from that
cause, there seems to be none with respect to the
treatment which the note sent by the tour powers
from Vienna will receive at the hand of the Russian
Government.

If, then, war be inevitable, the first and most im-
portant question to this neighborhood is. the effect
which is likely to be produced upon tho commerce
of the country. It would be a great error to judge
of the present times by the past. The impression
which the experience of half a century ago has left
upon men's minds as to the effect of a war upon the
trade of the country, would be a very imperfect cri-
terion of what is to be expected now. At that lime
a continental war was synonymous with the closing
of the continental trade. At that time our ships
could not sail to any part of the world except in
fleets under convoy. It is true that these circum-
stances were as much the result of the character of
the war as of the existence of the war itself. But
in both these respects, a war now undertaken by
England and France against Russia will differ wide-
ly as possible from those which affected the war
fifty years ago. All the rest of Europe is now with
us. The United States must sympathise if not co-

operate with us in tne struggle against Russia. The
Black Sea and the Baltic will be the only portions
of the ocean where our ships may not, during such
a war, pass with as little interruption as they do now.
In the Black Sea, even, the only port which Russia
could hold for a week after the commencement of
hostilities will be that of Sebastopol, where no trade
whatever is carried dh. Odessa, on the contrary, the
great trading port, would be in possession of the
combined fleets on our first approach. We shall have
as free an ingress and egress for our merchant ships
as at present. In the Baltic we shall have equal ac-

cess, as at present, to every port except those of Rus-
sia, which will be effectually blockaded. Whatever
naval force, therefore, Russia can muster, will be as
much confined to her own ports as if they formed a
part of her terra-firm- a. Beyond the blockading lines
in front of Sebastopol, in tbe Black Sea, and on the
Russian coast in the Baltic, English ships may trade
as freely as they do now. So far, then, the only
rortion of our commerce that can possibly be affect-
ed will be that with Russia.

But even with Russia, in the event of war, it will
be difficult, if not .impossible, to impede any part of
our trade. The seaports may be closed ; but tbe en-

ormous land frontier will be open. Already the high
tariff of Russia causes a large share of the British
manufactures consumed in that country to be smug- -

gled across the land frontier from Geimany. Any
further impedement thrown in the way of trade, by
the blockade of tin seaports, will only increase that
channel of supply. No doubt the oost may be in-

creased, and the demand may be correspondingly di-

minished ; but those will be evils which will chiefly
fall upon the subjects of Russia. Again, so far as
regards the supply of the raw produce which we re
quire from Russia ; in the first place OJessa will be
open to us. But, even independent of that, we havo
little fear that the produce of Russia will not find its
way across the land frontier into the neighboring
provinces ; and that by means of canal and river na-

vigation, and by aid of the cheap continental rail-
ways, it will reach our shores in nearly the ordinary
quantities.

Still, so tar as regards the great trading interests
of the country, no war could be undertaken which
could possibly interfere so little with them. Our
great American trade, north and south, our colonial
trade throughout the wcild, our Australian, Indian,
and China trade, and even our trade with the whole
continent of Europe that of Russia only partially ei.
cepted. may go on exactly as heretofore, without
the slightest impediment and without the slightest in-

creased risk ; while every port belonging to Russia
will be hermetically sealed, and every ship sbo pos-

sesses within them. No doubt Russia may grant let-

ters of marque, but it will be difficult. to find those
who will be daring enough to make use of them un-

der the circumstances we have described.
On the whole, therefore, while we deeply deplore

the stern necessity, which appears to have come up-

on us at last, that we must take up our arms in earn-es- t

in defence of rights common to the whole of Eu-

rope, we are yet satisfied that we have comparatively
little to apprehend that will be injurious to our trade
in comparison with the importance of such an event.

fieayThe London Daily News comments upon the
decline of drunkenness in the higher classes in Eng-

land, believing it to be especially true, with regard
to this vice, that in changes of society the prevalent
vices go out at the lower end :

Public Sentiment In England.
Tbe last number of ; Blackwood's Magazine " con

tains a manly article on the Oriental question. It is,
vre presume, from the pen of Alison, who, tory as he
is, has, at least, like most of his party, a high Eng-
lish heart. As a revelation of the opinions, held by
a large body of the British people, it is worthy of
particular notice at this time. We call attention to
it, for an additional reason. It takes substantially
the same view of the Russian aggression; which the
Bulletin has, from the first; indeed, if the arguments
and sentiments had appeared in Blackwood original-
ly, we might have been liable to a charge of plagiari-
sm. The belief is inculcated, for example, in the
article in question, that, if England had acted with
vigor in the beginning, the Czar would never have

succumb. At present, it is too late for the Czar to
retreat, at least with honor j and war appears Inevi-
table.

The article in question is very severe on Aber-
deen, and even speaks boldly out against Prince
Albert, though without mentioning the latter name.
It tells the latter emphatically, that, if he is willing
to see Turkey dismembered, as Poland was, the
English people are not. " They, at all events," it
says, Mare not disposed to sit by as idle spectators,
while Russia is extending her frontier towards the
coveted Dardanelles." It adds sienifcantly, " They
will ask. and that as soon as the shrinking and irreso-
lute ministry are compelled to face Parliament,-wh-y

it was that a British fleet was sent to the waters of
the BosphorusT--wa- s it to support Turkey 1 and, if
so, what support was given ? It argues, with a con-
vincing array of facts, that, from the day Russia
seized the Danubian Principalities, negotiations ought
to have ceased, and active war begun, for that every
hour since then has been lost to the allies, while it
has been so much gained to Russia. Finally, " Black-
wood" things that the ambition of the Czar has en-
larged with the apalhy of the Western Powers, and
that he now perhaps secretly fixed his eye on the
total subjugation of Turkey, partly trusting to sow
dissensions between England and France, and partly
hoping in the good offices of Aberdeen and Prinoo
Albert. As for Austria, Blackwood '' regards it
merely as the tool of Nicholas, and predicts that it
will, in the end, openly take 6ides with Russia.

" An article of l his character, appearing in any
British newspaper, unless, perhaps, we except the
" Times," would be far less significant. Even the
"Times," though influential from its circulation, has
less weight, in itself, than " Blackwood," because it
is not free from imputations of venality, while the
latter is.
