Counditlon of Mexico.

The resent unsuccessful foray of Santa Anna in|
southern Mexico.demonstrates the incapability of that
really asionishing individual 1o cope with the turbu-
lent elements now in commotion against him: and
indicates furthermore a condition of affairs fatal to
the integrity of the Mexican republic as new con-
stitnted, should any extraneous force be brought to
act in combination with that now arrayed i oppo-
sition to his government, The attempt made by him

to suppress the revolutionary movements in the South, |

has proved, we are satisfied, from an attentive peruasal
of his own statements. entirely unsuccessful, and has
ot cnly greatly damaged the prestige. which in spite
of so many past mishaps and not a few serious offen-
ces stiil attached to the fortunes of this wonderful
soldier, but must also lead others to imitate the suc-
cessful rebellion of Alvarez and his followers. The
pecuniary strength which the acceptance of the Gads-
den treaty will impart to his cause at this peculiar
juncture. cannot be over-estimated in a country where
the integrity of public men is too often a marketable
commodity, and military service and fidelity are at
the command of the best paymasters for the time be-
ing. That he will accept the treaty as it stands we
hiave not a particule of doubt ; indeed his necessities
leave Lim bnt little option, and we only the more re-
eret from this circumstance the action of the Senate in
striking out from it those portions which provided

claims of the citizens of both Republies against the

respective governments. So long as these claims are

permitted to continue open. it is not in the nature of

thinga that harmony or good feeling can exist, or that

the extendrd and defenceless territory of Mexico, wiil

remain free from invasion and oecupation. The fail-

ure of Walker and his followers at Sonora to make

good their position, and the vigilant and honorable

activity displayed by our authorities at San Francis-

¢o in the suppression of military preparations for the

invasion of the territory of our weak and distracted
neighbor, ought no: to be regarded as decisive and

final discouragements of such unauthorized and im- |
proper undertakings, but on the contrary ought to

admonish Mexico herself of the peril of retaining

nominal sovereignty over immense possessions, to

which in the hour of danger, ghe can neither extend

assistance or protection.

Santa Anuna, who is an enlightened man and a sub-
tle statesman must see the advantages, and admit the
necessity of lopping off from Mexico muach of the
‘erritory now lying within herrecognized limits on the
Pacific, so as to enable his country, while consolida- |
ling its resources, to turn to permanent proiitable ac-
count the liberal indemnification the Government of
the U'nited States will willingly make for extension
of her teritonal limits on the Pacific.  Should, on the
contrary. Mexico persisis,in retaining her nominal
hold upon ternitory absolutely beyond her power or
control, and the claims of her own citizens as well as
those of citizens of these States, remain unsettled, it
must be apparcnt to every one, that she but invites
invasion, 1f not sufficient to overthrow Ler suprema-
cy or defeat her armies, al least, sufficiently formida-
ble 1o distract her attention, disturb her tianquility
and exhaust her resources

Mexico much curtailed in exteut, would be in every
sense of the term a wmore imposing nation, hecause
in parting with that which is now a burden and an
imeumbrance, for a liberal equivalent, such ameliora-
tions might be wmade, in her political system, as are
imperionsly demanded, to prevent her falling to pie-
ces, or into uretrievable anarchy, and the construe-
tion of such works of internal improvement as are
demanded for the development of her inexhaustible
resources and the union and strength of her people
promoted. The construction of a raiiroad from Vera
Cruz to the Pacific would add more to the real
strength of Mexico than can the retentior of mil-
lions of acres of useless territory which her people
can neither cullivate or protect : yet neither a work
of that description nor any other requiring capital
can be undertaken in Mexico at this time because of
the deplorable condition of her finances, and the ut-
ter prostration of her credit.

If Santa Anna is not competent to achieve the re-

task in vain unless ke has domestic quiet and ample
means, @nd neither of these will exist unless all
causes of discontent and dissatisfaction between the
citizens of the two republics are removed, and mu-
