Tle CubaW Press on American Affairs.
The Diario of May 24, publishes an article of four

columns in relation to Mr. Thrasher's pampplet on the
Cuban Question, as reproduced by, the Washington
Union, and the comments of tbe latter journal upon
the same. The article opens with sortie of the cus-

tomary insulting observation respecting the United
States, which it accuses of being over anxious about
national honor, at a moment when the attention of
the European Powers is engaged elsewBere. It then
goes to hint, very broadly, the probable embanasi-men- t

of American cotton growers, and threatens the
action of privateers upon our commerce in case of
war with Spain.

con and Lamartine, in 1851, it dcolares that the Go-

vernment of the United States would be .unworthy
of the name had she allowed the outrage, alleged by
Mr. Thrasher, to pass unredressed. These vessels,
it asserts, were fired upon because they failed to
show their colors, as repeatedly requested to do by
Spanish vessels of war. Their hesitating to do so is
styled provocatinn, and the evidence of a desired
cause of complaint. The detention of the Ohio at
Havana, in 1852, is referred to an infringement of
tbe sanatory laws, and justified. The boarding and
the detention of the Manchester, in the same ye?r,
is explained by the fact that the ship in question
was found among the keys, along the Cuban coast,
without a valid reason for her having so altered her
destination, and that the Spanish cruisers would have
been direct of their duty, bad they failed to arrest
and register the suspicious vessel.

papeis. The arrest of three American sailors, sus-
pected of being engaged in the slave traffic, is declar-
ed to have been proper and they were released when
their innocence had been made apparent. The siez-ur- e,

imprisonment, and expulsion of various Ameri-
can citizens, in 1850, '51 and '53, arc justified upon
the charges of oonspiring with the l,fillibustero8,,
distributing incendiary publications, and one in par-
ticular, for disorderly and vicious conduct, which
caused his own family to request his removal.

The Diario proceeds to criticise the note of Mr.
Soule to the Spanish Government, and by an algebra-
ic calculation more arbitrary than sensible, reduces
the outrage inflicted on the U. States, by Spain, to
nothing. The cases of the Spanish brigantine San
Jose, at Baltimore, in September last, is then dilated
upon as a set-o- ff to the complaints of Mr. Soule. In
summing up, this heavy article intimates that if the
inoffensive and pacific Republic has shown all lha pa-
tience of Job and the continence of Joseph, if it has
for so many years borne the insults it enumerates
through its Ambassador. The present reclamations
of our government are treated as a sudden display of
sensitiveness, and the article ends with a mysterious
threat, couched in a quotation which recoils upon
the writer : fortuna nimiuw quern fovet stultum fa-ci- t.

SpnuUU Troops for Cuba.
In speaking of the re inforccments about to be

sent to Cuba, which it is said, will raise the strength
of the army in that island to nearly 30,000 men, the
Paris correspondent of the London Times says :

1 am far lrom overrating the value of Spanish
troops, having seen enough of them, both in the field
and in quarters, to estimate them at what they are
worth, and I do not believe that they would cope, oi
anything like equal termswith English or French
armies, nor do I think the would have much chance
in the long run against the but well
armed, utterly fearless, intelligent, self relying volun-
teers with whom ike United States are wont to operate
when at war with their Spanish-America- n neighbors '''

He thinks, however, that the Spaniards, in case of
invasion, wiil make a stout defence, especially in the
forts, that they would then free the servile, popula-
tion, and also annoy our commerce greatly with pri-
vateers. He thinks how?ver that the Americans
would finally attain their object unlets Spain found
aid from allies more powtrful than herself. In ano-
ther letter the same writer mentions that Louis Na-
poleon has given assurances to a foreign Minister
(believed to be the Spanish Minister to this country)
that Spain bad nothing to fear about Cuba. Wc
agree with the Baltimore American, that if Louis
Napoleon has made any such foolish threat, he has
adopted a course which will rather increase than di-

minish any disposition which may exist to this coun-
try tor a fight with Spain.

The Liverpool Northern Times, in an article on the
same subject, expresses the opinion that Spain is
absurd in hazarding a war with the United States,
which it says is tbe Czardom of civilization it exhi-
bits the very perfection of human power; its re-
sources are illimitable; its debt little more than im-

aginary, and the burdens of its people are absolute-
ly ideal." It informs us also of a fact which is
equally new and gratifying to us that the States
have at present a volunteer army, numbering1 85.000
men, for the most part Irishmen, well drilled, armed
to the teeth, and actually ready to take the field.
The Times says that the Americans will annihilate
'ne Spanish soldiers, and if the negroes are armed.will
slaughter them by the wholesale.

lanu wuuiu uave nine or no interest, in sucn a war,
and says :

"As for receiving from Spain the sovereignty of an
island which it has not tho power to hold, and there-
fore cannot have the right to iransfer, as an acquit-
tance for the enormous debt Spain owes to England,
is perfectly nonsensical. If we took Cuba from Soain
on such terms, the English Government would be
compelled to take upon itself tbe debt due by Spain
to its English creditors, for which we would get a
country inhabited by a slave population, who would
become freemen under our flag, but who would be
totally unable of providing for themselves, and who
cannot speak our language. With such a population
what could England do with Cuba ? To us she would
be perfectly worthless. Whu then is this not ovenlv
stated to the American Government, in order to arrest
that current of ill-feeli- which has grown out of the
siuy taea mat England wishes to possess herself of the
island of Cuba ? If the people of the United States
were convinced that England had no design whatever
on that island, and that it would be very questiona-
ble policy on her part to accept tbe sovereignty of
that country as a gift, the American Government might
be disposed to sanction the friendly intervention of
England at this unhappy junction. The fast and
loose part we have been playing with the United
States on this subject, has been productive of much
ill-feeli- ng towards us in America ; and it is high time
that the Cabinets of Washington and St, James should
understand eah other on the subject."

The anniversary of the New England Anti-slaver- y

Convention held in Boston, during the Anthony Burns
excitement, give birth to many brave words from the
paper-tiger- s there congregated. Blood and thunder,
fire and murder, were familiar words with the speak-
ers, all of whom however united in testifying that
they were all a pack of cowards ; and in wishing for
some desperate men to do the deed, 'which they
longed to sec enacted, but had not the piuck to exe-
cute themselves. The following appears in a sketch
of the first day's proceedings :

Rev. Mr. Foss, (of Foss & Fogg memory,) led off
in abuse of the authorities for calling out the military.

Mr". Blackwell followed. He thought it was the
duty of the people of Boston to rescue the man
Burns peaceably if they can, forcibly if they must !

He hoped he would live to see the day when a man
like Suttle coming here for the purpose which he
does will never return ulive to the soil where he
was born, tobpastover tho degeneracy of the children
pf the Puritans.

Rev. Mr. Griswohl, of Connecticut, one of the
3000 signers of the protest against the passage of the
Nebraska bill, also spoke. He alluded to the scene
now transpiring in the city, terming it but the

of the end ; and counselled those who felt
ready so to do, to arm, themselves, to encompass Bos-

ton Court House, and prevent the negro Burns from
being conveyed away to slavery; and use the raueket
if necessary. He could do so himself, however,
though were he to act from the feelings of his heart
in place of his judgment, as he stood in front of that
Court House to day, he would have armed himself
wilh a c jt, revolver. Hi8 add ross was mainly de
voted to the tenets of Christianity.

A man in the Hall inquired if Christianity would
rescue Burns.

Mr. Griswold could not say, hut was inclined to
think not.

The reverend gentleman's religious oode is like
that of a frightened person at sea in a storm, who,
wishing to see the sailors --more prompt in taking in
sail, advised the captain to "cuss 'em a little."

Mr. Prince, of Essex, said there was anti-slaver- y

excitement enough in Massachusetts; what was want-
ed was men. It was idle, however, for men to resist
the bayonets of the U. S. marines. Of course it is.
Bayonets hurt people. He alluded to the adminis-
tration, calling Caleb dishing as cold-bloode- d as a
fish. Applause. To meet such men as this a se-
cret organization was wasted, similar to the Know
Nothings Applause. He saw at present, however,
no hope for the rescue of Burns. Alluding to the
death of Batchelder, he was bold to say that he would
have been glad had the TJ. S. Marshal and V. S.
District Attorney been killed also. The ardent brave-
ry of the people of Boston, w!ich he was led to ex-
pect, had faded out; but from the secret organization
which he hoped would be formed, might be raised
two or three hundred resolute men, who would rescue
the fugitive. He considered the colored men the
bravest part of tho population of Massachusetts.
