Treaty between ihe United States of America nd
tue Mexican republic, concluded at the city of
Mexico, December 30. 153.
In the name of Almighty God !

The republic of Mexico and the United States of
America, desiring to remove every cause of disagree-
ment which might interfere in any manner with the
better friendship and intercourse between the two
countries, and especially in respect to the true limits
which should be established, when, notwithstanding
what was covenanted in the treaty to Guadaloupe Hi-daJjr- o,

in the year 1848, opposite interpretations, have
been urged, which might give occasion to questions
of serious moment : To avoid these, and to strength-
en and more firmly maintain the pence which happi-
ly prevails between the two republics, the President
of the United States has, for ibis purpose, appoint-
ed James Gadsden envoy extraordinary and minister
plenipotentiary of the same near the Mexican Gov-

ernment, and the President of Mexico has appointed
as plenipotentiary "ad hoc'''' his excellency Don
Manuel Diez de Bonilla, cavalier grand cross of tbe
national and distinguished order of Guadalupe, and
secretary of state and of the office of foreign rela-
tions, and Don Jose Salazar Yilarregoi, and General
Mariano Monterde, as scientific commissioners, in-

vested with full powers for this negoiiation, who
having communicated their respective full powers,
and finding them in due and proper form, have
agreed upon the articles following:

ARTICLE I.

The Mexican republic agrees to designate the fol-

lowing as her true limits with the United States for
the future : retaining the same dividing line between
the two Californias as already denned and established
according to the 5th article of the treaty of Guada-
lupe Hidalgo, the limits between the two republics
shall be as follows :

Beginning in the Gulf cf Mexico, three leagues
from land, opposite tbe mouth of the Rio Giande, as
provided in the 5th article of the trealy of Guada-
loupe Hidalgo ; thence, as defined in the said article,
up the middle of that river to the point where the
parallel of 31 deg. 47 min. north latitude crosses the
same ; thence due west one hundred miles ; thence
south to the parallel of 31 deg. 20 min. north lati-
tude ; thence along the said parallel of 31 deg. 20
min. to ihe llllh meridian of longitude west of Green-
wich ; thence in a straight line to a point on the Col-- 1

orado river, twenty English miles below the junction
of the Gila and Colorado rivers ; thence up ihe mid-
dle of the said river Colorado, until it intersects the
present line between the United States and Mex

in like manner to procure, by every possible method,
the adjustment of every difference; and should they
still in tbe manner not succeed, never will they pro-
ceed to a declaration uf war without hating previ-
ously paid attention to what has been set forth in ar--;
tide twenty-on- e of the treaty of Gaudaloupe for simi-
lar cases, which article, as well as the twenty-secon- d

is here reaffirmed.
ARTICLE VIII.

The Mexican Government, having, on the 5th of
February 1853, authorized the early construction of
a plank and railroad across the isthmus of Teh uan te-

pee, and to secure the stable benefits of said transit-wa- y

to the persons aud merchandise of the citixens
of Mexico and the United States.it is stipulated that
neither government will interpose any obstacle to
the transit of persons and merchandise of . both na-
tions ; and at no time shall higher charges be made
on the trasit of persons and property ofcitizens of the U.
States than may be made on the persons and proper
ty of other foreign nations ; nor shall any interest
in said transit-wa- y nor in the proceeds thereof, be
transferred to any foreign government. '

The United State, by its agents, shall have the
right to transport across tbe Isthmus, in closed bags,
the mails of the United States, not intended for dis--
tribution along the line of communication ; also the
effects of the United States Government and citizens,
which may be intended for transit and not for distri-
bution on the Isthmus, free of custom-hous- e, or other
charges by the Mexican government. Neither pass-
ports nor letters of security will be required of per-so- ns

crossing the Isthmus, and not remaining in the
country.

When the constructson of the railroad shall be
completed, the Mexican government agrees to open
a port of entry, in addition to the port of Vera Cruz,
at or near tbe terminus of said road on the Gulf of
Mexico.

The two governments will enter into arrangements
for the prompt transit of troops and munitions of the
United States, which that government' may bate
occasion to send from one part of its territory to an-
other, lying on opposi e sides of tho continent.

The Mexican Government, having agreed to pro-
tect with its whole power the prosecution, preserva-
tion and security of the work, the United States may
extend its protection, as it shall judge wise to it when
it may feel sanctioned and warranted by the public or
international law.

ARTICLE rx.
This treaty shall be ratified, and tbe respective rat

ifications shall be exchanged at the city of Washing-
ton within the exact, period of six months from the

For the performance of this portion of the treaty,

each of the two governments shall nominate one
commissioner, to the end that, by common consent,
the two thus nominated, having met in the city of
Paso del Norte three months after the exchange of
the ratifications of this treaty, may proceed to sur-

vey and mark out upon the land tho dividing line stip-
ulated by this article, where it shall not have alrea-
dy been surveyed and established by the mixed com-

mission, according to the treaty of Guadaloupe, keep-
ing a journal and making proper plana of their ope-
rations. For this purpose, if they should judge it
necessary, the contracting parties 6hall be at liberty
each to unite to its respective commissioner scientific
or other assistants, such as astronomers and survey-
ors, whose concurrence shall not be considered ne-

cessary for the settlement and ratification of a true
line of division between the two republics. That
line shall be alone established upon which the com-
missioners may fix, their consent, in this particular,
being considered decisive, and an integral part of
this treaty, without necessity of ulterior ratification
or approval, and without room for interpretation of
any kind by either of the parties contracting The
dividing line thus established shall in all time be
faithfully respected by the two governments without
any variation Uierein, unless of the express and free
consent of the two, given in conformity to the prin-
ciples of the law of nations and in accordance with
the constitution of each country respectively.

In consequence, the stipulation in the 5th article
of the treaty of Guadaloupe, upon the boundary line
therein described, is no longer of any force wherein
it may conflict with that here established, the said
line being considered annulled and abolished wher-
ever it may not coincide with the present, and in the
same manner remaining in full force where in accord
ance with the same.

ARTICLE II.
i he government of Mexico hereby releases the

United States from all liability on account of the ob
ligations contained in the eleventh article of the trea
ty of Guadaloupe Hidalgo, and the said article, and
the thirty-thir- d article of the treaty of amity, com
merce, and navigation between the United States of
America and the United Mexican States, concluded
at Mexico on the fifth day of April, 1831, are here
by abrogated.

ARTICLE III.
In consideration of the foregoing stipulations, the

government of the United States agree to pay to the
government of Mexico, in the city of New York, the
sum ot ten millions of dollars, of which seven mil
lion shall be paid immediately upon the exchange of
the raiifications of this treaty, and the remaining
three millions as soon as the boundary line shall be
surveyed, marked, and established.

ARTICLE IV.
The provisions of the sixth and seventh articles of

the treaty ot Guadaloupe Hidalgo having been ren
dered nugatory for the most part by the cession of
territory granted in the first article of this treaty,
the said articles are hereby abrogated and annulled.
and the provisions as herein expressed substituted
therefor- - The vessels and citizens of the United
States shall in all time have free and uninterrupted
passage through the Gulf of California, to and, from
xl " i l it r A,ineir possessions suuareu norin oi me oounaary jjne
of the two countries ; it being understood that this
passage is to be by navigating the Gulf of California
and the river Colorado, and not by land without the
express consent ol the Mexican government, and
precisely me same provisions, stipulations, ana re
strictions, in all tespects, are hereby agreed upon and
adopted, and snail be scrupulously observed and en- -

lorceu oy me two contracting governments, in reler
ence to the Rio Colorado, so far and for so much dis-
tance as the middle of that river is made their com-
mon boundary line by the first article of this trealy.

The several provisions, stipulations, and restric-
tions, contained in the 7th article of the
treaty of Gauda'oupe Hidalgo, shall remain in force
only so far as regards the Rio Bravo del Norte, below
the initials of the said boundary provided in ihe first
article of this treaty that is to say, below the inter-
section of tbe 31 deg. 47 min. 30 sec. parallel of lat-
itude with the boundary line established by the late
treaty, dividing said river from its mouth upwards,
according to the 5th article of the treaty of Gauda-loup- e.

ARTICLE v. .
All the provisions of eighth and ninth, sixteenth

and seventeenth articles of the treaty of Gaudaloupe
Hidalgo shall apply to the territory ceded lotheMex
ico,n republic in the first article of the present treaty,
and to all the rights of pprsons and property, both
civil and ecclesiastical, within tbe same, as fully and
effectually as if the said articles were herein again
recited and set forth.

ARTICLE VI.
No grants of lan j within territory ceded by the 1st

article c,f this treaty, bearing date subsequent to the
twenty-fift- h day of September, when the ministerand
subscriber to this treaty, on the part of the United
States, proposed to the government of Mexico to ter
minate the question of boundary, will be conside-
red valid, or be recognised by the United States, or
will any grants made previously be respected, or be
considered as obligatory, which have not been loca
ted and duly recorded in the archives of Mexico.

ARTICLE VII.
Should there at any future period (which God for- -

i. .auiu) occur any uisagreements between ine two na
tions, which might lead to a rupture of their rela
tions and reciprocal peace, they bind themselvQi

date of its signature, or sooner if possible.
In testimony whereof, we, the plenipotentiaries of

the contracting parties, have hereunto affixed our
hands and seals, at Mexico, tbe thirtieth (30th day
of December, in the year of our Lord ono thousand
eight hundred and fifty-thre- e, in the thirty-thir- d year
of the independence of the Mexican republic, and the
seventy-eight- h of that of the United States.

Kansas and Slavery.
A St. Louis correspondent cf the New York Her

ald has written a carefully prepared statement of the
geography, geology, products, and boundaries of Ne-
braska and Kansas, which appears in the Herald of
the 17th inst. It is too lone for republication, or we
would present it to our readers. From that letter we
make the following extract, which refers to the pros-
pect of the introduction of slavery into Kansas: '

" Prior to the present session of Congress, Col.
Benton undertook to declare the Western territory
open to settlement, in the teeth of Indian treaties,
and direct controvention or the intercourse act of
1834; and he urged the northern people to enter up-
on, and cultivate it at once. Many persons broke up
their business, sacrificed their property, and foolishly
made the attempt; but they were met at the thresh-
old by the Indian agents, and forbidden to set foot
upon it without a regular license, to carry on a bona
fide trade with the Indians. This they could not
procure, and their movements were checked. The
colonel's sincerity has been since fairly tested. He
was anxious for its occupation, so long as a doubt of
the right to occupy existed, because he knew that
under 6uch circumstances slaveholders could not re-
move there and have any protection to their proper-
ty ; but as soon as the proposition was made to or-
ganize Kansas and Nebraska, and leave the emigrants
to decide the question of slavery for themselves, the
colonel shifted his position, and we hear no more from
hirr. about the importance of an immediate settle-
ment. But if bis zeal has abated, the zeal of the pi-

oneers has not. They are pouring into Kansas, by
the thousand, from Missouri and Arkansas, and into
Nebraska by the thousand from Iowa and Wisconsin.

'll see that Horace Greely and other Abolitionists
are attempting to raise a fund to colonize Kansas with
abolition propagandists and kidnappers. This may
be fun for Horace and others of the leaders of the
disunionists; but lean assure him and them, that ii
persisted in, it will be death to the innocent and mis-
guided fools who are to be sent there.

Kansas will be a slave State in
spite of the efforts of these incendiaries, and I advise
only such of them as come with arms in their hands
and hearts to wield them, to enter into this unholy
crusade. Ere this reaches you, there will be more
resolute men in Kansas determined to crush aboli-
tionism and freesoilism than can be mustered by
Greely and his gang in a twelvemonth to come. It is
to be hoped that the Indian titles along the border
