Correspondence of the Bfetrs.
Charlotte, (N. C.) July 5, 1854.

Messrs. Editors : Yesterday a vast Railroad
Convention assembled in this city. Old Mecklen-
burg, of which Charlotte is the capital, is famous
for Conventions and declarations. Of her own ac-
cord, and without waiting for the rest of the world,
she met, in old times, and issued her declaration of
independence ! Well, she is doing the same thing
again. Independence is still her cry not exactly a
hostile cry but one of commercial independence.'
The Old North State has awoke, is full of energy
fully alive aho to all her interests. And she will
protect and foster them, whatever may be the results
to other States. Her own seaports she is determined
to build up especially Wilmington and Beaufort.
To this end a master stroke of policy is aimed at in
her present Convention. Its object is no less than
the construction of a railroad from this point, in each
direction, connecting Jonesboro in Tennessee, with
Wilmington ! The principal object of this is, to con-

vey all the trade of the Western part of this State and
as much of that from Tennessee as possible, to her own
seaport.

By a glance at the map, you will see that the road
will pass Sonthward through Anson, Richmond.
Robeson and others of the best counties in the State.
Abundant capital can be raised for its completion,
without either State aid or foreign fu.ids. The Con-
vention is large, able and enthusiastic, and there
seems to be no doubt of the completion of the lower

" Dr. , seems to feel that there is some
kind of desecration of our soil in permitting a fugi-
tive slave to be arrested upon and removed from it.
He speaks of our soil'being trampled by those whose
attempts to reclaim their fugitive servants are con-
ducted in a manner to wound our sensibilities and
provoke our passions ;' and he says that we must
proceed to rescue our soils' from being so trampled.

" Undoubtly our soil is consecrated to freedom.
But is it consecrated to freedom for all men ? What
consecrates it to freedom at all ? Is it not so con-

secrated by the law 1 And is it not so consecrated
just so far as the law has impressed that character
upon it, and no further l We presume that this will

have created avast interchange of the products, both
of agriculture and of manufacturing industry, which
no section of the great republic can now afford to
forego, or to see diminished. The importance of
maintaining the condition of mutual dependance be-

tween the various States is becoming day by day
more acknowledged. The manufacturing and West-
ern States especially feel the advantages afforded to
domestic industry by an increasing crop of the raw
material, cotton, and the sources of national wealth,
in the shape of exports, which the produce of the
Southern States provides, whilst the latter, from tar-
iff reduction?, and the great advance made in domes-
tic manufactuies of every description, have ceased to
feel that they ave taxed for the exclusive benefit of
the other States of the Union. These considerations
induce us to believe, and indeed to hope, that the

be admitted by all. The soil of Massachusetts is not
consecrated to freedom by the general sentiment or
feelings of its inhabitants ; it is consecrated to free-

dom by the laws which they have ordained for its
government, and just so far as those laws determine
the condition of those who are on it. But when we
are looking for the laws which determine the condi-
tion of persons upon our soil, it L obviously just as
necessary to look to the Constitution of the United
States as it is to look to the Constitution of the Slate.
The Federal Constitution is just as much the law of
Massachusetts as its own Constitution ; it was enac-
ted by the same authority, (so far as we are concern-
ed,) and not an individual can hold any important
office under the latter without swearing to support
the former. Moreover the Constitution of the Uni-

ted States, so far as it speaks upon this matter of the
condition of persons found on our soil, as well as up-

on all other matters embraced in it, is paramount to
all laws. It is impossible for .the State to make a
law which shall consecrate its soil to the freedom of
men who are made by the Constitution of he United
States incapable of acquiring freedom by coming
within our jurisdiction. In the same manner it would
be impossible for us to make a law consecrating the
soil of the State to the freedom of men whom tho
General Government has stipulated by treaty to de-

liver up to a foreign nation.
" The proposition is not true, therefore, that our

soil is consecrated to the freedom of all men. There
are certain men who are expected from this advan-
tage by the operation of the fundamental and para-
mount law of the country, which determines the
character of our soils as to them ; and while this re-

mains so there can be no desecration of our soils by
removing those persons from it.

Essex County Agricultural Society once said :

" Every farmer knows how eagerly cattle devour
the entire plant of the Indian corn in its green state;
and land in good condition will produce heavy crops
of it. Some years ago, just when the ears were in
the milk, I cut close to the ground the plants grow-
ing on a measured space, equal as I judged, to the
average product of the whole piece ; and found that
at the same rate, an acre would yield twelve tons of
green fodder; probably a richer and more nourishing
food than any other known to the husbandman. And
this quantity was tho growth of less than four months.

It has appeared to me that the sort called sweet
corn yields stocks of richer juice than the common
yellow corn. It is also more disposed to multiply
suckers an additional recommendation to it when
planted to be cut in a green state for horses and cat-
tle, and especially for milk cows: and at the time
for planting may be so regulated as to furnish sup-
plies of food just when the pastures usually fail. I
am inclined to doubt whether any other green food
will afford butter of equal quality."

Col. Pickering was wont to speak modestly, when
others regarded him as good authority. Many things
which appeared to him, years ago, as important ag-
ricultural truths, have since proved such, and among
others this of planting corn for green fodder. In
connection with Col. Pickering's remarks that the
time of planting may be so regulated as to furnish
supplies of food just when the pastures fail, we
would inquire inasmuch as corn stalks and leaves,
well cured, are an excellent winter focd for cattle,

Cotton We have heard of no arrivals for the week, and

whether the time of planting could not be regulated
with some reference to the prospective want of the
succeeding winter. We accord most heartily with
the sentiment of an excellent article in a former num-
ber of this paper, by your worthy predecessor, in
which it was shown that the farmer should have the
jreneral plan of the Summer's campaign made out be-

forehand, should study in the winter, lay his plans
for the season, and then carry them out in the sum-
mer. We suppose, bowever, there are exceptions
to be made. The clover on a particular field may
have failed ; or it may have become apparent in time
for sowing corn, that the hay crop is going to be short.
The farmer therefore will find it convenient with re-

gard to certain fields, not to have his mind unaltera-
bly made up till as late as the end of June. To
what extent corn fodder is destined to take the place
of hay we are not certain. That it affords an excel-
lent fall feed for dairy purposes there is no doubt ;
and it is clearly ascertained that it may, on some
farms at least, be profitably grown for winter fodder,

luch of course depends on the character of the
farm ; and something we suppose may depend upon
the season ; we see no. reason why, in case of the
prospect being dark at the end of June for fall and
winter food, the farmer who has land fit for the pur-
pose, should not thrust in a few acres for corn fodder,
when otherwise he would not, to be fed out green in
early autumn or to be cured for winter as the case
may seem to require.

The merchant turns quickly in an emergency. To
a limited extent, very limited we confess, and yet not
so limited as to be unimportant, the farmer for aught
we can see, may do the same. We advise farmers to
look at this matter. Conn. Valley Farmer.

"We must enquire, therefore, and we must do it
calmly and solemnly, whether it is true that our soil
is used as the ground on which 'to assert the immac-
ulate character of slavery,1 or is in danger of being so
used; and whether, by continuing to obey the Con-

stitution, we do in fact become participants in up-
holding the system.' That slavery exists in the!
Southern States Dr. does not deny. He says
expressly that we cannot ignore its existence. He
will probably not deny that it exists there by a Jaw,
or a system of laws over which we have no responsi-

bility. One of the persons subject to those laws
comes here and the master comes to reclaim him.
Does he ask us to admit the immaculate character' of
the institution 1 Does he require anything of us ex-

cept the admission of the fact that by the law of his
own State he is entitled to the services of the person
whom he seeks ?

"But it is always some help to the examination of
a position like this to resort tocases of a similar char-
acter, and we therefore turn to a case to which Dr.

's position ought to be applicable, if it is ap-

plicable to this case. A treaty exists with a foreign
power, by which it is provided that fugitives charged
with certain crimes shall be given up. The foreign
government calls upon us to give up one of its sub-

jects charged with the commission of one of those
crimes in the territory of that government. The law
which makes his act a crime, which defines the evi-

dence and the mode of trial and affixes the punish-
ment, is the law of that country, not of this. Are we
called upon, when we are required to surrender that
person, to admit anything whatever respecting the
justice, reasonableness, er righteousness of that lawl
Is its 'immaculate character' asserted on our soil ?

It is plain that nothing is admitted but the facts that
the law exists, and that tbe individual in question is
the person who is amenable to it."
