The Schuyler Fraud; Important Law Question.
from the New Haven Palladium, July 8.

New York and New Haven Railroad. Some of
the Wall street papers appear to have come rather
hastily to the conclusion that the holders of the fraud-
ulent stock certificates, pleged by the late President
and transfer agent for his individual liabilities, are
entitled to be recognized by the company as stock-
holders, thereby increasing the capital of the compa-
ny from $3,000,000 to $5,000,000.

But the chart? of the company, Sec. 2, provides
"that the capital stock of the comoany shall be $2,-000,0- 00,

with the privilege of increasing the same to
$3,000,000, and to be devided into shares of $100
each to be transferable in such manner and at such
places as the by-la- of said company shall direct.''

Neither the directors nor stockholders even, have
power to increase the number of shares beyond the
prescribed limit. How then can it be claimed that an
agent entrusted with the duty Bimply of attending to
the transfer of shares authorized by the charter, can by
a fraudulent certificate of stock, which has no exis-
tence, thereby effect what the President, Directors and
Company have no power by their charter to do
themselves, or to ratify when done by others?

The charter of this company is a Connect icut char-
ter, and the Supreme Coort of Errors have recently
decided that the corporation cannot be estopped from
denying the validity of a contract made in its name
by the agent of the company, in persuance of a known
public usage, if the contract was one which the char-
ter did not authorize; even though the consideration
for the contract had gone into the Treasury of the
company.

It is understood that the fraudulent certificates of
stock hypothecated by the transfer agent for the lia-
bilities of the firm of which he was a member, being
evidenced only by his pwn signature, were issued in
amounts which ought to have put upon his guard any
man of ordinary prudence. A Stockholder.

Street Preaching Church Hunting.
No one can look through the newspapers of the

country without being struck with the great increase
of crime, chiefly in our largo northern cities. Every
form of crime seems to be on the increase. There is
one, however, that has recently been repeated with
an alarming and a most disgraceful frequency church
burning. Mobs of excited fanatics, incited and led
on by impious vagabond street preachers, have eith-
er burnt or otherwise destroyed many of the sacred
buildings that have been dedicated by Catholics to
tho worship of God. Most of the churches, howev-
er, that have been destroyed, have been destroyed
under cover of the darkness and by unknown per-
sons.

When street-preachin- g, which at best is but a nui-
sance, has become an instrument in the hands of hypo-
crites and rascals to instigate mobs of fools and fa-
natics to breaches of the peace, public disturbances,
and the destruction of churches, it is time that these
street-preacher- s should be arrested in their mad career
and punished with the utmost severity of the law.

The quarrels, broils, and fights between the Pro-
testants and Catholics are on the increase. They
are stimulated by these vagabond street-preacher- s,

who, we are inclined to think, are generally merely
the catspaws of certain political associations, whose
interests it is to keep alive the feuds between the na-
tives and the foreigners, the Protestants and the
Catholics. The sermons of these howling blasphe-
mers do not manifest any of the characteristics of
true religion. They are coarse tirades and bitter in

The palace of
glass, fit emblem of the brief and brittle aristocracy
of the Empire Metropolis, has been prematurely
shattered. Even the illustratious Barnum, greatest
of modern generals, called in to resuscitate its fall-

ing fortunes, could not galvanize the corpse into the
semblance of life. He had been successful with Joyce
Heth ; he had manufactured with his own hands a
more genuine sea serpent than ever floated in the
briny deep ; he had astonished the sagacious cock-
neys of the Empire City with a wooly horse, and
drawn them over by thousands to witness a buffalo
hunt in theElysian fields of Hoboken ; he had made
General Tom Thumb the most popular General since
the days of Napoleon, and had converted himself in
ten years from a nincpenceless Yankee to a New
York millionaire ; he had built for himself an, orien-
tal palace in Connecticut, almost as rapidly as the
Genius of the Eastern tale raised the beautiful struc-
ture for Aladdin, but the Crystal Palace of N. York,
was too much even for this Barnum. The most de
licate strokes of his genius could not ward off its
manifest destiny. In vain he advertised that the
palace would be visited by a brigade of ladies from
New Jersey and Pennsylvania, composed, loo, of
"the first families;" a story which was implicitly
believed by the disciples of Joyce Heth, the sea ser-
pent and the buffaloes. In vain he summoned to his
aid Monsieur Jullien, the great Marshal of the ar-

mies of Music, who, at the head .of four thousand
performers and singers, poured forth such a volume
of sweet and powerful melody as had never before
been heard on the American continent. The Crys-
tal Palace was doomed! The Napoleon of Humbug
has for the first time met his Waterloo. The great
showman has taken down his bills and is off. Bar-

num has resigned. The Crystal Palace is to be clos-
ed, on the 31st of October next, its effects are to be
sold to pay its debts.

From first to last the whole thing has been a con-
temptible humbug, and a source of profound mortifi-
cation to every American, who has the slightest sense
of national dignity and pride. It was never an Amer-
ican Exhibition, in its conception or in its execution.
It was the fruit of the ostentation, the self-concei- t,

and the assurance of that puffed up city of N. York,
which imagines itself not only the whole country,
but the whole world. We recollect well the motto
on the flag of a New York delegation to a political
convention in New York, which was strikingly illus-
trative of the conceit of those nt cock-
neys. This modest motto ran thus : ''New York,
the pulsations of whose mighty heart are tides to the
rest of mankind !" Oh, city of London, hide thy di-

minished head ! It was this gigantic appreciation of
its own merits, and a characteristic love of gambling, J

which led New York to lake upon herself the sole i

business of exhibiting the industry of this nation in I

competition with the Cryst il Palace of England !

Instead of making a National Fair, instead of con-suiti- ng

the other States and cities, so that tho whole
country could erect a structure and establish an ex-

hibition which would do credit to the American name,
New York assumed to act for the whole United
States, and tun up this picayune concern as a repre-
sentation of the national industry. The consequence
is ridicule abroad, shame at home, and the closing of
the whole egregious swindle in debt 125,000. At
the ?ame moment of this lamentable and disgusting
failure, the Crystal Palace of England is renewing
its youth. Substantial as it is beautiful, it is a fair
representative of the solid integrity, as well as ster-
ling good sense, and commercial enterprise of the
British people. It was not gotten up as a specula-lio- n

; it was the work of the British people, and
it is a World's Fair in fact as well as in name.
We might have approached it glories, or at
least, should not have been mortified to death
by such a contrast as is now presented, but for the
self-sufficienc-y of a single city on this continent,
which, but fr the Southern staples that upholl it,
would itself prove but a city of glass, founded on the
sand, and fall at the first storm.

If the failure of the glass baby house in New York
relieves the New Yoikers, in any degree, of their su-

perfluous self-estee- and leads to the establishment
of a United States Exhibition, the bitterexperience of
the past will not be without advantageous fruits.

The New York Herald says of the Crystal Palace:
From its origin to its close, it has been a positive

injury to the country and the city. Before the
pillars were erected, its stock had become a Wall
street fancy, and sold at seventy five per cent
premium. The directors may say what they plcaso
aboui their subscriptions being limited to a certain
number of shares: but the public will always believe
shake off the responsibility of the expectations that
were raised, and which led to such disastrous specu-
lations in building lots ami houses Real estate rose
from twenty-fiv- e to a hundred per cent on the strength
of the expected influx of population. Rows of hous-
es were hurried up in the vicinity of the Palace ; the
builders counting confidently on handsome returns
from ihe investment in consequence of the statements
which emanated from the company. More than half
of these are now vacant, and the owners would be
glad to sell out at a heavy loss The prices of board
and rent were increased throughout the city, and the
cost ofliving largely augmented. All this was in
anticipation of the throng foreseen by the Crystal
Palace Company. When the time came for the open-
ing, the building was not half ready. Exhibitors,
many of whom had come from great distances, and
visiters who had brought their families to see the
tmple of industry sent their money idly at hotels, or
returned home sickened. When the opening day did
come, the ceremonial farce, and the dinner which
followed, completed the measure of contempt into
which the concern fell. It became a by word and a
laughing stock ; and consequently, when the exhi-
bition closed, it was found iiwlebt to the tune of $125-00- 0.

Everybody who had ever been connected with
it or who had taken its existence into account in fi-

nancial calculations, was a disgusted loser.
We think we said something of the kind about the

palace a year or more ago, and had our patriotism
pietty severly called in question thefore. Time shows
all things, however. Ed. Jour.

Suffolk County Bank. This stock ceased to draw in-

terest on the 1st day of July, 1853.
There is payable in Baltimore of the loan of 1842,

the sum of $50,6000, the interest on which, payable
on the 1st inst, was $1,518. Of the loan of 1846,
$56,500; interest payable 1st inst., $1,C95. Of the
loan of 1847, $709,000, interest payable 1st inst.,
$21,270 And of the loan of 1848, $138,050, inte-
rest payable $4,159,50.
