The Angel Gabriel."
The biography of the "Angel Gabriel baa been

published in New York, from which we make the
following extract of this eccentric character :

The name of this eccentric and peripatetic orator
is McSwish. His father was a native of Scotland,
and was a domestic in the establishment of the Mar-
quis of Huntley. He married a female domestic in
the same household, and with her emigrated to the
Isle of Skye, where this precious " Angel Gabriel "

the fulminator Df unpalatable truths, first opened
his eyes upon a sinful world. His fortunes and wan-
derings have not been utinctured with romance and
tinged with some most disreputable reminiscences.
He was born on the 3d of September, 1809, and is
consequently 45 years of age.

His mother's maiden name was Saunders., and he
was christened Sandy McSwish. He was a very
dull lad, and instead of remaining at school, was ap-
prenticed to a weaver in bis thirteenth year. His
mother having in the meantime become a widow;
she married an itinerant Baptist preacher named Orr,
whence the "Angel" not only derived his present
name, but imbibed his singular notions of handing
his name down to posterity. The family, in course
of time, left the Isle of Skye, and Orr went on a
preaching tour to the Highlands, but finding the
" business" bad, he changed his name as well as his
occupation, and as one Wiggins, he joined an eques-
trian troupe. Sandy, of course, followed in the
footsteps cf his illustrious stepfather, and soon dis-

tinguished himself in his new calling. He shortly
quarreled with the manager, however, joined a com-
pany of acrobats, with whom he travelled over Eng-
land, and finally came to Liverpool.

He hrre fell in love with a wine merchant's daugh-
ter, with whom he eloped to Wales, where they were
married. In Wales he first set up as a preacher of
the Methodist persuasion ; but his hearers soon
growing weary of his discourses, he conceived the
happy idea of setting his sermons to music, and intro-
duced for that purpose a tin horn into the pulpit.
Hence the origin of all our woes ! Having by some
means fallen into disgrace, ho left his Welsh charge
under cover of night, leaving a few debts behind, and
taking in exchange a pewter tankard, which had
been employed in the church sacraments, and with his
trumpet he commenced his wandering.

Embarking as a cook on board a Bristol vessel, he
first landed at Jamaica, in the West Indies, where he
resumed his functions of " stated preaching." But
as the Baptist denomination was here more populous
and numerous than his former sect, he left the Meth-
odist, and come out a deeply immersed Baptist. He
left Jamaica, and next started a dancing school in a
small village, during which he first heard of the
flourishing Mormon settlement at Nauvoo, in Illi-
nois, and immediately determined to push his for-
tunes in that direction. He arrived in Philadelphia
just at the period of the native American excitement
there, and concealing his origin and antecedents, and
being a dashing, spirited fellow, he was soon an ac-
knowledged leader, finally becoming the editor of a
nativist paper. He gave up all idea of following Joe
Smith, as the harvest here was already ripe for the
reaper. He came to New York, had just money
enough to purchase a brass horn, which he has con-
tinued to blow until his name has filled the earth.

The particulars of strange biography related
by one who was born in the same town with the
' Angel Gabriel,' and he is quite as much astonished
at his success and notoriety as any one. Ho always
wears his trumpet, frequently rides on the tops of
omnibusses. and blows for the amusement of drivers.

House of Representatives1July 12, 1854
To the Editor of the Union :

Sir : I regret extremely that I am under the ne-

cessity of asking you to give place to a matter that
cannot be of interest to many persons outside of the
State of North Carolina. I do so, however, not only
because the letter to which it is a reply does great
injustice tooneof my constituents, but is also intend-
ed to have an effect on the coming election in our
State. The period of that election is so near at hand,
that I fear that if I were to send this note to one of
the papers in the State it might not be published in
time to reach all parts of it prior to the election.
For a long while past my friends and I have been as-

sailed with an industry and violence equalled only
by the malice and mendacity of the charges made.
What gives particular virulence to the assaults of my
enemies at this time is the consciousness, on their
part, that an overwhelming defeat is staring them it
the lace, and hence their rage and mortification peem
unbounded.

The letter which I propose to refute appears in
the Fayetteville Observer of the 10th instant, in an
article the material portion of which is as follows :

"Perhaps the mendacity of Edney has already
been made sufficiently apparent by his own testi-
mony. But the following letter, from the Secretary
of State under Air. Fillmore, which we received by
this morning's mail, is necessary to expose another
important misstatement contained in the preface to
the pamphlet :

Boston, 27th June, 1854.
Dear Sir :- -I have your favor of the 25th, enclosing

a small pamphlet which contains a letter (purporting
to have been addressed to Mr. Fillmore, when Presi-
dent of the United States,) dated 5th February, 1853,
and signed "B M. Edney." You call my attention
to the prefatory remarks, in which it is stated that
the letter was "considered by him (Mr. Fillmore)
and his cabinet in council," and its statements "found
to be entirely satisfactory;" and you enquire of me
whether any such letter was considered by Mr. Fill-
more nnd his cabinet in council.

The proceedings of the cabinet, you are aware, are
confidential ; but as the letter has been published,
with the prefatory remarks referred to, I deem it pro-
per to state, in reply to your inquiry, that it i in sub-
stance a copy of a letter addressed to President Fill-
more on the 6th of February, 1853, and that it was
read in cabinet. It was, however, thought by the
cabinet I believe unanimously not to have any
bearing upon the questions at issue relative to Mr.
Edney's appointment as charge d'affaires to Guate-
mala ; and I am not aware that any opinion was ex-

pressed whether its statements were or were not sat-
isfactory.

Kerr was some time ago conditionally recalled , and
in conformity with the proposed measure, the Presi-
dent has decided to revoke your appointment as
charge d'affaires to Guatemala, and it is hereby re-

preparatory to leaving the country, up to the pre-
sent time.

If you will inform the department of the day of
your return, your account will be settled according-
ly.

Fillmore's cabinet) he stated to me that a certain let- - j

ter which iiad been addressed to the President by
Gen B. M. Edney was read in his cabinet, and that
it satisfied every member of his cabinet that the
charges alleged against Gen. Edney were ground-
less and malicious. 1 then, as I now do. understood
that the principal charge against the General was
the writing a letter to Mr. Fagg.

With respect, W S. ASHE.

Mr. Ashe"s statement, in substance. correspond- -

lieu of the two charges, said expressly that Gen. Ed-
ney had been acquitted of all the charges against
him Much of the conversation had reference to the
Fagg letter and Gen. Edney's answer to it. This in-

terview occurred a day or two after the decision of
the cabinet in the case, and not, 1 think, long before
the President sent in the recommendation to Con-
gress. It is proper that 1 should say, further, that
there was at the time no desire, on the part of Gen.
Edney to ret : in the office, and that I supported on
the floor of the House of Representatives the Presi-
dent's recommendation to abolish the two charge-ship- s.

As Mr. Badger was not referred to in Gen. Edney's
letter, I am at a loss to know whether his interfer-
ence in this matter was not owing to the truth of a
statement made to me by a member of the North
Carolina delegation, that fn, too, was one oi those
whojoined in the demand thai Gen. Edney should
be recalled on account of tlie Fagg letter ; or wheth-
er he has embarked in the affair out of opposition to
Gen. Edney or to myself. Whatever may be his mo-
tive for coming into the contest, I say to him and to
his correpondent Mr. Eve:elt, that ii either ot them
desires to go further into the matter, the result will
not, in ray judgment, be prejudicial in any respect to
Gen. Edney or to myself.

To account for my having at this lime In my pos-
session the two letters of Mr. Everett, it may be pro-
per that I should state that when I last saw Gen.
Edney he spoke of going to Europe within a short
time. As 1 had formeily been as-uiie- i in connexion
with ibe Fagg letter, and as he expected to be absent
for a considerable period, to enable me to make de-

fence agaist any attacks that might be made, be
gave over to my keeping the original letters, not then
having even time to make copies. These letters are
open to inspection, il their genuiness should be
questioned Owing to their bemg thus fortunately
left in my possession, 1 have it in my jiower to de-

fend him against most unjust and malicious assaults.
It remains to be seen whether such papers as the
Observer have sense of shame enough loft to induce
them to publish this Vindication.

Professing friendship for the measure, they still
helped its enemies, and railed at its friends because
of the difficulty they found in overcoming the oppo-
sition.
