It commenced at the Golden Gate Motel, and destroy-
ed the whole block bounded by Jackson, Davis,
Front and Oregon streets. Also the third, of the
block bounded by the above and Washington
streets, and half of two blocks bounded by Jackson,
Davis, Drummond and Washington streets, divided
by Oregon streets street ; and several buildings on
the coi ner of Jacks' n. between Davis and Front street.
The whole number of buildings destroyed was be-

tween sixty and seventy, eighteen of which were ho-

tels or large hoarding houses. The total loss is from
$250,000 to $300,000.

On the 1 2th of July twelve blocks were partially
or wholly destroyed at Sacramento City, bounded by
Third, J, Fourth and K streets, ft is estimated that
two hundred buildings were destroyed, valued at half
a million of dollars.

On the lOtb of July nearly the whole town of
Columbia, Calavaras county, was destroyed by fine.
All was consumed bounded on Broadway, Fulton,
State and Washington streels, except one fire proof
building. The loss is estimated at $500,000, and was
the work of an incendiary.

There is creat diversity in the estimates of the dif-
ferent California papers about the losses by fire ; one
says that the Sacramento loss is only 400,000.

appeared in the Fayetteville Observer,' of the 24th,
which we find, on examination, that they did ; they
did not, therefore, appear in our paper of the 28th.
