“* We beg toeall the attention of parties engaged in dis-
tilling in the new Turpentine districts, to the very poor con-
dition in which mueh of their Spirits is reecived into this
market. It yot unfrequently happens that a loss of ten per
cent. irom leakage isshown, even when the article is sold on
landiug, and not ouec-third part of the spirits wow arriving
at this port, is fit to bo put into store, or to be sold for =hip-
meut. This loss very seldom oceurs on lots which evme from
the older Tarpentine sections, and is traceable to 2 want of
experience or suitable care, in putting up the spirits before
it leaves the distillery, and to 1ts being improperly handied
in its transportation to the sea-board. When new barrels
are used, they shiould be of well seasoned stuff, and have at
least three coats of glue ; second hand barrels always require
one coat, and in many instances, it would be well to use two.

In all cases, it is important that the glueing be thoroughly !

diied betore the spirits are turned into the barrel, and the
better the quality of the glue, the less is it liable to crack,
and the more economieal it is. Care should also be taken
that uo water is drawn off with the spirits, as it will inevita-
bly dissolve the glueiog, and it sells for no more in this mar-
ket than it is worth at nome. We throw out theze hints for
the benefit of parties of Fttle experience in the business, and
have no intention to instruct veteran distillers, who are much
better informed on the subject than we are.”)
