That unjust
claims ought not to be aided by sympathy for age

| Every claim should stand on ifs own merits. Bat
| while bad claims should be promptly rejected, good
claims should be as promptly allowed. There is no
more melanchaly spectacle than an aged man or an
infirm woman, with children and grand children de-
pendent on them, engaged year after year in efforts
to get their claims through Congress. After awhile
it becomes a monomania, and they can think, and
talk about nothing else. .

Itis 10 be regretted that their claims are not
promptly decided, either the one way or the other.—
[n many cases, such has been the amcunt of time
and money expendzd in their prosecution, that even
when allowed, success is no compensation for the
wear and tear of feeling, the comsumption of time
and the expenditure of money.

The Baltle Campaign. .

The following seems a well-considered view of the
objects and probabilities attaching to the armament
now proceeding to the Baltic : )

It is now stated on credible authority, that the first
and immediate obje 't of the expedition is the capture
and occupation of the Aland [slands; and that the
gigantic, double-banked, caserpated battery of Bf}-
marsund. affording accommodation for 60,000 men in
comfortable quarters, will be the pivot of the ensu-
ing operations. From the fact of the Russian fleet
skulking behind the granite walls of Cronstadt and
Sweaborg, it must be clear that the year's campaign
in the north cannot be designated by the appellation
of & naval wasfare, and that it will be” restricted to
the operations of Admiral Plumridge in the Bothnian
Gulf, the blockade of the rest of the coast, and, on
the arrival of the allied troops, perhaps the capture
of Bomarsund. But the events of 1808 show the
impracticability of keeping possession of that place
in the winter, for the Russians in that year crossed
o.er the ice to the Swedish Holms, and had to con-
tend with an enemy accustomed to the rigor of a
northern winter, which the French troops are not.
I may here remark the Sound between Abo and Bo-
marsund, which is about 50 miles wide. is generally
covered with ice, even in moderate winters, which is
very seldom the case with the much narrower straits
between the Aland Islands and the Swedish coast at |
Grisselhamn although the distance is not one-half. |

in the winter campaign of 1808, the Rus.smu.-:[
proved their superiority in being able to withstand |
the rigor of the climate and the bardships and pri-|
.ations attendant on war in the cold season, much
| betier han the Swedes or even the Finlanders.  Con-
temporaries who are still alive, and no friends of the
Russians, confess this openly, and add that in spite
of the tyrannical and even brutal conduct of their
superiors, the Russian soldiers are most patient and
obedient in the execution of orders in spite of the
elements and other trials, and that they go gaily,
like the Romans of old, to meet with certian death,
because life has no enjoyments to offer them ; 1hat
they are the more formidable as enemies, as they
have no will of their own; and obey blindly the or-
ders of their officers; thal they are more adapted to
winter campaigning than any other nation, as they
can subsist cheerfully on roots, berries, and grasses, |
where other troops must necessarily starve. The
Swedes have a saying with reference to the Finland- |
ers, that * none but Jevils ecan fight with troops who |
can live on wood ; and this is still more applicable
to the Russians. Now let our readers fancy whz’lt1
chanees our gallant Gallie brethren will have when |
harrassed by a body of Skidlaufers, who think noth-
ing of marching, manccuvring, and fighting, with the
thermometer at 50 deg. below zero, and who can‘
bivouae on the snow as composedly as in a cornfield.

All these discourazing eircumstances ought to be |
known to those governments in whose hands the di- |
rections of the operations for securing the liberty of
Europe are placed. Whether they are acquainted |
with them or not, is a question. If they are aware
of these facts, it can scarcely be expected that they
will run such risks as taking Bomarsund, and estab. |
lishing & footing there for the winter. It is only by
the possession of Sweaborg and the co-operation of
the Fins themselves, that Finland is tenable in the
winter. Any other plan of campaign must be attend-
ed by the most disastrous consequence, and frightful
loss of life. It would be the greatest folly for the
French to expeet any pitched-battle fighting from ‘
the Russians, any more than we may anticipate the
Muscovite fleets coming out from Sebastopol and |
Cronstadt, to measure their strength with our ships.
The French surely have not forgotien the campaign |
of 1812, and will profit by their dearly bought expe-
rience. The Swedes who are acquainted with all
these facts cannot therefore be brought to believe that |
the French land troops are intended for the occupa- |
tion of so unimportant and (in the winter) untenable
a position as Bamursuud, but rather that the attack of
Sweaborg and Cronstadt (taking the bull b}* the horns)
is the immediate object in view.

From the Washington Union.
Veto of the River and Harbor Bill.

Probably the most delicate saubjeet upon which
the President can be called to act is that which con-
templates voting money to the States in the shape of
subsidies to general and local interest. The practice
itself is surrounded with dificulties and dangers. It
is aptto run into extravagance, without license or
limitation, by opening the door to extending and in-
creasing applications, each basing its ¢laim upon pre-
ceding appropriations, and all ending in a gigantic
and powerful system, which once established, would
bankrupt the treasury, no matter how great the rev-
enues. Look at its progress thus far. We have seen
Congress unting in favor of bills containing appropri-
‘ations to objects entirely local in their character.—
We have seen combinations of interests controlling
both houses. This has given riseto what is called
the practice of log-rolling. How to discriminate be-
tween rival interests,and how to arrest an evil of such
growing magnitude, is a duty which cannot fail to give
rise to perplexing responsibilities. A failure todischarge
this duty promptly and feariessly would result in great
if not fatal, injury to the country. The legislation of
Congress must be confined to the exercise of the pow-
ers conferred by the Constitation. The great repub-
lican idea. which refuses to recognise the public trea-
sury asa fund 1o promote individual and local schemes
must be constantly kept in view. It is easy for plau-
sible and powerful men, representing a different doc-
trine, to argue that that is a national work which is
simply local; and so one departure from the straight
path of duty is rapidly followed by others. We have

men, and, by a desire for local popularity, voting
vast sums upon objects that would make the fathers
of the constitution sture if they were now among us.
President Pierce, in looking forward to the future,
has anticipated, from the advance of our people in
wealth and in population, and from the increase of
commerce, that one such example as he is now asked
to approve will be succeeded by others, until there will
hardly be a State with river, harbor, creck, or inlet-
within its borders, that will not} in one way or anoth-
er, hereafter be a dependent upon the national treas-
ury. Itis the duty of the President, therefore, to in-
terpose his power against such an influence so threat-
ening; and although denunciations will be showered
upon him without stint, it is better that this should
be so than he should be held guilty by posterity for
neglecting to discharge a delicate and imperious duty.

The whole idea of appropriations for rivers and
harbors, as advocated by such statesmen as Senator
Badger and other Whig leaders, gro vs, in the first
place, out of the inherent belief that the money of
the people is to be used for classes and not for the
whole, and no ingenuity can make it otherwise. In
the next place, they think that there cannot be too
much legislation. The world, with them, canuot be
governed too much. The people cannot be happy
unless Congress is continnally taking into its hands
the affairs of the people. Now, we take the broad
grounds that individual energy, capital, and enter-
prise, are far more certain elements of pub!iz happi-

Congress to personal and local projects. Apart from

harbor bill vetoed by the President, by which mil-
lions are taxed that a few may prosper, and apart
from the future dangers that may and must arise if
this practice is allowed lo grow into a system, the
whole history of the world clearly shows that indi-
vidual energy and skill are much more certain to
conduce to the general welfare than the legislation
advocated by the friends of the river and harbor bill. |
The Veto of the President has been received by
the Democratic party in Congress with general satis-
faction, and cannot fail to he responded to by the
country with the same feeling. Prompt, decided and
clear, it shows him to be true to the Constitution,

true to the rights of the States, and true to the con-
stitutional interest of the people. When the Presi-|
dent fulfils his promise as to a full discussion of the|
subjeet in his next annual message, we are satisfied
it will be found that his position gives no sanction to |
the idea that one section of the Union can constitu-
tionally receive benefits from appropriations that can- |
not be made for all sections. ‘
