The exports of breadstuffs to Europe during the
month of September have been exceedingly light —
There has also been a large falling off in imports, and

It
has commenced arriving nearly a month earlier than
last year, and is said to be of fine quality. Some
shipments of new cotion are already on the way to
Liverpool, and before November sets in, at the pre-
