From the London Times, Sept; 21.
If, as there is great reason to apprehend, the return

of a portion of the forces from the Baltic and the
tenor of Sir Charles Napier's last despatches indicate
the determination of the present naval campaign in
the North of Europe, it must be acknowledged that
the results of these operations fall much below what
was expected from the gigantic naval armament
which sailed a few months ago from the Downs.-The- re

is an obvious disproportion between prepara-
tions of such magnitude and the effects produced by
them upon the power of the enemy ; and, with a
view to the more efficient conduct of the next cam-
paign, even more than for the purpose of unavailing
recrimination, it is desirable that the causes of this
disappointment should be fully considered and under-
stood. Mistakes have, of course, been committed
some from want of knowledge, some from "want of
judgment, and some from want of resolution; but,
on the other hand, an amount of experience has
been gained in this peculiar warfare which ought to
render tho recurrence of such blunders impossible
another year. More, we think, might have been ef-
fected, but until the operations in the Black sea have
accomplished the grand object of the destruction of
Sebastopol, the campaign in the Baltic was a matter
of secondary interest, and it is to be regretted that by
far the more powerful of our two fleets, especially in
steam line-of-batt- le ships, has been employed through
out the summer where there was least work to be
performed. . . :

The allied powers had two objects to accomplish
in the Baltic. The first was to shut up the whole
naval power of Russia, to prevent every vessel-of-wa- r

from leaving her ports, or to give battle to the
Russian fleet with success if her eighteen line-of-batt- le

ships ventured beyond the shelter of her land
batteries. Tho second was to blockade and threaten
her coasts, and to attack and destroy her fortificaH
tions whenever they were thought to be assailable
by naval artillery. The first of these objects has
been completely, and second partially, effected ; but
the question is, whether the Admiralty exercised a
sound judgment in the means they employed. For
th,e purpose of obtaining the mastery of the Baltic,
and of fighting the Russian fleet if it came out, the
armament appears to have been considerably greater
than was requisite ; and while it contained several
first-clas- s ships, such as the Duke of Wellington, the
St. Jean d'Acre, and Ihe i Neptune, which could
scarcely be brought through the Belt from their
draught of water, and were ill adapted to such a
navigation, there was a strange and lamentable de-

ficiency in steamers of light 'draught, such as those
which have been constructed within the last few
weeks, when it is too late to use them. The naval
department of the Admiralty performed its duty to
perfection in sending to sea the vessels which were
ordered for commission ; but we cannot say as much
for the political and strategical ability shown in the
direction and use of these gigantic weapons.

It is due to Sir Charles Napier to add, that before
the commencement of the war, and before his own
appointment to the command of the fleet, he - had
strongly urged upon the Admiralty the necessity of
providing steam gunboats in large numbers ; and that
upon taking the command he also desired that a di-

vision of troops should embark with the expedition.
Yet the gunboats were not prepared, and the French
division of troops had to be sent out in supplementa-
ry ships in the month of August. The result has
shown that Bomarsund could as well have been ta-

ken by 4,000 men and the marines and seamen of
the fleet, as by the 12,000 who were afterwards sent
there, and this was known to be the opinion of the
most competent persons before the expedition started.
A more serious charge against the ministers of the
Crown, who are responsible for the direction of the
war, is, that they appear to have sent the fleet to sea
without any deliberate plan of campaign. They
armed a very powerful squadron, they placed in com-

mand of it an officer who had a great reputation for
skill and daring, and they left bim to make the best
use he could of his forces. Had Sir James Graham
more accurately considered what he proposed to do,
instead of making a roystering speech at the Reform
Club, he would have adapted his means more judi-
ciously to the end he had in view.

But these remarks are not confined to the naval
administration at home; and, until the attack on
Bomarsund was resolved upon and gallantly execu-
ted, Sir Charles Napier seems to have had as little
notion of systematic operations as the First Lord of
the Admirality. In particular, no serious attempt
was made to bring the Russian fortresses in the Bal-

tic to the test of a severe naval cannonade. The
first attacks on Bomarsund and on Hango Udde, or"
Gustafsvarn, in the month of June, were bombard-
ments by the steamers throwing hollow shot at a long
range, which could produce no effect on the solid
walls. In attacking places fortified with 6lone fac-

ings, the fire which is harmless at 1,000 yards be-

comes destructive at 500, and would be irresistible
at 150. If there be water to float a ship within a
very short range of the enemy's batteries, it is pro-

bable that the nearer she approached the less she
would suffer, and the shorlei would be the contest.
At Sweaborg, we believe, the batteries are princi-
pally hewn in the solid rock, and are therefore un-

assailable in front ; but at Cronstadt or Hango the'
experiment should have been tried. The Russians
themselves have shown their own opinion by blow-
ing up Gustafsvarn as soon as the fall of Bomarsund
was known. A combined attack on a fortress of the
first class, such as Cronstadt undoubtedly is, demands
extensive preparations and great forethought in the
government at home, to be guided in the hour of ac-

tion by Military genius. The attack on Copenhagen
succeeded because Nelson refused to see the signal of
his superior officer ordering him to retreat ; and it is
in thut dauntless spirit that the trophies of the
British navy have been won.

Somebody in the Boston
Transcript, writing from Jerusalem in Virginia, tells

After tea, as
he was enjoying the coolness of the evening on the
piazza, he noticed a gentleman in the office who was
examining the book of arrivals, and who afterwards
walked up and down the piazza, scanning him (Mr.
P.) very closely. Some 10 or 25 minutes passsed in
this way, when the stranger broke the silence by ad-

dressing him :

"Then, sir, (with a look as if the identity of the

individual were fairly established,) "I suppose that
you are the man who goes about in New England,
villifying the institutions of the South ?"

From the New York Courier and Enquirer.
Railroad Sketches.

There were in conveyance across the Erie Rail-
road some valuable horses. They formed part of the
burthen of a long and pondroue cattle train, which
was bearing to market to that extraordinary city
market which never seems to be so full as to be
cheap a drove of which, before the railroad era,
would have, with slow delays, been driven on foot
over the long and weary ways, pasturing for the
night wherever chance shelter might be available,
and subjected to all the losses and casualties of a la-
borious travel. They were now in comfortable cars,
resting even while they journeyed, wondering, if that
emotion is known beyond the circle of man. that they
were the passive instead of the active, in transporta-
tion. Not having a clear perception of the future,
the brief and conclusive calamities of the abbattoirs
were hid from them.

It was a night ot intense cold, and however luxu-
rious to cattle, whose experience of floor and roof is
limited to the attendants, the crevices, and openings
of the cars let in entirely more of the wild norlhwes-le- r

than was agreeable. The owner of the horses in
the car near the tender, had an apartment rather
belter guarded, and as he understood the ways of his
animals, he was not in the same fear which others
less experienced would have of being with them.
Nor is it without real danger to ride in a car with a
horse. The sudden start may break the halter?, and
in the fright a e of plunging and trampling takes
place, in the midtd; of which the presence of man
might, for his own sake, be well spared. He who
rides with his horse in the car must have courage
and energy, so that he shall not be appalled at a false
alarm, and if he is in danger he can mount and ke:p
his perilous position unharmed.

The train was approaching the long seven miles
downgrade, which occurs just before entering Depos-it- e

from the Westward. At the last station the Su- -

Eerintendent had deemed it best to have two very
cars affixed to tho rear of the train

they greatly augmented the load, and the Engineer
demurred, but the discipline was good, and the order
was obeyed. Ii gave the engine enough to do on the
level grade, and all it WKnted on an ascent. What
precisely it was to do when the heavy grade was to
run down, was not quite clear. The Engineer had
nerve, however, and, while he doubled the saiety, he
did not falter. The cars coupled, the slight blow was
given to the starting-bur- , and the train was off. The
engine gave forth its exhaust, as the word is quaintly
phrased of engines that know no exhaustion, with a
vigorous whistle, and over the level the wheels be-

gan to roll sharp and hard in the bitter frost.
The train was due at Deposite at such a time, and

as would cause it to meet another, which by that
time was to be on the switch, awaiting the passage
of the western cattle train. In a few minutes my in-

formant found that the down grade had been reached.
He had with him several of his friends who were in
the same business, and who had left their uncomfor-
table cars for his pleasanter one. The tremendous
pressure of the load soon bore upon the engine.
The !out cattle, the heavy and weighty cars, and
the great additional burthen which had been added
at the last station, crowded on the machine, from
which the engineer soon realizing the condition of
his train, had withdrawn the steam, so that it moved
by its own momentus alone.

Another and more appalling truth soon manifest-te- d

itself, that with the increase of cars additional
brakemen had not been sent, and thai the brake
force was becoming powerless. Powerless! it soon
became as a velvet touch, rather than a grasp on the
wheels. The ice on the rail rendered even the force
that was applied melees, and each instant increas-
ing, that train first rolled, then tore along; my in-

formant says he knew of no gradation of speed.
From the moment that the down grade was reached,
it seemed to him and his companions, shut up as
they were in that close apartment with animals whose
strength would at the first terror arouse to destruc-
tion to him that sensation was as if the train fell !

It had that peculiar motion, not continuous or regu-
lar, as in the rapid roll of the wheels, but as if all
else but the train were away, and jt was going at
the speed of a huge mass falling, and tho acclivity of
descent increasing each second and all this fearful
time that train at Deposite was to be met !

They knew it was to be met. Engineer, and fire-

men, and brakeman, and conductor, and the hardy
drovers that were the passengers, knew it, and in
their terrific speed they feared less, if it might be,
for themselves than for the doomed train, through
which, and over which, amidst dead and mangled
men, and crushed fragments, never stopping for shriek
or sorrow, their train would go. The miles they
were passed over, no man thinking of their exist-
ence. The train tore onwards. The men upon it
intensely conscious, and even the cattle appalled by a
new sensation. The engineer stood on his platform,
knowing that the wildest, and most appalling danger
was about him, in shape or form irresistible if the
thread of safety snapped. The speed made a leap
for life, but a more rapid rush to death. He could
not retreat. The wheels refused the least adherence
to the brake. The ponderous train drove itself mad-

ly on, and in an instant more, Deposite was to be
reached.

Perhaps every man's experience shows, it is most
probable, that on the train coming westward there
were those who were provoked at the delay which
prevented them from reaching Deposite. It was, they
said, too bad to be behind time, (as if time was not
often our shield from sorrows.) The train ought to
be at its card place. Indeed, if they were the mana-
gers of the road the trains would never be out of the
minutes. Every car usually has on it some of these
safe reformers, who accomplish all impossibilities, it
being so safe and easy to theorize. It did not ar-

rive, the grumblers were not yet on the road. Well
was it for them that they failed ; for when the de-

scending train reached Deposite it no mure stayed or
stopped than the emerald waters do in their fall at
Niagara. Jt would have pulverized another had it
encountered collision. 7vOn it ;weot the engineer
feeling as if his heart might throb once more, when
he saw that the, train he expected to hare crushed
was out of his way and unharmed.
