The latest date from Crimea is to the 19th, when
the allies held the road from Cape Ealor to Simero
pol. It was intended to cross Alma on the 19th, but
St. Arnaud telegraphed to Paris an unavoidable de-

lay ot ten days, the cause of vvhich was not stated,
which prevents their marching until the 21st.

A Russian courier, captured by the allies, stated
that the whole Russian force was only 45,00 men.

Accounts to the 19th state that the Russians had
fortified their position at Eupatoria. The main body
of the allies were on a small river north of a parallel
with Alma. Thirty thousand Russians were posted
at the latter point, but with insufficient artillery.
