membership; that its members surrender the light of
private judgment and become mere sworn vassals of
the cunning leaders, and concludes as follows:

The inquisition, that horrid instrument of ancient
papal power, is condemned by the united voice of
enlightened men. In principle, how much does a
secret oath-boun- d association, arraigning a class of
men for religious opinion, condemning them without
trial and unheard, and striking down every individu-
al regardless of his n,erit, differ from that spirit
which erected the inquisition, wielded the rack and
torture, and applied the fagget and the fiie.

All history proclaims the dire results of secret
oath-boun- d political societies, unmitigated by a sin-
gle good. Let the soil of France, of Irelnnd, nnd
o'her countries deluded in blood, speak from the
graves of their murdered people the horrid story of
religious bigotry and intolerant fanaticism, when
guided the unseen hand of secret conscience fet-
tered order.

We are inclined to be ieve this address is but a
premonitory warning of manifestations, from the
honest portion of the VYhjg party of this State
Judge Pollock, in assuming the leadership of the op-
position party, has pursued a line of policy which
the people of Pennsylvania will be little disposed to
approve of when its consequences become fully de-
veloped. It was bad enough to Abolitionize him-
self, but the attempt to Know-Nothingi- the Gov-
ernment of Pennsylvania will not long go unrebuked.

Terrible Accident on the Pennsylvania Rail-
road. The Blairsviile Apalachian gives the follow-
ing account of the terrible accident, resulting in the
death of three persons, whirh occurred on the Penn-

sylvania Railroad, at the junction of tbe Portage
road, near Johnstown, a few days ago :

A freight train was going east, followed closely
by a locomotive and an ther freight train.

The engine
was reversed to regain the proper track, and whilst
backing across the switch, the second engine came
un arid lan into the train, smashing several ot the
cars, and driving a brakeman, Henry Mills, of Cen-treviil- e,

Indiana county, through the end of one of
them, of course ! illing him instantly. Another
brakeman, named Hendricks, was also so badly in
jure'd that he has since died. The fireman of the
second engine, named Evans, was caught between
the locomonvt and tender, and the engineer, named
Doty, had just gone to his assistance, when the rear
train came up, and drove into the former wreck, bur-

sting the boiler of the second engine, by which the
hoiliDg water and steam was thrown upon the fire-

man, scalding him so severely that he died shortly
afterwards Doty was also badly scalded, but we
believe not dangerously.

The Law of Divorce in Germany. A recent
letter from Germany says :

As you are probably aware, a divorce may be ob
tained in Germany for the most trifling cause as,
for instance, a mere disagreement. It is, in eact, a
matter of pleasure, and is of every day occurrence.
In pastor Kuntze's congregation alone, there were,
during the last year, ninety applicants for divorce
To the pres-n- t law upon this subject they attribute
a large portion of the immoiality among the people,
and efforts are now making to obtain a law similar
to that in England and America. A'paper from one
of the rrost distinguished Get man theologians on
this subject, will he read at the approaching general
annual meeting of the German Church, to be held at
Frankfort and at which 1 expect to be
present.

It has often been theoretically declared in England
and America, what would be the result of a lax law
on the subject of divorce, and you will recollect that
there was a discussion on this su ject in the British
Parliament last winter. I can state" what are the
practical results of such a law in Germany, as this
is acknowledged to be the great cause of the present
immorality.
