They need commercial and manufacturing towns and cities
at home, with shipping to do their own importing and export-
ing, without continuing longer to pay tribute to the North.
Tney need intercommunication within their own State, that
they may understand and appreciate the wants of each other.

system of free government can be based upon the supposition
that the people are politically corrupt, and incapable of exer-
cising the right of suffrage.

This feat ure of the Constiution disfranchises, in one branch
of the Legislature, at least fifty thousand of the free whits
men of the State. These man are as ready as any portion of
cur population, to contribute their means for the support of
government, and to s3ritieo their lives in defence of the honor
and liberty of their country. They constitute an intelligent,
industrious, and meritorious part of our citizens, and may safe-
ly be entrusted with political equality. The larger number of
them are possessed of estate of more value than the ordinary
freehold of fifty acres of land, and are engaged in the various
honorable persuits ot life. Every candid mind must admit
that fifty acres of land does not endow its owner with knowl-
edge, nor does it impart to him virtue or patriotism, when he
goes to the ballot-bo- x.

Free Suffrage will not deprive the land holder of any right
he now enjoys, but it will give the a great priv-
ilege, which is now unjustly withheld from him. The people
at their elections, have repeatedly declared, by large majori-
ties, in favor of this question of Constitutional reform, and
they are iu favor of effecting it by Legislative mode. The
Constitution proscribes two modes for future amendments :

One is bya three-fifth- s and two-thir- vote of each House of
two consecutive Legislatures, and subsequent ratification by
the voters of the State ; the other is by a Convention authori-
zed to bo called by a two-thir- vote of each barnch of the Leg-
islature. The former mode is perferable for obtainsng Free
Suffrage, because it i safe, economical, and practicable, while
tbe latter is the reverse. The Constitution requires amend-
ments by tho Legislature, to be submitted to the voters of the
State for ratification ; but there is no such injunction imposed
in regard to amendments by a Convention.

Asa general rule, it is believedthat the tax on the estate oi" each

person should be in proportion to its value, sul jfct to such ex
eeptionsas circumstance's and fundamental principles may jus-
tify. Inasmuch as property, on tne one hand, ought not to he
made the test of public piivilege, neither, on the other hand,
ought the abspnee of property to exempt the person from bearing
a just share of the public burden Theiefore, a capitation tax is
imposed. Slaves are regarded, to some extent, as both persons
ank property. The following" wise provision of ourtate Consti-
tution, which ought no- - to be departed from.defines the power of
legislation on this subjePt :

1. "Capitation tax shall be equal throughout the State, upon
all individuals subject to the same.

2. "All free males over the age of 21 years, and under the
age of forty-fiv- e years, and all slaves over the age cf twolve years,
and under the ge of fifty years, shall be subject to capitation tax'
and no other person sha'll be subject to such tax ; provided that
nothing herein contained shall prevent exemptions of taxable
polls, as heretofore prescribed by law, in cases of bodily innrmi-t- y

"
It will be seen that slave property must form an exception in

framing an ad valorem system of taxation. White males alone
are subject to a poll tax, while a poll tax is imposed on both
male and female slaves, and the period of taxation begins at nine
years earlier, and continues five years longeron the latter. Thug
it will appear, that, by taxing both sexes, t he amount of revenue
collected from the tax on slaves is double the amount collected
on white polls, in proportion to the entire population of the two
races; and the difference in the duration of the period for which
they are t.xed, is equivalent to one hundred per cent, more It
is, therefore, obvious, that, in proportion to the whole number of
each race, the poll tax paid on slaves is three tini8 as much as
that paid on the white population. !o it will be found that this
provision of the Constitution has imposed a lax on slaves, in the
two-fol- d chaiacter of persons and property, and that an ad valo-
rem tax cannot be imposed on that Mpeciea of es'ate.

Persons and property being the principal oi jects of taxation,
they should bear a fair and just relatiqn to each other in a system
of revenue. It is believed that, aftci excepting Blaves, each per-
son's estate, ral and personal, including money, whether at in-
terest or not, ought to be taxed alike, according to value. This
would require every person to contribute in proportion to ihe
value of his or her estate, and would equalize the public burden
between the various classes, upon principles ol justice. I know
of no better rule to ascertain the ability of the owner to pay, or
the degree of protection his es ate requires from government,
than by resorting io the actual value of such estate. This system
need not interfere with taxing certain employments and the in-
come of certain professions, as is now done. Such persons as do
not possess personal estate of the value of one hundred and pi ty
dollars, ( 1 50) ought to be exempt from property tax, and an ex-
emption of a like amount might be made in favor of all others.
It is believed that a system cf revenue baBed on these principles,
ia demanded by publib policy.
