She has had but o e great
change in her Government since 1822, andt hat the
forced abdication of Dor. Pedro and substit ition of
his son, the present efficient Emperor. Hir coast
commerce, carriad on in her own sailing vee:2ls and
‘steamerd is immense. T'wo-thirds of the « ffee of
the world is raised in Brazil, and more than ine-half
of this immense crop comes to the United Mtates.—

from Brazil, while we do not sell here but lit le more
than the amount of four millions of our prod: :te ; and
we can 1cadily assent to what the lecturer .sserted
as our duty,i. e. to cullivate closer rela’ . - with
Brazil.
