Gen. Shields the Fruits or Unholy Coalitions.
One of tho evil results of the spread of unsound

doctrines and of the unholy leagues and coalitions
that prevail, is the loss to the country of the services
of some of the ablest and most sterling Democrats.
A common amhition and a natural affinity have con-

curred to allay variant isms, and to cement hitherto
antagonistic factions. It is like the bond that binds
together dishonest men, who, however much they may
separately hate one another, have a yet stronger com-

mon hatred of those who are honest.
One of the last, as he is one of the noblest victims

that has fallen beneath the axe of this traitorous co-

alition, is that gallant soldier and able statesman,
General Shields, of Illinois. Such an execution,
instead of degrading the victim, only gives an unen-
viable importance to the executioner. It is by such
excesses, it is by striking down such shining victims,
that the opposition will attain a wider notoriety, and
change what was an almost pitying contempt into a
feeling of unmixed horror.

The butchers who have slain kings and drunk the
blood of maiden princesses, have pleaded the generous
fanaticism of the patriot in justification of the mon
strous cruelties of the man. But they do strike down
the devoted Tribunes of the people, the steadfast
friends of the Constitution and of the institutions of
the States, those w'jo are our heroes in war and our
statesmen in peace, can plead no such generous plea
as patriotism.

Senator Shields is a victim to his adherence to the
Constitution, his support of the Nebraska bill, and
his sound, unwavering, and unintimidated Democra-
cy. Such martyrdom is verily a crown of glory.
It sheds a new lustre on the martyr, and covers his
persecutors with a new odium.

The trading politicians, the foul Abolitionists, the
clandestine Know-nothing- s, of Illinois, all combined
to defeat the re election of General Shields to the
Senate. They have accomplished their object. Can
sound men, either in the North or South boast of the
exploit We think not. Can the Whigs of the
South, who are faft joining the new secret order,
deem his defeat their triumph 1 We think not. It
is the defeat of those sacred guarantees with which
the Constitution guarded the rights of the Stales.
Such victories often repeated will altogether ruin the
South.

The Session of Congress.
Dut a little more than three weeks time remains to

the present Congress. When that time expires it will
be functus officio. A new, and we fear that, so far as
the House is concerned, a very wayward Congress
will succeed. Every element that ever entered into
politics, every ism that has ever been sprung upon
the country, and every vagary and every fanaticism,
will have their representatives in the new Congress.
1 hey will no doubt run riot at first. Such sentiments,
such doctrines and such heresies as now shock the
ears of members, will, no doubt, then become as fa-

miliar as household words. There will be a great
conflict of opinion and a total want of homogeneous-nes- s

of character. The brawling Demagogue, the
furious Abolitionist, the insidious Free Soiier, and
the loud-mouthe- d Know nothing, taking advantage
of the opportunities afforded them to address the
nation from this central point, will exhibit a constant
struggle for the floor.

Happily for the country some of the good old lea-
ven will be left. Though at first it may, perhaps, be
overrun by the new elements, which, like new wme,
lack vent, it will, we doubt not, in a short time con- -

j trast so favorably with them as to gain for itself a
new and increased esteem Irom the country. More
than this, while we cannot expect to see it reclaiming
the reckless and purifying the corrupt, we do hope to
see it exerting a benign, a conservative and a restrain-
ing influence.

There is another thing to which we look hopefully
the excesses of the motly and heterogeneous op-

position that the next House of Repiesentatives will
present. These excesses and there will be no pre-
venting them will disgust and sicken the people.
They will sensibly feel the difference between the
present and the next Congress.

It becomes the present Congress to dispose profita-
bly, for the country and tho Democratic party of the
limited time remaining to it. By talking little, and
working diligently it may dispatch a great deal of
important business, which if left to the mischievous
opposition that will prevail in the next body, would
be sadly abused. Wash. Sentinel.

France contributed to its indepen-
dence ; the search for the origin of the language we
speak carries us to India ; our religion is from Pales-lin- e

; of the hymns sung in our churches, some were
first heard in Italy, some in the desert of Arabia,
some on the banks of Euphrates ; our ar s came
from Greece, our jurisprudence from Rome, our
maritime code from Russia. England taught us the
system of representative government ; the noble re-
public of the United Provinces bequeathed to us, in
the world of thought, the great idea of the toleration
of all opinions in the world of action, the prolific
principles of federal union. Our country stands,
therefore, mors than any other, as the realization of
the unity of the races."

A good story, not related in Sabine's " Notes on
Duelling," is told of Incledon, the ballad singer, who
was apt, on some occasions, to give offence by his
brusque and almost rude deportment. Being called
on by a person for satisfaction for an affront, proba-
bly unintended by Incledon he found him at break-
fast. Having heard his business, Incledon took a
posture and executed "Black-eye- d Susan in his un-
equalled style. "There," said he to his auditor, who
stood breathless with surprise and admiration, " if
that does not satisfy you, you are the most unreason-
able fellow I ever met with," for it has given complete
satisfaction to several thousands."

The Climate of the Crimea. I saw a foolish
paiagraph in a paper the other day, in which some
philosophic idiot had, with greater complacency,
proved to his satisfaction that the mean cold of the
Crimea was not greater than that at Dijon, and had
come to the conclusion that, as the people of that
interesting cty survived the winters in that part of
the world, our army would be equally able to resist
the frosts and snow of the Crimea. Rat the philoso-
pher quite forgot that the people of Dijon do not
ordinary get up at night, and walk about the hills
around them, or keep huddled up on the bottom of
deep trenches, full of snow, having nothing to pro-
tect them from the cold but a great coat and a
blanket. An extremely hard frost began about mid-
night, (Jan. 5th,) and the thermometer this morning
was at 21 deg., 10 min., or more than 10 degrees oi
cold. The result maybe imagined. The cavalry
division lost about 60 horses during the night, and I

dread to think of the number of our noble soldiers
who will receive their coup de grace from this
weather, if it lasts. I am credibly in form 3d that,
out of one division alone 150 men were taken oat of
the trenches to hospital tents, seized with cramp and
half frozen, not so much perhaps from the cold as
from tb want of proper clothing and inability to
move about to circulate the blood.
