son, on the ground that, although not the eldest son
of Nicholas, he is still the eldest son of the Emperor
Nicholas, and upaon the possibility of a conteslans
ing out of this claim, some calculations have heen
formed, which, we think, are entitled to little weight.
It is almost certain that Alexander will succeed
quietly, and as a matter of course.

The reports last year were that Alexander was op-
posed to the war and Constantine its strong advocale,
but this, like most other reports of Russian affairs
coming through an English or French medium, is en-
titled to slight credence.
