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Although the corp of Zouaves was mostly compos-
ed of natives, some French and foreigners were ad-
mitted. Toward the end of 1832, the two battalions
were consolidated, and an order of 7th March, 1833,
placed it on the regular basis. Of the twelve com-
panies forming the battalion, but two were French ;
each native company, however, eould admit twelve
French soldiers, but foreigners were absolutely ex-
cluded. The corps filled its vacancies by volunteers,
and French from other regiments were received. The
natives were enlisted for only three years, the French
under the usual regulations of the service.

By a royal ordinance issued 25th Decembe., 1835,
the Zouaves were newly divided into two battalions,
commanded by a lieutenant-colone- l, and each com
posed of four native and two French companies.
The costume adopted was nearly the same as that re
commended by Abder Rahman, but the officers were
allowed to retain the French uniform ; soma of-the-

adopted the Turkish costume, but either that it em- -

barrassed their movements, or that they experienced
some mortification in having renounced the national
habit, they resumed their uniform! This is to be
regretted, for the dress of the Zouaves is infinitely
more elegant and picturesque, in fact prettier, than
the tunic, the sunJht uantaloon and the shako of cur
infantry. The natives, at least the Arabs, who prefer
the cavalry service, withdrew from the Zouaves: ns
"or the Kabyles, from motives of rjolicv artlullv ad- -

dressed to them by Abdel Kader, they were diverted
irom me course mey naa so eagerly takon, nnd the
corps of Zouaves has finally come to be composed
almost entirely of Frenchmen, among whom figure a
good number of Parisians.

All the world has heard of the immense services
performed by the Zouaves in Africa. In every expe-
dition they have always been stationed in tne poBt of
danger. Not an opportunity of distinction have they
refused, but rather most gloriously profited by every
one of them. Hence a 6oldier who seeks rapid pro-
motion, conquered at the sword's point, endeavors to
enter the Zouaves.

Without enumerating the throng of distinguished
officers formed in this brilliant school, from tho corps
of Zouaves have come the Generals Duvivier, re,

Cavaignac, L'Admirault, Canrobert, and
Bourbaki, names which plainly tell what place in the
military history of French Algeria is due to this
valiant corps.

Last Words or Nicholas about the United
States, England and France.- - The New Orleans
Bee publishes the following passage from a letter, ad
dressed to an eminent foreigner, now m that city, by
a Russian friend, residing in St. Petersburg. The
Bee says it may be regarded as entirely auth:ntio

St. Petersburg, Feb. 1855. Before my letter
reaches yon, you will probably have received intelli-
gence of a loss that will spread a gloomy veil over
all Russia; for the death of such a man is a blow that
not only strikes his own country, but resounds from
the shores of the whole world. In rry last letter I
did not dare openly to declare what we were expect-
ing from day to day, for we were unwilling to accus-
tom our hearts to an idea which our minds were in-
capable of conceiving. The last days of tho Czar
are a whole century in the history of Russia, and will
never be forgotten by those who witnessed them.
Do not imagine that he was exasperated with his foes.
Quite the contrary! Impartially, like a prophet, he
gazed upon tho present situation of the different Eu-rope- an

powers, and predicted the future with the ac-
curacy of one who looks far beyond the present.

"England," said he," has reached her culminating
point either for life or death. There is no --middle
point for her to pursue. One thing alone may save
her, and that is a free confession, not only by the
government, but by the whole aristocracy, made to
the people, that they have been absurd, from first to
last, that the Crown is unable any longer to maintain
its power, and that the people must rise and unite
together as one man, to save the honor and preserve
the independence of the country. A candid acknowl-
edgement of the truth may even now save England,
if her corrupt aristocracy can be brought to the stool
of confession. France, on the contrary, can main-
tain herself only by falsehood and deception. The
Emperor may proclaim to his subjects that he governs
and influences the affags of all Europe, that not a
shot can be fired without his permission, and that
France is the first power in Europe; but a single
shock, one speech of a demagogue may overthrow
him and darken the star of Napoleon forever. I have
offered him my hand, the hand of reconciliation, but
he refused it. He wishes to avenge Moscow upon
me, and St. Helena upon England. Short-sighte- d

man, who seeks to avenge the sins of the fathers upon
the children ! As for Germany, Austria, and Pru&sia,
they would not now exist if I had not saved them
when they crouched at my feet six years ago; they
think to strengthen themselves in the mighty strug-
gle between the other nations of Europe. But they
never have been and never will be more than .secon-
dary powers, satraps holding authority by the clem-
ency of mv House, or by permission of the Western
Powers. Yet one consolation is left to me in the
midst of all this ingratitude and villainy, and that is
the silent sympathy of that high-hearte- d people on
the other side of the Atlantic, the only hearts in
which I hear an echo of my struggles against united
Europe. Never have I forgotten the smallest kind-
ness shown to me by the least of my subjects; Jet
my children never forget what we owe to America,
and if ever an hour of danger darkens around the
Union, let her find a faithful ally in my family.'

These words may be of interest to you, my friend,
because you are now living amongst the Americans;
and I mention them, knowing that your sympathies
have bound you to a foreign land nearly half a cen-
tury. One learns to recognize his true friends in the
hour of danger, and you may rely upon it, that as
long as a Romanoff sits on Russia's throne, the Amer-
ican States will never need a friend.

The above (says the Bee) is a faithful and almost
literal translation from the letter which is written in
German, by one of the nobles of Courland, residing
in St. Petersburg. From the source whence we re-
ceived it, we have no hesitation in guaranteeing its
authenticity.

Speaking out in Meeting.
The corruption and profligacy of the present know-nothin- g

The legislation of this session,
its glaring absurdities and villany, to make use of the
mildest terms, will be execrated by every honest man
in the Commonwealth. The honor of the State is
bartered and sold by a secret conclave, as if they had
no masters, nor in any way responsible to public
opinion. Banks are chartered amid boisterous mer-
riment, and foreign railroal capitalists are the 'lions'
who are worshipped at the shrine of Mammon.

time to time of the progress of the war in theZ"' V aiCrimea, nave prooaDiy been puzzled to know who
are me ouaves, wno are so often mentioned in the
rrencn military dispatches. The following article,
which we translate frem D Illustration, a Paris paper,
"ixi cujiuieu mem ;

The Zouaves appear determined to consummate in
trie .ast the renown they have obtained in Africa.
They are named in the first rank in the official dis-
patches; private letters deli.ht to recount th nrnw.
ess of these soldiers, whom they proclaim the first in
the world. Thev alreadv have their Isnclnnungii
who describes them angling irom the rocks of Balak-luv- a,

whilst awaiting the day of assault. The for-
mer repeat their bon mots and sketch their manners
and habits. Some of the English correspondents
glorify their gallantries with the Tartar dames, and
announce their triumnhs amnnir t.h vnlnt;i;t;as r
basse cour, as not less successful than their execu-tlO- n

of the polka to the niann nf snm fair T?ncC;
fugitive.

All this, be it known, amply iustifies the soft cog
nomen of Suaves, under which these liberally culot- -

w uicguiBB lueir uiuuiai ueacminaiion.
This is merely the affair of a Z. Bat matters arp

mightily altered by a single letter. Hear how the
Zouaves became the lions of the Orient ! It is only
th eir due amid the concert of aDnlaudin? voices
just ask the reader if he knows the origin of this now

muua corps, ana it he can tell the signification of
the name of Zouaves ? As I sutmose him to h vrv
lmperfectly, or not at all, informed on these two
points, I am going to let him know what I have
learned from certain historical documents of Frpnrh
Algeria. I have before me a confidential manuscript
report, addressed on the 14th of August, 1830, to
Marshal Bcurmond by the Lieutenant-Genera- l of
Police attached to the Alserine expedition. This
report informs the general-in-chie- f that an Arab
named Hadj Apracbman Kenni, doubtless Abd-e- r
Rahman, has offered to the French authorities, under
the title of Auxiliaries, a corps of two thousand na
tives. Ihis troop was recruited entirely among the
Zouaves, and Abd-e- r Rahman recommends them as
the most valiant and faithful soldiers of the regency.

The author of the proposition sustained it bv a
complele plan of organization. Here is the outline

it. and the reader will be surprised that ideas so
just and practical could be conceived by an Arab,
scarcely a month after the taking of Algiers.

1 here were to be five officers to one hundred men.
and the project thus designates them : Two corporals,
two sergeams, one lieutenant, one captain, and a su- -
perior omcer, vvnom Abd-e- r liahman calls major of
nve hundred men, qualified as a general, but who
should rather be styled colonel.

1 his staff was borrowed from Turkish usaes. for
among the Algier Turks we find the following de- -
nomination: uniei ot teB, cniet ot hi ty, chief of a
hundred, chief ol five hundred, chief of a thousand.

Ihe corps of Zouaves will serve on foot: the
officers only will be mounted. Each man will have
wo summer suits, and one for winter. For s immer,

two vests, two pair of pantaloons of white linen, and
one pair of shoes. For winter, a sort of cloth cloak,

undershirt, and a waistcoat of red cloth with blue
trimmings, a pair of red pantaloons, a pair of leg-
gings, and two pair of shoes. Besides these, two
white turbans trimmed with red, and two shirts.

Ihe corporals will be distinguished bv two stars.
silk, on the breast. The sergeants will have these

stars mingled with gold and silk; the lieutenants will
wear the same, in silver; the captains in jrold.
Nothing is decided as to the distinctive insignia of
the superior officers.

The pay of the privates will be twenty francs per
month ; that of ihe corporals, thirty francs ; of the
sergeants, forty francs; lieutenants, fifty francs; cap-
tains, seventy francs.

The men cantoned near Algiers will receive a
ration of bread; those detached will receive this
ration in biscuit, with the addition of some beans
and oil. The Zouaves will occupy a house in Al-
giers, which will be their head quarters, and where
the staff offico will be established.

The corps will be divided into four sections of five
hundred ien each, stationed at four different posts, at
certain distances from the city of Algiers, from which
posts will be detached, every other day, patrols
charged with traversing the country in maintaining
its tranqiility. The form of service and discipline
will be that of the French Army. Each man will be
armed with a musket, a pair of pistols, and an Alge-
rian sabre or yataghan. In the field each group of
twenty men will be entitled to an Algerian tent.
There will be for the whole corps two secretaries, two
surgeons, and two paymasters The health officers
will receive sixty francs per month, the secretaries
seventy, the treasurer eighty.

We now come to. the most remarkable feature of
this plan. Our Arab says the cost of subsistence of
this corps will be obtained from the rents and pro-
ducts of the lands, which served for similar purposes
under Turkish denomination. The Jews, he adds,
were subjected to tribute of 40,000 francs perannum,
applicable to the subsistence of the troops of the Dey.
They also levied a constitution for the same object by
means of a species of license tax on all the shops.
Abd-e- r Rahman did not know ite exact amount.

This statement is corroborated by the fact that
the 2,0i)0 Zouave auxilaries can be sustained with-
out drawing a single .centime from the French army
chest.

One word, now, as to the native whose services
Abd-e- r Rahman offered to M. De Bournmond. The
Zouazouas, whom we have made Zouaves, and also
designated by the name of Guanoua and d' Alt--

Guaoua, who are Kabyles, or primitive Berbers. They
form a confederacy, inhabiting the high mountains
and steep hills between Bongie and Dellis, and were
always remarkable for their independence and mar-
tial ppirit. Entrenched in their dense forests or inac-
cessible rocks, they have defied the mussulman au-
thority at Bougie, and paid only that tribute they
pleased. Although they recognized the sovereignty
nf the Sultan, they abstained fro'ri every act implying
the obedience of the vanquished. Some of their
tribes, among them the Beni Kheli, have never paid
tribute to the Turkish honor of being destined to
overthrow the French power in Africa. The fatal
blow, say they, will be struck near a village of the
tribe of Beni-Irate- called Adni. We are to advance
as far as there, but there we are to be beaten, and
from that day the fortunes of France are to be decre-scend- e

until its final extinction. Such is the univer-
sal opinion in the giand Kabyle.

According to the re'markable work of M. le Com-
mandant Carte, the confederacy of Zouaou comprises
two hundred and one villages, and a population of
ninety-fou- r thousand soul?, being the most populous
group of all the Jurjural. Such are the people who
volunteered as auxiliaries of France on the very day
after our conquest. It was natural that their name
should become popular among ua as that of an earth
ly friend.

Marsl al Bourmond was favorably struck with the
project of Abd er Rahman, and adopted it in princi
nle ; but his situation was so precarious, that he dar
ed not carry it into execution. This task fell to his
6iftcessor, Marshal Clauzel. On the first of October,
1 830, only fix weeks after the proposition of the Arab
had been made, a government order directed the for-

mation of native Lattalions, which bore the name of
Zouaves. At first one was formed of which ihe com-

mand was confided to M. Maumet, a staff captain of
high merit; then a second, which could not be com-

pleted, because the brilliant promises which had at-

tracted the natives in crowds were notfulfilled. De
sertion thinned the ranks of the first battalion, and
the second was only half recruited. The latter was
commanded by Captain Duvivier of the Engineers,
who became one of the most illustrious generals of
our African army. M. fellismer saysm his Algerian
Annals, this corps was very near being disbanded
almost as soon as it was created; its chiefs reduced
to the necessity of contending against hostility ex- -

citedby jealousy, triumphed only by dint of their
persevering energy ana acimiy.

show 5 inches, abutting at the angles against good corner-board-s, is

thick enough to receive the entire thickness of the
weathering ; also, the same at tho windows and doors ; the
walling to be well trunuelled together ; the joist composing
the ceiling of the second story to project 8 inches beyond
the weathering, on all sides, and from this projection einbat-tlemen- ts

to be raised 3 feet high, of flush work, mitred at
the anerles. and of the same thickness as the walls, and fin
ished as shown in the drawings; the roof to be of good heart
cypress shingles. 10 windows in outer wall, located as shown
in drawings ; one door in front ; the windows to be 12 lights,
8 by 10, well secured with iron bars passing through horizon-
tal bars 3 inches wide aud h inch thick, one of which is to to
be bolted to the sill, and passing through one of the logs form
ing the wall, and secured by a nut, also on the head in like
manner ; also, two intermediate ones secured to the jambs
and vertical piece in which tho ends of the logs are framed,
the vertical bars to be ef one inch rod iron, well rivetted
through the bottom and top bars ; the frames of windows
to be wood, the sills to bo covered with sheet iron, passing
from under the bars outside, underneath the sill, and nailed
to the sill ; the door to be of an outer wooden door and an in-

side iron door of solid plate, each one to open on the inside;
the step at the door to be of wood. The interior as follows :

A nassasre 5 feet wide around the building, enclosing two
cells, the floors are to be composed of 8 by 10 inch timbers,
touching and supported in the centre by a wall the same as
the outter one, and extending across the breadth of the build-
ing, every fifth joist to dovetail in the outter wall and trun-nc- l,

and the remainder to abut against the outter wall, and
rest upon the wall plate on the brick work the whole sur-

face of this floor to be covered with good sheet iron of best
Qualitv. and nailed down with wrought nails, over which a
floor of 2 inch plank is to be laid and spiked to the log floor
the walls of the cell to be laid on the floor and framed the
same as the outter walls in each cell 2 windows and one door,
located as shown in drawings the door to be the same as
the outter door, of cood soiid plate, set in an iron frame 6
ieet 8 inches high, and 2 feet wide tho doors and windows
to be secured in the same manner as the outter ones.

The cells to be furnished with privies, one pit for the cell
on lower floor immediately under partition wall, 9 feet deep
and 4 feet square on the inside; walls oi brick, 12 inches
thick, and ventilated by tin pipes 3 by 5 inches square pass-

ing through the roof ; also, a pit of the same size for the
upper cells, to be reached by pipes, each to have a separate
ventilator, the inside wall of each cell to be covered with
sheet iron the same as the floor, and stripped with li by 3
inch strips 16 inches apart, and spiked on to the walls ; the
whole of the interior to have two good coats of plastering,
and immediately over ; and in connection with the side walls
a girder, 8 by 10 inches, to run the entire length of the build
ing, and dove-tai- l and trunnel to the outter walls ; tho cells
to be 12 by 10 feet on the inside.

The second-ster- v to be in every respect similar to the
lower one, and accessible By two stairs, one on each side ot
front, door aa shown in drawings ; the ceiling joist of the
spciml floor to h covered with iron the same as the walls,
the joist to be 5 inches thick ; the windows of the outer and
inner walls to be furnished with sash hung on hinges from
the inside so as to be opened at pleasure ; the masoi.6 work
tn nf corn! harrl red brick laid in good strong mortar.

All tha timber to he of erood heart pine, and the materials
throughout of good materials, ia a workmanlike manner ; ,

the whole of the outside work, except the bricks, to have
two coats of white paint, and the inside two coats.
