We notice, from the reported proceedings of

the last meeting of the Board of Commissioners of

town, that the Commissioners of the Wilmington,

Charlotte and Rutherford R. R. Co. have petitioned
for the opening of polls, to decide upon a town sub-

scription of four hundred thousand dollars to the
stock of that work, being the extreme limit of sub-

scription allowed to be made to any one work.
We i eed hardly remark that our columns are open

for all fairly written communications upon this sub-

ject, pro and con. In a matter of so much importance,
too full and free an expression of public opinion can-

not he elicited. But, in thus opening oi;r columns,

Yfe do not feel that we have discharged all our duty

as public journalists. In assuming that position, we

feel that we have assumed with it certain responsibil-

ities and certain duties which we cannot fairly evade

or neglect. Among these responsibilities and duties
is the expression of such opinions upon matters of

public interest as we may deem conducive to a fair
understanding of any question, and of its decision in

the manner most accordant with justice, and condu-

cive to the general prosperity.
In this matter we are to look, first, at the advan-

tages to be secured and the burdens to be imposed,

and second, at the distribution of these burdens and

advantages among the persons composing this com-

munity, the las,t being quite as essential a considera-
tion as the fu st. Now there can be no question about
the great prospective advantage to the trade of the

town likely to arise from the completion of such a
work. This is undoubted and conceded, and has been
enforced too frequently to call for a reconsideration
at the present time. The burdens of a town sub-

scription are equally evident in a permanent indebt-

edness and an onerous taxation, to say nothing of the
tendency which all public assumption of the field of

private interprise has to relax the exertions of the
latter, making individuals much more inclined to call
upon Hercules, and less disposed to put their own
houlderg to the wheel. Now suppose four hundred

thousand dollars worth of bonds sold, and twenty-fou- r

thousand dollars yearly tax imposed to pay the
interest thereon, the danger would be, that the high
rates of rent rendered necessary, would impose bur-

dens upon business and residence here sufficient to
drive away capital, which is not bound to any place,
and prevent the influx of population by rendering it
impossible for people of moderate means to live here;
and this would operate for a length of time before any
compensating advantages could be realized from the
Road or'any dividends accrue to assist in bearing its
burdens. Our town elections instead of being influ-

enced simply by considerations pertaining to our own
local government would become mixed up with Rail-
road policy and Railroad appointments, and parties in
town be made to act upon the Road, and parties on
the Road brought to bear up town.

As to the burdens, it is manifestly impossible that
they could be made to bear equally. No burdens can
be made so to bear. To the man of limited means,
wth but a house in which to live, and a negro or two
to do the work of his family, the taxation would be
all clear burden. His house would not accommodate
his family a whit better, nor his negroes do his work

Revelations of the English Army, Sfc.

We notice that the U. S. Surveying Steamer Water-Witc-h
