There is no longer any reasonable doubt of the

triumph of Mr. Wise in Virginia. We think his ma-jori- ty

wiil be at least 10,000, though the returns
from the western counties may change these figures
materially. Until within a few weeks we had re-
garded his defeat as almost certain. His former vio-
lent opposition to the Locofoco party, and bitter de-

nunciation of Gen. Jackfon and his policy, made it
difficult to secure for him the support ot the Loco-
foco party in the old Dominion. Several prominent
members of the old guard bolted, and refused to la-
bor for him. But with an energy and vigor worthy
of a better cause, he went into the field as his own
exponent, and no man for years has labored so hard
for his parly as has Mr. Wise during the late cam-paig- n.

We have watched the tone of Virginia papers with
interest, to see hat questions were in issue. The
Richmond Whig and the Richmond Enquirer were
fair exponents of the two sides.
