Turg Uxitep States Arsenan, Barox Roveek,
Loursiana.—The Baton Rouge Advocate furnishes
the annexed in'eresting account of the United States
Arzenal at that place :
| One of the largest arsenals of deposite in the Uni-
ted States is the one at this place. The grounds be-
longing to the department embrace an area of iwenty-
seven acres, aud are laid out with much taste. The
buildings consist of storc houses for ammaunition,
magazines for powder, & carpenter-shop, armory,
blacksmith-shop, boarding-house, commandant’s res-
idence, guard houses and artillery sheds. These are
all substantial brick structures.

Some idea of the dimensions of these buildings can
be formed by a rough estimate of their contents, ta-
Len from the official inventory. There is, for in-
stance, in three magazines, 30,000 pounds of powder,
and 9,000,000 rounds of cartridges for small arms
and cannon. The store-houses contain 35,000 mus-
kets, rifles, carbines and pistols, 2,500 sabree, 100
cannons, 600,000 cannon balls and shell, 30,000
