Enclosing more than one Letter in the same Envel-
ope.—It is a penal offence to deposite in any post
office, to be conveyed in the mail, any envelope or
packet containing letlers addressed to different per-
sons. The law upon which the above is based is
frequently violated by persons who are, perhaps, not
aware of iis existence. The thirteenth section of the
act agprovgd March 3, 1847, reads that every person
offending in the manner indicated above “ shall for-
feit the sum of ten dollars, to be recovered by action
quz tam, one-half for the use of the informer, and the
other half for the wse of the Post Office Department.”
There i3 one exception, however, and thai is in the
case of letters addressed to foreign countries.

Dead Letters.—Letters for foreign countries which
cannot be forwarded without pre-payment of post-
age, letters not addressed, or so badly directed that
their destination cannot be ascertained, and letters
addressed to places where there are no post offices,
must be returned to the Post Office Department
monthly with the refused and foreign dead letters.
When refused letters, or letters which cannot be de-
livered, or letters from foreign countries, or any such

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REVIEW OF THE WILMINGTON MARKET.

FOI THE WEEK ENDING SEPTEMBER 20TH. I835.

Remarks.—However contrary to our wishes, we have to
advance our quotations again on everal important articles
required for consumption here. TFor these we have,in a
great measure, to rely on Northern markets, not because it
is our choiee to do so, but for the reason that we do not pos-
sess the same facilities for carrying on foreign and western
trade. How long such a state of things is to exist is beyond
our power to compate. Of one thing, however, we are cer-
tain—that the merchants of Wilmington are snxious to do
all in their power to make it a desirable mart ; and, so far

| as their means are concerned, let no opportunity pass unob-

served by which the interests of the people can be promoted.
While, at the North, there isa general boast of increasing
business, with money abundant for all legitimate purposes—
the banks there stepping forward, with a commendable spir-
it, to assist the merchants in retrieving ground lost by the
late pressure—we are assared, at home, in Wilmington, the:
the contrary is the case. 1t cannot be denied but that some
here, as elsewhere, in their anxiety to do business, have over-
stepped the bounds of pruderce to a very large amount ; but,
it is to be hoped, the lessons so dearly bought will have an
healthful influence on all their futu e transactions. If such
should be the case, as we hope it will, the merchants of Wil-
mington can have no occasion to yield an iota to the same
class in northern cities ; nor will our banks have any reason
to withhold from them such facilities as their fegitimale busi-
negs may require  We do not advocate the interests of the
Banks ; while, at the same time, we contend they should not
be censured for results bronght about by causcs beyond their
control.
