Our Foreign Relations. Two matters at present

before the public, attract attention to our relations

to European countries. One is the undoubted com-

plicity of high British officials, in the attempted vio-

lation of our neutrality laws, by the raising within

the jurisdiction of the United States, of a Foreign

legion, for the British service. It is now next to ab-

solutely certain nay, we may say absolutely cer-

tain, without qualification, that Mr. Crampion, the

British Minister, has been a party to these transac-

tions. We see no course for our government but the

dismissal of Crampton, and a demand upon the Brit-is- h

government for a complete disavowal of all his

acts.
The other matter has relation to the Sound dues.

Tbeso are certain tolls collected by Denmark from all

mercantile vessels passing into the Baltic through

the narrow sound between the Island of Zealand and

the opposite coast ot Sweden. The foundation of

this claim is to pay Denmark for keeping up light-

houses, to assist in the navigation of the narrow and

dangerous seas at the mouth of the Baltic. But the

exaction no longer partakes of its origiral character.

It has long come to be regarded as a mere matter of

revenue, and, indeed, supplies the Denmark govern-

ment with about one-fift- h of its income.

Frightful Taxation. The largest tax ever Known to
be imposed in the United States is said to be that of Brook-lv- n.

N Y.. since its consolidation with Williamsburg and

in that city is $1,532,427, or one dollar and sixty-tw- o cents
on every one hundred dollars of taxables. In one ward of
the city, comprising a part of what was late Williamsburg,
where there is an additional local assessment, the tax is two
dollars and twenty-eigh- t cents on the hundred dollars ! Ex-
change Paper.

The same frightful taxation is not confined to Brook-

lyn, but is rapidly becoming the rule rather than the

exception, with towns and cities of the country. It

results from the immense mass of corporate indebted-

ness. States, towns, cities, counties, every organized

body, is becoming deeply indebted. The Federal
debts are as nothing compared with the State debts,
and, in many cases, the State debts are as nothing,
compared with the municipal or local debts. If this
thing goes on the people of the United States will
be among the most heavily taxed on earth. In Phil-

adelphia the taxes are one-fourt- h of the whole in-

come from real estate ; in Brooklyn nearly one-thir- d ;

in New York city over one-fift- h ; in some places less

and in some more, but in nearly all interest on debt

is the crushing item. These facts bring with them
reflections which cannot be avoided. They ask us
to pause and think. If all these burdens are lightly
borne, it is because of the virgin resources of a new
country, upon whose capital we draw, not that the
burdens themselves are light. Two per cent, of tax-

es could not be paid in an old country, where the av-

erage return upon real estate is not more than half
of what it is with us. Certainly, other causes than
lightness of taxation must be looked to to account for
the general prosperity of the country as compared
with Europe.

Big apples or pears, or other things, sometimes

come very opportunely to the relief of a sufferer who
has no present taste for grave discussion, and can find
no item of passing interest upon which to hang a para-
graph.

But the result of
the general assault and the occupation of the south-
ern side by the allies entirely changes the strategical
positions of the combatants, and also the objects of
the campaign. The struggle for the possession of
Sebastopol is at an end. That prize is in our hands,
and, as the defence of the fortress and the harbor was
the grand object of the Russians, they have nothing
left on that spot to contend for. The mere occupation
of the north side of the port is a barren advantage,
for, though it might hold a garrison, it cannot shel-
ter a defeated army ; and it is obvious that, after the
failure of the main object, all the ability and gener-
alship of the Russians will be required to save the
whole body of their forces in the Crimea from de
struction. We therefore infer that the northern forts
will either be held for a time by a limited garrison,
or, more probably, altogether abandoned, in the hope
of saving the army. Never was an army in a more
critical position. They are confined within a penin-
sula which affords thecr no other fortified position,
no sustenance for the troops, and no water beyond a
certain line. The sea, covered with hostile vessels,
surrounds three sides of this theatre of war, and the
fourth is separated from the Russian base of opera
tions by steppes and marshes. The allied armies
already occupy strorg positions at Eupatoria and
Yenikale, which can be reinforced in a few hours by
sea, so as to threaten the Russians in their flank and
rear: and while it is imnossible for the enemv io
hold his ground in the south of the Crimea for
which, indeed, there is now no further object to re-
treat in this season across the country is a formidable
undertakine, while the loss of a battle in the ODen
held would be absolute destruction. The Russians
are in a trap, trom which the Tchonerar road and tho
isthmus of Perekon are the only means of escane.
