Aequisition of Forelgn Territory.

raised in England, against the spirit of territorial ag-
gression and acquisition which prevails in the United
States, eontrasts what has been done by each Gov-
ernment 1n this behalf, thus :
Passing over the singular appropriateness of the
discovery by a nation which, in common with our-
selves, sprang from the three boldest and greatest ra-
ces of robbers that the world ever kuew—the Sax-
ons, the Danes and the Normans: and coming al
once to the charge fastened upon the United Ntates
by British writers, it becomes curious to compare the
number, extent and manner of the acquisition of
foreign teiritory which have been made by the Uni-
ted States and Great Britain respectively since the
former became an independent nation.
Thoee of the United States can be summed up in
' very few words. In 1800, Mr. Jefferson bought Lou-
{isiana from France for $15,000,000. In 1821 Flori-
' da was ceded by Spain, without vinlence or compul-
 sion of any kind, in consideration of claims for spoil-
‘ation upon American commerce. In 1845, on her
 reiterated prayer, the independent State of Texas
' was admitted to the Union. In 1848, after the war
' with Mexico, California and a tract of unsetiled land
| were acquired from the conquered power by pur-
| chase, and the latier enabled to recover from the war
'and reinstate her government by the aid of the mo-
ney pail over by her conquerer, the United States.
| In 1853 a strip of land in the Messilla valley was
purchased for $10,000,000 These are the acquisi-
| ions which the United States have made.
| Shortly after the establishment of American inde-
| pendence, the British concluded the Mysore war, and
on the death of Tippo Saib, seized the virtual sover-

of inhabitants. The acquisition of iights which, if
not actually rights of sovereignty, were a fair sub-
stituate for them, followed the Mahraita war. In
1813, the Nepaulese towns were occupied ; in 1817
Ahmedabad, together with several other cities, were
ceded to the British by the conquered people of Gu-
zerat. In the year 1824, Aracan was seized, and
during the two following years the Assam and Te-
nasserim provinces. At the same time, strange lo
say, Malacca was bought by the British. In 1834
peace was secured by the cccupation by British sol-
diers of large tracts of land in Southern India and
on the Sutlej. In 1844 Scinde was conquered, and
four or five years afterwards, the Punjaub and Satia.
Quite recently the Rajaship of Sumbulilpore,

ded by force to the Indian dominion. Berides these
Indian possessions, Great Britain acquired, by treaty
from the Chinese, the island of Hong Kong in 1841.

In Africa, since the independence of the United
States, the British wrested Cape Town and its de-
pendent territory from the ['utch in 1795. Since
that time the territory has constantly spread itself
northward, encroaching upon the Caffiess, with
whom a war is constantly carried oun.

In the Mediterranean, Nelson seized and appro-
priated Malta, for Englend, in 1800. In 1814 the
lonian Islands were received uuder British protec-
tion, Gibraltar having been secured long previously.

It was in 1788 that the first British settlement was
made in Australia, and in 1815, in New Zealand.—
These two encroachments on land occupied by na-
tives have alone given to Great Britain an extent of
territory greater than the whole settled portion of
the United States.

On comparing these acquisitions with those of the
United Siates, it appears that Great Britain has
wrested thousands of square miles of land from their
ownets, after victories in war, an! by the mere jus
fartiorss, while this country has become ppacen'b'-}‘
ergners T ket Belarhe Weeaviningdfrasudas-
ions, has not proportionately increased the number
of free suhjects of the crown, while the inhabitants
ol each new acquisition of the United States have
been granted the same rights as the oldest setllers:

territory acquired by the United States since their in-
ependence, Great Britain has, during the same pe-
riod, acquired more than ten.

DuprLEy SeLpEN—A ReEmmiscexce.—The Buffalo
Courier, in recording the recent sudden death of
Dud.le; Selden, Esq., in Paris, relates the following
reminiscence :

His sudden death recalls to mind the extraordinary
incidents connected with the trial, conviction and
suicide of his relative, John C. Colt, convicted of the
murder of Adams, the printer. Mr. Seldon, it will
he remembered, was the principal counsel of Colt,
and exerted himself to the utmost to save him.

The writer well remembers the extraordinary sen-
sation in New York occasioned by tte discovery of
Adams's body on a Sunday morning ; the crowd of
excited people that followed the corpse of the mur-
dered man from the ship, through the Park, to the
wublic buildings in rear of the City Hall. The trial,
oo! With what eager solicitude was read the testi-
mony ! how completely absorbed in it was the whole
public mind in New York! Nothing else was talked
of. Then came t} e verdict—Guilty’ And then the
efforts to procure 4 commutation of sentence—efforts
that were never surpassed before, and never have
heen since, whether as regards the immense influ-
ence and pressure brought to bear on the Executive,
or the wcnderful ability and persistence with which
they were urged.

As the last minute of the hour came,
the Sheriff, in official costume, followed by other offi-
cers, proceeded to the cell, opened the door, and there
beheld, streiched upon the bed, the lifeless form of the
murderer! He had unbuttoned his waistcoat, opened

his shirt, placed the point of a small Spanish dirk di-

rectly against his heart, and with one firm blow

plunged it to the hilt! Inan instant he was dead.—

A few momnents later, and the prison were discovered

to be on fire, but the flames were soon arrested. —

Those who had been summoned to witness the last

fatal act in the scene, slowly and noiselessly dispersed,

and so ended the double tragedy

Tue Povisu Cossacks.— We are glad that the gov-
ernment have at length adopted a measure of such
great and obvious mﬁity as the employment of Polish
refugees in the war against Russia. We are not in-
deed to have a Polish as well as an Italian legion ;
for that might give umbrage to an ally who supplies
Russia with munitions of war, and who, not content
with lately seizing an officer in the English service
on neutral territory, treated the uniform he wore
with every mark of indignity ; but still the English
govenment takes into their pay a large hody of Poles

| (upwards of 1,500 are already organized,) although

nominally they will be in the service of the Sultan.
It had been expressly stipulated on behalf of the
Poles who may join the Cossacks that they shall not
receive any bounty for enlistment.

General Count Ladislas Zamoyski, who will com-
mand the Turkish Contingent, is a man of Earopean
reputation, not only as a soldier, but as a diplomatist
also. He served with great distinction in the war of
1830 °31, in the Sardinian campaign against Austria
in 1849. He enjoys much influence with the Turk-
ish government, having been mainly instiumental in
bringing about a good understanding between the
Porte and its Slavonic subjects. Belonging to one
it in his power at any moment to purchase, by sub-
mission, wealth and such dignities as a Czar can be-
stow, he has preferred a life of exile and incessant
labor on behalf of his country. He now leaves Eng-
land to take the command of the Cossacks of the Sul-
tan, and we do not doubt that, before many months
have elapsed, they will have performed achievements
worthy of men who boast their descent from the de-
fenders of Vienna and the conquerors of Moscow.—
London Examiner, Nov. 24.

Her internal
fittings will be elegant and tasteful, and accommoda-
tion will be afforded for one hundred first class and
four hundred second class passengers. Stowage
space for 1,600 tons of cargo will also he provided.
The ceremony of naming was gracefully performed
by Miss Towers. Captain Cumming, at present com-
mannding the company's ship Glasgow, is the gen-
tlemaa appointed to the command of the Edinburgh,
and we have no doubt, as formerly, he will distin-
guish himself as an able officer.
