The convention or treaty, familiarly knewn as the
“ Clayton-Bulwer treaty,” was concluded on the 19th
of April, 1850 ; ratified by the United States on the
22d of May, 1850 ; exchanged on the 4th of July,
1850 ; and proclaimed by President Taylor on July
1850. It professes to be a * Convention between thie
United States and Her Britannic Majesty, for facilita-

between the Atlantic and Pacific oceans, and for other
purposes " Afier the usual paragraph, setting forth
the purpose of the Convention, the parties thereto,
and the respective plenipotentiaries acting for the
same, we have the first article, which comprises the
whole question at issue, and it is in these words:

“ The government of the United States und Great
Britain hereby declare that ne=ither the one nor the
other will ever obtain or maintain for himse!f any
exclusive control over the said ship-canal ; agreeing
that neither will erect or maintain any fortifications
commanding the same, or in the viciuity thereof, or
occupy, or fortify, or colonise, or assume or exercise
any dominion over Nicaragua, Costa Rica, the Mos-
quito coast, or any part of Central America; nor
will either make use of any protection which either
affords, or may afford, or any alliance which either
has, or may have, to or with any Siate or people, for

lifications, or of accupying, fortifying. or colonising
Nicaragua, Costa Rica, the Mosquito coast, or any
part of Central America, or of assuming or exerei-
sing dominion over the same, nor will the Unitel
States or Great Britain take advantage of any inti-
macy, or use any alliance, connection, or influence
that either may possess with any State or govern-
ment through whose territory the said cana' may
pass, for the purpose of acquiring or holding, direct-
ly or indirectly, for the citizens or subjects ol the one,

navigation through the said canal which shall not
be offered on the same terms to ihe citizens o subject
of the other.”

The construction of this article by the Unitel
States and England is materially variant. The lat-
ter has certain rights in ** the Belize ” on the shores
of Honduras, granted by Spain; they consist of a li-
cense to cut certain woods, but expressly prohibit the
exercise of any civil authority. Beyond this, Great
Britain has assumed the protectorate over the Mos
quito Indians which is a palpable and demonsirable
infringement of her treaties with Spain. The gra-
dual encroachments of Great Britain in Central Amer-
ica, under pretended rights, and especially as they
manifested themselves after our aequisition of Cali-
fornia, induced the United Ntaies to press inquiry of
the British Ministry respecting their desizus, through
Mr. Lawrence, and this movemen: uitimated in the
treaty of 1850, of which the first aitic e appears above.

and the actual occupancy of a cansi‘erable portion
of the territory. He also denies that the British
construction ef the treaty imposrs upon the United
States a self-denying cbligation which was not equal-
ly contracted by Great Britain; and [uither contends
that if the convention did bear ke meaning attached
to it by the United Siates, it would then have im-
posed upon Great Britain the ohligation fo 1enounce
possessions and rights without any equivalent renan

ciation on the part of the United States.  This diplo- |
matic gquibble is hardly worth refutation.  “The faer
is that the convention originaed in the ohjection ol
the United States to the pretensions of Great Britain

The End of Abolition.

If the veil were lifted and Abolitionists permitted
to see the results—the final end of this hideous ¢ en-
terprise,’ there is not one—not a single man, woman,
or even a ‘f{ree’ negro that would not start back in
horror and dismay from the frightful consequences
which now in their blind wickedness and ignorant
infatuation they are so earnestly laboring for.

We have been permiited to look over the memo-
randa and notes of a gentleman who has been en-
gaged several years in investigating this subject, and
which are now ready for publication, and for the
benefit of our readers we give the resuits, or the lead-
ing results thus arrived at.

Ist—A white man ‘ married’ to, or cohabiting with
a negress there will be fewer children than with the
unmixed ¢ blood.

2nd—This offspring intermarrying with other hy-
brids will have still fewer children.

3d—This offspring intermingling with h{hrida or
mulattoes of the same degree, or remove, will exhibit
a still lower degree ot vitality,

4th—Mulattoes of the third generation are exceed-
ingly fragile and rarely reach maturity.

Sth—-The fourth generation of the mixed blood
are as positively incapable of reproducing themselves
as the mule or as any of the hybrids are in the sin-
gle generation.

These general conclusions are derived from a vast
namber of facts, and they are confirmed by the ob-
servation of every man living in localities where
this mixed material is found and indeed by the whole
history of the past, for such & thing as a new *race’
or a community springing, from two different races,
never has, as it never will be seen.

Pritchard and other European writers, with no
practical knowledge of any race except their own,
et out to colleet facts to confirm their theory that
Mongols, Malays, Indians, negroes, &e., were all
Caucasians or white men—that is, no matier what
their external appearances, that they all had the
samo faenllies and the same nature as the 200 mil-
lions of Europe.

The great point relied on to prove the unity or
oneness*of all these diverse beings was the virility of
malattos. Naturalists rely upon the fertiliny of off-
spring as a test of species—thus the mule is sterile
—therefore the horse and ass are different species.
But they found the mulatto begat offspring, therefore
the white and negro, they said constituted a single
species.

It is strange, indeed, and absolutely discreditable
to the scientific men of America, that this absurd
conclusion, or rather that this absurl assu.apiion
has not been exploded. A single moment’s reflec-
tion 1s sufficient to show its unsounduess, even to a
non-scientific person, or any one ignorant of the facts
involved, yet the whole European scientific world
has hitherto accepted it as a basis or slarting point
for all their reasonings on this sahjeet cnd mposed
it on ourseives! White men and negroes are human
being~, horses and asses are animal beings, therefore
the inductions ol Pritehard are necessarily false. |
But he was equally false in his facts or assumed fues.t
The mulatto 1s as positively sterile as the mule, but
being human, while the mule is merely animal, this
sterility, of course, mauifests itself in a widely differ-
ent manner.

The mulatto, with constantly diminishing vitality,
reaches its limits in the fourth generation, beyond
which it is as impossible to reproduce itself as it is
to the former to pass beyond the single generation.
The rule or test of naturalists is as reliable in one
case us the other, when a/l the facts are presented,
and in their proper order ; thus the mule, an animal
{imited to a ~ingle geneiation cunnot reproduce itself,
therefore horses and asses are dufferent species—1hus
too the mulatto, a human beirg limited to four gene-
rations cannot reproduce itself, therefore whites and
negroes are different species.

Hybiidity varies, ol course, not merely in regard
to men and animals but among the latier; yet on
this wretched assumption that the mule and mulatto
must manifest or must be tested by precisely the
same formula has rested, and still rests the whole
European dogma on a single race, and the conse-
quent conclusion that the social system of half of the
States of this Union is a monstrous nutrage on rea-
son and humanity.

We have ouly 10 apply these physilogical data, or
we have only to contemplate the doctrines of aboli-
tioni=m in tae Light of these facts to see where it would
end. The abolitionists, excepting the European as-
sumption of a single race, demand that the three
millions of negroes bie immediately declared free, and
placed on a common lezal and political level with
the twenty millions of whites. [l this were done it
would he followed, of course, sooner or later by ad-
mixture of blood—tliese negroes would disappear,
there would be only mulattoces—then mongrels, and
finally with the diminishing vitality of the mongrel
element, a time would come w hen every drop or par-
ticle of negro blood would us utterly disappear as if
there had never been a negro on this continent,—
And here i8 where these * Amis des noirs' would end
their hideous philanthropy —their impious humanity
—in the death—the utter extinetion of their proteges.
But this annibilation of the negro, repulsive as it
is to our sentiments of humanity, is not all or ever.
the worst feature of this hideous anti slavery *enter-
prise.”  Mulatioism is an abnormalism—a disease—
a condition of extreme suffering. Individuals of the
first or second generation even may be unconscious
of it, but physicians of extensive experience know
that while few reach old or even middle age, that
the amount of suffering—the imperfect development
—the fragility—the malformation—the difficult and
painfnl gestation among this class of the population,
make up an amount of misery so extensive and terri-
ble, that nature kindly interposes to stop it by limit-
ing existence itsell ; and in view of this condition—
this suffering—this abnormalism deformed and trans-
formed secor.dary or disease, humanity, and leaving
our own race entirely out of view, there can be no
doubt that to instantly slaughter all the negroes of
this Union would he an act of high humanity in com-
passion, or in other words to cut the thicats of the
three millions of negroes at the Nouth would he
generous and humane in contrast with the ** free-
dom”—equality—admixture—hibrilism—mongrelism
—decay and final extinciion proposed by abolition-
ism

To curselves—our own race—progress—the cause
of civilization —the success of abolitonism, would be
frightful, bul probably not fatal. It would be a hide-
ous vleer on the social organism, but at its extremi-
ties, not at its heart, and the naticn would not onl
slough it off but in the course of time probably re-
cover {iom it. The treedom--equality—admixture
of the three millions of negroes would involve the
social destruction — the 'ebauchment, decay and

And certainly there is not an American citizen, who
looks to the future, but will be impressed with doubt
whether we have not surrendeied infinitely more val-
uable privileges and rights than Great Biitain was
understood to do by the treaty.

As the diplomac; of the United Niates s untler-
stood to be fair and candid, so is it upen under proper
circumstances. The people have now before them
a distinet view of the question, as it exists hetween
the two countries, relative 10 the Central American
treaty. The diplomatic correspondence on the sub-
ject, with the views of the Pres:dent, are sufficient to
show an unpleasant cause of future difficulty, espe-
cially as the present aspect of the case offers no al-
ternative but the complete withdrawal of England
from the construction she affects, and from the terri-
tory she continues to occupy in contiavention of the
letter and =pirit of the treaty.

ExNcrLaND.—Samuel Rogers, the poet, author of the
