The Datlington Flag thus speaks of it.
" To our jiulftement, the only question of concern

to us is the preservation of those rights in tli Union,
on which the security of our social system and of our
property depends. The President discusses this whole
subject, under the constitutional theory of the Go em-

inent, and the historical relations of slavery to the
Union. Much as we have admire.! and trusted Mr.
Pierce before, wc never deemed him equal to this last
crovvnin-r- . effort of exalted patriotism and compre-
hensive statesmanship. We have published at length
this portion of the message. Every Southern man
ought to read it. If his blood does not boil with in-

dignation at this calm and iupartial recital of his
wrongs, and his umemunerated endurance, by a
Northern man, it is time for us to get our houses in
order not to live but to die. If any Southern man
can reid this able and disinterested vindication of our
cause and refuse his confidence to the President and
the party, which he has, by hie wise counsels and
generous example restored to its ancient orthodoxy,
as a constitutional and State Rights party why,
neither would such a man trust John C. Calhoun
himself."

Democratic Meeting In Moore County.
We learn from the Fayetteville Carolinian that a

Democratic meeting was held at Carthage, Moore
county, on the 12th inst., for the purpose of express-
ing the approval of the meeting for the late message
of the President.

Col. Morrison, on behalf of the committee appoint
ed to draw up resolutions, made the fcl cwlrg repo;tJ
which was unanimously adopted :

We, as friends of the present administration, hare
assembled here to-da- y for the purpose of exercising
the right guarantied lo the citizens of our common
country, of publicly expressing our approval or dis-
approval of the measures acted upon, or likely to be
acted upon by those who are the rightful guardians
of the people's and country's rights. In the exercise
of this right we ara pleased to say that the late Mes-
sage of the President of the United States to the
Senate, although repudiated by a majority of the
people's Representatives, meet with our hearty ap-
proval. We admire it for the manly, constitutional,
open and indepen lent spirit that pervades every line
of it. We approve of his views so clearly expressed
on all matters touching our relations with the great
Powers of the earth. We approve of his suggestions
on the subject of the tariff; believing that M the pur-
poses of revenue alone can justify the imposition of
duties on imports." And most especially do we ap-
prove of his views on tho constitutional relations of
slavery. Such a frank and open expression of senti
ments on this great and momentuous subject, which
now seems lo threaten the destruction of the fairest
heritage ever devised by mortal man, the Union of
the United States of America, we deem worthy of
the highest condemnation. Of this, what better
proof could be adduced than the admission of his
political opponents. The Fayetteville Observer
says: "The promulgation of such just, conserva-
tive, patriotic sentiments, clothed in language of
glowing eloquence, and carrying with them the pow-
er and influence of his high office, is worthy of all
praise." The Fayetteville Argus says: "But we
are not disposed to criticise a document that we re-
gard as really patriotic in its tone." But much as
we are pleased at finding such sentiments promulga-
ted by the President of the United States to his fel

low-citizen- s, it is painful to know that a large pro
portion of them oppose his views, we mean the
Northern portion. And here we would pause, and
respectfully ask them lo consider what they are do-

ing, and to give the subject that calm and impartial
consideration wnicn us importance oemanus, lest oy
heedlessly violating the constitution and abrogating
laws passed under the authority of its clear provi-
sions, the day may come when forbearance will cease
on our part to be a virtue. Their good character and
acknowledged ability on all other subjects might
lead us to expect better thincs of them ; and
we hope by a socond sober thought, thoy will be pro- -
vented from persisting too far in a fantastical war-
fare against Southern institutions. We hope to find
them in the future, seekers of the peace and welfare
of tho country, rather than mere agitators seeking
place and emolument by duping the people.

in turther exercise ot our rights, wo offer the fol
lowing resolves :

Resolved, That in view of the present condition of
our country and the aspect of its affairs, that it be
hooves us to consider well in whose hands its best in- -

teresls are placed ; in doing so, it is our pride to ac-

knowledge that we have such a leader as Franklin
Pierce, backed by such patriots and statesmen from
his own section of the Union as Cass, Buchanan,
Marcy, Richardson and Douglas, with a host of
others, under such leadership, knowing that tho
Soum is true, we iiave every reason to hope that the
Union shall bo preserved.

Resolved, That with all due deference to the ac-
tion ol the National Convention, when assembled, we
will mention the name of Franklin Pierce as our first
choice for ho office ho now so ably and faithfully
fills ; and while expressing our preference as to who
shall fill the Presidential chair, we with equal frank-
ness recommend Hon. James C. Dobbin, ot the " Old
North State " as our first choice for Vice President of
these United States for the ensuing Presidential term.
With Pierce and Dobbin at the head of our national
affairs we shall know no North, no South, no East, no
West, but one common country.

Resolved, That we consider the Democratic party
the only conservative and truly national party.

Resolved, That while we consider the so called
American party, south, sound on the great question
of slavery that their northern brethren, by shamless
abandonment of the Nebraska principle, as embobied
in the 12th article of the Philadelphia Platform, have
disregarded the known and manifest letter of the
Constitution and laws passed under its sanction, and
therefore are not entitled to our confidence.

Resolved, That whilst we have entire confidence
in a large number of our northern brethren, yet there
are some whose course we cannot too severely cen-
sure ; among whom are many professed ministers of
the gospel, who under cover of their sacred calling
and influence are spreading broad-cas- t the seeds of
fanaticism, political discord and disunion rather than
teaching and enforcing the sublime doctrine, that
man should love one another, and be in subjection
to the powers that be.

The meeting was ably addressed by the Chairman,
A. R. Black, Esq., Col. Morrison, Dr. Shaw, R. G.
Barrett, Esq., and Dr. Turner.

Salt River. Many person s suppose the river of
this name to be an imaginary stream, up which de-

feated politicians are 6ent by a Bort of figure of speech.
Indeed, it is doubtful whether one hundred ever
thought of inquiring into the length, breadth, depth
or locality. From the description which follows it i
certain that the exile had such a journey to make.

"This river, (says Bayard Taylor) where it de-

bouches into the Ohio river, is not more than sixty
yards in breadth, but very deep. It is never forda-bl- e

even in the dryest season, and being navigable
for fourteen miles above has not been bridged at this
point. We descended its steep and difficult banks,
embarked our carriages on a flat ferry-boa- t and were
conveyed across. The view looking up the river
was very beautiful. Tall sycamores clothed the
bank, dropping iheir boughs almost to the water, and
forming a beautiful vista of foliage through which
the stream curved out of sight between two large
wooden hills. I longed to be rowed up it. VVhile

n the spot I took occasion to inquire the derivation
of the slang political phrase, " Rowed up Salt River,"
and succeeded in discovering it. Formerly there
were extensive salt works on the river, a short dis-
tance from its mouth. The laborers employed in
them were a set of athletic, belligerent fellows, who
soon became noted far and wide for their achieve-
ments in the pugilistic line. Hence it became a com-
mon thing among the boatmen on the Ohio, when "

one of their number became refractory, to say lo him,
" We'll row you up Salt River," when of course tho
bully saltmen would have the handling of him. By
a natural figure of speech the expression was applied
to political candidates, first, I believe, in the Presi-
dential campaign of 1840."

Treaty between Russia and the United States.
The following is published in the English papers :

A telegraphic despatch from Berlin relates an un
confirmed rumor to the effect that Russia and the
United States have concluded a treaty, offensive and
defensive, in case war 6houId breakout between Brit
ain and America, but another version is, that the
agreement merely relates to the purchase of ships-of-wa- r.

The following is a paragraph in the Vienna Aus-
trian Gazette : " There is a good deal of talk in the
military circles of a treaty having recently been con-
cluded between the Cabinets of St. Petersburg and
Washington, in which they bind themselves to lend
each other effective assistance in the event of war
breaking out between the United States and the West-
ern Powers. It is further said, and with greater
probability, that Russia is negotiating with the Uni-

ted States for forty-fiv- e or fifty ships ol war."

Alas ! gentlemen, this kind of pleading began di-

rectly alter the first transgression, and is as old as
fallen human nature itself ; It is hard frequently to
do right it is harder still to own the wrong.

Did you expect to consolidate a Southern union in
your mystic councils ? Was every Southern freeman
to ride the goat learn the mystenous Shibboleth
take the oaths and pass under the abacus of the grand
Captain 1 If not, it is hard to imagine how you
could have hoped to escape the lot of ull other par-ti- cs

opposition, intensified it mav be. at limes. tr
virulence. If the warmest Know-Nothin- g will date
back a Utile, and ask what ten years ago, he himself
would have said of seciet oath-houn- d political con-
claves, he will not wonder at what is said of them
by their opponents now. How was it possible thev
should escape that earnest and indignant remon-
strance from some, which a few years ago they would
nave received irom all :

But hard names are for boys and blackguards.
i hey only stick where there is a fitness. The oodo
sition might with equal reason rebel at the stigmas
" Anti-America- n, Foreign party, traitors," &c, when
have been hurled at them. They neither ask or ex-
pect an exemption from the common lot of all politi-
cal parties in a free government, where the liberty of
the nres'S lias little else to restrain it than the taste
and judgment of every man who wages a pen. It is
certainly a novel procedure for a party to raise a new
issue in a State, and then charge the division upon it
to the account of their political adversaries.

Sincerity, however, has no use for quibbles, cavils
and special pleadings. Know-Nothin- g friends, which
they talk about what thev would have done or would
do, if democratic politic. ans had not done or said
thus ana so, must pardon us if we believe they are
only trying to quiet themselves and their followers.
There is much in the signs of the limes to justify, in
both, the most grave and serious apprehensions.

Northward, their whole political horizon shows
not a bow of promise not a streak of light. Every
one of their conclaves in the States
has repudiated the conciliatory platform laid down
at Philadelphia (equivalent to a rejection of these
Constitutional compromises upon slavery, and their
own organ at Washington declares a union upon the
compromises impossible. They or the party must be
given up. in Kentucky and Virginia, aware of the
alternative, they are paving the way for a surrende
of the Constitution. Know Nothing meetinsrs in botl
States have already acceded to the terms of the abo-
litionists. In Congress it stands as among the peo-
ple. The whole Northern Know Nothing represen-
tation, with two or three exceptions, is uncompro-
misingly free coil,. and will he found, as Boon as it
finds a voice, to embody some of the most ultra
radical and bigot ted abolitionism that ever gained a
place on that floor.

To this Northern wing, so strictly sectional, the
Southern, whether she desires it or not, are le.iding
the aid and countenance of a nuasj
Iay, wiihuui charging the intent, we maintain that
Southern Know Nothingism could hardly pursue a
more ruinous and suicidal policy for tier own section
than she is doing. So long as she keeps up her or-
ganization, so long will Northern Know Nothingism
enjoy the prestige of a national party, and hold a
vantage ground against the South and her friends in
llint quarter, which black republicanism alone, or
any mere sectional parties, would b wholly unable
to do. The friends of the South the champions of
the Constitution, of intersectional peace and national
integrity are, by this policy, confronted with two
foes working the same end with differing means
whereas, in the other case, they would have substan-
tially but one.

We appeal to t ie good sense and patriotism of our
intelligent Know Nothing reader, if there is any
possible arrangement to he made with Northern
Know Nothingim, which will not be likely to result
in national danger. Compound with it as you will.
it is the same old consolidated sectionalism, not a
whit less objectionable than the black republicanism
of Seward or W ilson, and more dangerous, because
it strikes by indirection and in the dark. Elect your
President, and even if he be a fair man. with what
influences do you surround him How do you fill
your Cabinet and j'our Congress, and what promise
can you have of a moment's party or sectional
peace 1 I he whole political elements about your ad.
ministration would be surcharged with mischief-H- e

who cannot see this, is blind lo all present devel
opments There is no chance for the country, but
in a sound man elected by sound men iu opposition
to fanatics and sectionalists, fighting under what
pretence or cover they may.

The Democracy, North and South, in Congress and
through the President, have taken a determined,
open and unflinching stand again-- t fanaticism and
sectionalism in ali shapes and disguises, and upon
them devolves this mighty struggle. They cannot
escape it if they would and they would not if they
could. If Northern Know-Nothingis- as such,
takes a hand in this nglit, it must be as a sneaking
guerilla, hanging round the heels of a noble party,
and carrying off voters' to abolitionism under pretence
of no Popery and no Foreign influence Don't you
see that this must be o, and by lending it counte-
nance and dignity, you increase its power to smite
down your Northern friercs and prostrate your own
section ?

Why, then, blind your eyes to the tu'ith 1 Why,
through a false pride of opinion or m..-- latency, ad-

here to ;m organization which is peifecily powerless
for good, and will, perhaps, be practically more pow
erful lor national mischiet than black republicanism
itself?
