The debate in the house on Wednesday possessed
more than ordinary interest. Our Washington cor-
respondent has sketched its main features, and com-
mented on the capital speech of Mr. Caruthere, a
whig of Missouri. He did not purpose so much to
explain why he had voted for Mr. Richardson, as to
show why he could not vote for others. Air. Fuller
was elected on the anti-Nebrask- a issue, beating in
the cr.nvass Mr. Wiight, who, in the last congrese,
was sound on the Kansas and Nebraska quesdon.
Mr. Fuller was questioned as to whether he would
vote for a restoration of the Missouri restriction, and
Mr. Caruthers thus spoke of his reply :

" I heard it and 1 marked it well, and upon it res's
my eternal opposition to his election as speaker. He
replied that he was in favor of the restoration of the
Missouri resiriction ; that it he had been in the last
congress, he would have been opposed to the Kansas-N-

ebraska bill ; and that he was in favor of re-

storing the Missouri restriction, if it could be done;
but as it could not be done, as a practical statesman,
he was against all agitauon. This may suit other
gentlemen ; it does not suit me. I want a man who

with me to stand upon some principle
upon which 1 can meet him.

The principles of the Kansas Nebraska bill are
riitht, or they are wroiiir. II they are right, those of
us who sustained that bill arted rightly. If they are
wrong, we acted wrongly. If it was right to repeal
the Missotui compromise, then that repeal should
stand. If it wfts wrong, he is a coward who declares
it wrong and does not declare for restoring it. f Loud
applause on the floor.

Mr. Cox aked Mr. Caruthers whether there was
no whig in the bouse for whom he would vote ? Mr.
Carulheis replied as follows:

I saw no whig banner there. In that canvass for
governor there was no whig candidate no nun car-

rying the whig colors Casting my eyes from Ten-
nessee, I looked over to the Sdate from which the gen-

tleman himself hails to the gallant, noble, revered
old Kentucky. What did 1 see there 1 The old
banner under which I had raliied from the days of
my childhood, and which ha I ever been borne aloft
by her gallant son- - where was it? It was trailing
iniiloriously over the grave of the immortal Clay.
And when you biing down that banner upon the
grave of Clay, could I believe that the whig party
still existed ? Sir, I did not believe it. f you could
take down that banner and fold it quietly over the
grave of that immortal patriot and statesman the
first statesman of his limes, the most eloquent man
of any time, and the greatest party leader of all the

REVIEW OF THE WILMINGTON MARKET,
FOR THE WEEK JANUARV 24TH, 1S56.

Notwithstanding the recent heavy rains the receipts of
country produce have been exceedingly small compared with
the arrivals generally during a freshet. The river between
this place and Fayettaville continues at a high stage, and
our heaviest draught boats run regularly. Since our last re-
view business has assumed a livelier aspect, and the prices of
naval stores have advanced a shade. For crude turpentine

fair demand has existed, and prices advanced 10 cents;
spirits turpentine has ruled steady at about same quotation ;

Rosins have been firm, with light arrivals, and a small
itock on market: Common shows an advance of 5 7 cents,
and Tar 5 cents. Cotton has ruled steady at about former
rates, and. finds ready sale. In Flour there has been little or
nothing done owing mainly to the light stock, and wo ad-

vance our rates 50 cents jj bbl. No change in Corn, and
nothing done except in the retail way. For Wheat we note
some enquiry; no receipts. N. C. cured Bacon has been
brought in rather more frely and has declined a shade.
Sugars are without change in price, and little or none on
market. Timber has been in moderate enquiry, and sales
effected at an Advance on last week' quotations Below
will be found the week's leview, to which we would refer for
such transactions as we h ive been able to obtain :
