The Use of Gas for Light.
The lollowing interesting account of the manufac-

| ture of eas, the improvements effected in ite use, and

ithe gradual adoption of it, we take fromn the Even-
ing Post :

The first account ¢f the manufacture of gas from
coal is contained in o letter addressed by the Rev.
John Clayten, of England, to the Hon. Robert Boyle,

1703. DMr Murdoch, a Scoteh engineer, con-
ceived the idea of applying the discovery of Mr.
Clayton to the purposes.of illumination. With this
view hie commenced a series of experiments in 1702,
on gases obtained from coal, wood and peat, by heat,
and in this manner suceeeded in lighting his own
house. '

Bolton and Waut employed Mr. Murdoch in 1798
to construct an apparatus to light up their manufac-
tory, near Birmingham. With the exception, how-
ever, of a few scientific persons, who were attracted
by its novelty, the subject of gas light as applied to
dwellings, did not make much progress for several
years after Bolton and Watt had tested its ability to
light their manufactoy. In demonstration of their
Joy at the peace of Amiens, these gentlemen illumi-
nated their establishment with a light so brilliant,
and so much superior to those observed elsewhere,
that the whole town w.s attracted thither, and gazed
upon it with wonder and admiration. The news-
papers of the day were full of this exploil, easy
modes of making it were described, and at every

From
this time the introduction of gas into use in London
became <o general that, in 1824 1here were four
companies in operation, having 47 gasometers, capa-
ble of containing 917.940 feet of gas. During this
year 379,000.000 of cubic feet of gas were manafac-
tured, and 61,203 buildings, and 7.208 street lamjps
Lightel. The experiment thus made 1 London was
soon after fo'lowed by many of the other cities in

England and on the Coutinent, as well as by those '

of the United States. The use of gis has now he-
come 70 genetal that few tovns ol any considerable
gize in England and the United States are without it.

The process of making coal gas is simple. Bitu-
mincus coul is thrown into a hot cylinder of iron,
the mouth of which is closed carefully by an iron
door, with the elges cemented by soft clay.

TwriaL o e Howrrzek—Life-Saving Apparatus.
—On Wednesday aftérnoon, a trial was had of the
howitzer for throwing a line over a wrecked vessel,
 under the direction of Thomas Macy, Esq., which
| proved it to be an invaluable instrument for the pur-
| pose of saving human life. The howitzer consists of

& small mortar mounted on wheels, and throws a
] ball about 7 pounds in weight, to which is attached,
| by means of a staple, a small line, about the size of

a common clothes line. The cbject is to shoot the
| ball in such a manner that the line will fall over the
| vessel, by means of which a larger line may be drawn
| from the shore. At one discharge, the Dall was
thrown a distance of seventy-three fathoms, which
was pronounced by competent judges to be a sufii-
cient distance to reach any vessel that may be cast
‘1pon our shores. Great credit is due the Massachu-
seits Humane Society for their praiseworthy efforts
| in bebalf of the unfortunate mariner. Through the
