Having written the history
of the Bonaparte fami y, I can aver that there is no
such man. Louis Napoleon had a brother, but he
was killed in Rome long prior to I806.

Lucien's sons never visited America, and the only
other 4k Prince" of tho name, Orains Plomb, (Fear
Lead,) the old rougue Jerome's (" Blackguard of
i he Family," as the rea! Napoleon termed him,) son
was then too young lo have been engaged in such
acts of rascality.

Opinions of the Czar oji tHe prospect of Pence.
The St. Petersburg correspondence of the Paris

Constitutionalist, writing on the 11th of March,
says :

"The Emperor and Empress appear lo be well
satisfied with the progress of affairs. A courier ar-
rived this morning from Count Orloff, the bearer, it
is said, of very favorable accounts from Paris ; and,
during the reception the Empress was so cheerful
and animated as to excite the notice of the persons
invited ; and the Emperor conversed with different
groups, to whom he declared that peace appeared to
him to be more and more certain, and that he could
now occupy himself with important works at home,
and with useful modifications in lii empire. To one
of the groupe, composed of members of the corps
diplomatique, the Emperor said, 'The war has only
been an accident, or rather a misunderstanding. It
will not have changed, in anyway, the good personal
relations between the Russians and the French, who
have some remarkable points of resemblance. They
have certainly fought too long, but it has always
been with courtesy and humanity. The Russian
prisoners have been treated by the French not as
enemies, but as brothers 3 and I have been anxious
that proper treatment should be shown to the pris-
oners whom the fortune of war has thrown into our
hands. When peace shall have been signed and
everything leads me to believe that it is about to be
so France and Russia may hold out the hand to
each other may esteem and love each other as in
the past; for although the struggle has been warm,
it has been carried on with honor, and without ha-
tred.' The Err.peror Alexander also spoke in the
most affectionate manner of Napoleon III., and did

tween Henry Clay and John Randolph is familiar to
most persons; not so their subsequent reconciliation,
and the manner of its accomplishment. It look place
many years after the hostile meeting. In regard to
it Mr. Clay wrote to a friend, in the year preceding
Mr. Randolph's death, as follows : " You ask how
amity was restored between Mr Randolph and me.
There was no Explanation, no intervention. Obser-
ving him in the Senate one night, and looking as if
he were not long for this world, and being myself
engaged in a work of peace, with corresponding feel-
ings I shook hands with him. The salutation was
cordial on both sides. I afterwards left a card at his
lodgings, where I understood be had been confined
by s'ekness."

In the last public speech that Randolph made, af-

ter dwelling on the then threatening danger of dis-
union, he is reported to have said: "There is one
man, and one man only, who can save this Union
that is Henry Clay. I know he has the power ; I

believe he will be found to have the patriotism and
firmness equal to the occasion."

The cause of the duel between these distinguished
men was the following insulting language used by
Randolph town rds Mr. Clay in secret session of the
Senate in 1825 :
