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THE ENLISTMENT DIFFICULTY-
Lord Ularendon’s Reply to Mr. Marey on the En~-
listment Question.

The w xiously expected dispateh of Lerd Clarendon,
Marcy'sletier on the enlistment ques-
tion, is contained in the English papers received by
the steamer Fulton at New Yoik on the 21st inst.

Loid Clarendon’s letter commences by acknowledg-
ing Mr. Buchanan's dispatch of the 29th January,
wilth a copy of a dispateh of the 28th December, pre-
vious. Lcrd Clarendon says that he deferred an an-
swer to that communication in order that lia might
thoroughly inqguire into the charges against the Brit
ish Minister and representatives in the United States,
and to give parties charged an opportunity of reply-
ing. He then proceeds to express the deep regret
of the British government that they ure obliged to
continue a controversy which they Lad trusted would

He conlinues at great lengih to review the whole
previous correspondence, and all mitters in dispute.
Coming at length 1o a dispatch of Mr. Marcy of the
twenty-seventh of September, Lord Clarendon con-
cludes by remarking th-t that dispateh indicated the
satisfaction which Mr. Marcy had declared that the
government of the United Siates demanded. With
respect to the first part of this demand for satisk:e-
tion, Her Majesty’s governmen: deny that any il'egal
proceedings were, 8o far as they koew, committed by
its representatives or officers or agents requiring them
to be dealt with as offenders. His lordship then pro-
ceeds to argue that the United Siates government
has itself admitted that all satisfaction that bad bees,
claimed had long since beea given It might, he |
says, have been naturally supposed that the eorres-
pondence would have ended with that satisfaction be-
ing afforded. Her Majesiy’s Government were, how-
ever, disappointed ; for, on January 29th, a dispatch
from Mr. Marcy, dated 28th Dec., recapitulated the
complaints of the governmcat of the United States,
and reiterated its demand. Their demand consisted
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ceedings, the undersigned might have much to say,
but as they are still pending, abstains from doing so.
He must, however, Ee rmitted to remark that it
would, at all events, be inconsistent with the plain-
esi principles of justice to assume as established,
charges which are still the subject matter of judicial
invesligation.

The accusation against Mr. Mathew, Consul at
Philadelphia, rests entirely upon the assertions made
by Heriz. Those assertions are positively denied by
Mr. Mathew, and Her Majesty’s government can
scarcely believe that the government of the United
States, with the knowledge which it will bave ob-
tained of the character of Hertz, will hesitate to con-
¢ur with the government of Her Majesty in giviug
credit to Mr Mathew.

With respect to Mr. Barclay, the Consul at New
York, he declared he neither favored the alleged re-
cruiting nor paricipated*in it, nor was informed of
hiring, retaining or engaging any man for tbat pur-

Her Majesty's government cannet hyt accept the
denial of these gentlemen as more worthy ot beliet
than the evidence of such men as Heriz and Strobel.

But Mr. Marcy considers that the condact of Mr.
Barclay in the affair of the bark Maury ought to be
an adduional reason why Her Majesiy's Government
should recall him. Upon this the undersigned must
observe that Mr. Barclay received information on
oaih from persons in the service of the United States
leading to the belief 1hat the bark Maury was fitting
out with designs hostile to British interests, and at
variance with the neatiality la:ws of the Uniled States.
It was Mr. Barclay's bounden duty 1o communicate
that information without delay to Her Majesty’s Min-
ister at Washington. Mr. Burclay did so, and his
direct action in the maiter was tten at an end. Mr.
Crampton submitied this informaion to the pioper
authorities of the United States in order that they
might determine what proceedings, if any, it might
be right 10 take thereupon. The officers of the Uni-
ted Siates consulered the prima facie case against the
bark Maury to be sufficieat to call for proceedings

of an application for the recall of Mr. Crampton and
the Consuls at Cincinnati, Philadelphin and New
“ork

Lord Clarendon then procesds to review the laws |
upon the subject, and the policy of the United Siates |
with regard to neutrality, contrasting it with that
of England. 1 he real questions at issue, he says, are: [
First, whether the British Government anticipated |
any violation of the neutrality laws of the United |
States, and, in the second p'ace, whether, if the|
British Governmeat did not order or contemplaie |
such violation, those Jaws were vioiated by persnns}

acting under the authority and approbation of that |

| Government ; and lastly, whether, if any violation of I
' the United States laws did ke place, sufficient sat. |
tisfuction has not been given to the Government of

secondly, Mr Marey allsges that notwithstanding |
these orders of the British Government, their officers |
did do that which was a violation of the neutrality |
laws of the United States. and further makes this!
specific charge against Mr. Crampton and the three |

The government of the Uni-
ted States had been le‘ to suppose the laws and sov-
ereign rights of the United Stateshad not been re-

| spected by Her Majesty’s gove rment, and relying

pon evidence deemed to be trusiworthy, they be-
lieved that the law and these rights had been infring-
ed by the British agents. 1f such had been the case
the government of the United States wou!d have heen
entitled to demand and Her Majesty’s government
would not bave hesitated to afford 1he most ample sa-
tisfaction, for no diseredit can attach to the frank
admission and complete reparation of an unquestion-

| able wrong.

Her Majesty’s Government, however, unequivo-
cally disclaim any intenon either to infringe the
law or to disregard the polcy or not to respect the
sovereign rights of the United States, and the Gov-
ernment of the United States will now for the first
time learn that Her Majesty’s Minister at Wasbing-
ton and her Maj sty’s Consuls at New York, Phila-
de pkia and Cneinnatti solemnly affirm that they
have not committed any of the acts imputed to them.
The Government of the United States will now also
learn for the first time that an opportunity of weigh-
inz the declaration of four gentlemen of unimpeached
honor and integrity against evidence upon which no
reliance ought to be placed. The undersigned ecan-
not but express the earnest hope of her Majesty's
government, that the explanations and assurances may
prove satisfactory to the government of the United
States, and effectually remove any misapprehension
which may have hitherto existed, and he cannot doubt
that such a result will afford as much pleasure to the
government of the United States as to that of her
Majesty’s, by putting an end to the difference which
has been deepiy regretied by her Majesty’s govern-
ment ; for there are no two countries which are bound
by stronger ties or higher cous derations than ihe
United States and Great Britain, to maintain unbro-
ken the relations of peifect cordiality and friendship.
