When Congress assembled
in 1842, the Treasury was empty, the estimates ex-

ceeded the revenue, ?nd an increase of the Tariff, to
meet the wants of the Government, was absolutely
demanded. The advocates of high 1 ariff and Pro-

tection hailed the misfortunes of the Government as
an auspicious opportunity for carrying out their plans.
Distribution of the proodeils arising from the eale of
public lands, was a iavorite measure with the VVhis,
and they ! termined, if possible, to retain this policy,
and, at the same time, to increase the Tariff; although,
if these proceed had been appropriated to the wants
of the Government that increase might have been
more modeiate. Two epara'e Tariff bills passed
Congress, containing this distribution clause, ami
both were vetoed in quick succession, by President
Tyler. The Whigs still acheied to their policy, and
the seseion was well nigh spent before any step was

New York, July 6. The U. S. Mail steamship

Baltic, Capt. Comstock, has arrived at this port from
Liverpool with advices to the 25th ultl The Brit-
ish Mail steamship Africa arrived at Liverpool on
the 22d ult.

It has been deemed necessary to station a competent
squadron at Greyiown, to which point a number of
vessels have been ord red, but beyond this there has
been no increase whatever.

Tariff. The admitted neces.-it-y for further legisla-
tion upon the expiration of the Compromise act, and
the positive necessities of the Government, constitu-
ted the circumstances under which theTarift'of 1842
was brought forwaid It came up finally on the 27h
oi August, three dajs befoie the adjournment, when
Mr. Buchan n rose and explained hi position. Hi

ppeei h will be found in full in 'he Congressional Globe.
Our limits confine us to exiracts.

Mr. Buchanan commenced by discribing the con-

dition of the country as follows :

"The only alternatives now presented to the Se-

nate is, whether we shall pass this bill, or leave the
country in its present deplorable condition. Every
substitute proposed for the bill has failed; and it is
morally impossible that any other measure can now
be introduced in its stead, with the leat hope ot sur-oes- s.

If we ad-

journ without passing any bill, what will be the con
dilion in which we shall leave the treasury of the
country"? Why sir many of the ablest lawyers
throughout the Union, a- - well as a large majority in
both House ol Congress, hold the opinion, that there
is now no law in ex stence under which any revenue
can be collecied. This is the almost universal op.n-io- n

of the Whig party ; and it is also the opinion of

my friend trom S u h Carolina. (Mr Calhoun,)
on whose judgment 1 am disposed to place great re-

liance. Now,
our Treasury is insolvent ; the public creditors have
large demands against it which it is unable to meet :

the ftate of things is crowing daily worse : and there
is even danger that the opera ions of the Government
may be wholly suspended, and yet we propose to
adjourn, leaving iho country in this fearful, this
deplorable condition, ,

Now, 1 maintain that the first duty of an American
statesman is to make any honorable sacrifice f opin-

ion which may be necessary to sustain the character
and credit ol his country. Without the passage of
this verj bil for we can obtain no other we shall
be disgracel at home, and f till more disgraced
abroad.

'I have thus hastily sketched one side of the pic
turo; and now let me hasten to another. I admit,
mon cheerfully, that the bill is extravagant in the
protection it affords. It is a bill of which I
do not approve, andfor which I would not vote, were it
not for the present unparralleled condition of the exist-

ing law. the treasury and the country. 1 had ear-

nestly hoped that it might be modified and amended
by the Senate in such a manner as to render it more
acceptable ; but in this 1 have been utterly disap-
pointed. No reduction of duties whatever has been
made upon anv of the protected articles, with the
exception of iron an article in which Pennsylvania
is deeply interested and one cent per square yard
on cotton bagging. The duties upon hammered,
rolled and pig iron have been redured considerably
below the standard of the act of 1832 ; but ot this I

do not complain. I do not desire that any manu-
facture of Pennsylvania shouid be protected by a pro-
hibitory duty. When 1 came to
Congress, at the commencement of the present session,
I confess I entertained better and brighter hopes.
I thought that the propitious moment hal arrived
for settling the tariff question upon a permenant basis.
I hope that such a scale of duties couid have been
agreed upon, considering the pressing demand for
revenue, as would have afforded sufficient incidental
protection to our leading branches of manufacture,
and prove satisfactory to the whole country. I was
prepared to go as far as I possibly cou d, to -- atisfy the
wishes of my friends in the outh, and I believe that
they were also desirous of meeting me half-wa- y, and
compromising this vexed question. I was disposed
to yield much, believing that less incidental pro-

tection wou d be sufficient for the manufactures,
when they knew it was to be permanent. This spirit,
of conciliation was that which gave birth to our in-

stitutions ; and this alone can preserve them. In
such a spirit, I advi-e- d a valued friend in the House
(Mr Ingersoll) to introduce a bill restoring the
duties as they stood in 1839 This bill would have
scarcely produced sufficient revenue to supply the
want of the treasury, and it would have reduce I all
the duties und -- r the act of 1832, in equal proportion
I regretted to find that this measure of conciliation re
ceived no support'from ray Southern political friends,
with whom it has ever been my pride and pleasure to
act in ha mony. Even a proposition to restore the
duties to what they were in 1840, met with a simi
lar tate ; and such was my anxiety to manifest my
friendly disposition on the subject, that I would have
voted on yesterday for a similar proposition, intro-
duced by he Senator from Virginia, (Mr. Rives.)
although I knew it then came too late, had it.

not contained the to mo odious tax upon tea and
coffee. If the present extravagant bill s..ould be for-

ce! upon the country, I feel conscious that I have
done everything to avert it. in the only manner pos
Bible, by most earnestly and si icerey endeavoring to
unite our political friend in favor of a modearate
and conciliatory measure."

Such were Mr. Buchanan's own forcible rensons
for voting for the tariff of 1842. Mr. Silas Wright, of
New Yorw, an opponent of protection.voted for the bill
on the same grounds. Comment is unnecessary. Mr
Bjchanan's vote on that occasion was not given to
sustain protection, nor the principles of a high tariff;
for, in the 6ame speech, he said : "I am willing to
unite with my political friends from the North the
South, the Ea-- t and the West,in reducing the expendi
tures of the Government to the lowest point " His
Tote on that occasion wa the result ol a necessity,
which no one dt plored more'than himself, as it com-
peted him to sanction a measure which he entirely
and emphatically condemned. Is it ju-- t to quote
against him a vote given under these circumstances?

English Ambassadors to the United States.
There is one point in the future relations of the

two countries on which sufficient attention has not
vet been bestowed by the British Government.
Whenever the Americans have to appoint an Am-

bassador to London, they select the very best and
most il ustrious man at their command. They may
not alw.iys have the best man for President, 1 ut they
never fail to send one of their worthiest men to the
Court of St James. It is the "cr;ck'' Embassy
the highest in rank in honor, and in influence. But
the British Government does not return the compli-
ment.

The Americans think that an Embassy at Wash-
ington should be as important to the English people
as an Embassy to Paris, Ber in, Vienna or St Pe ers- -

burg. But the British government thinks Washington
of less consequence than Lisbon or Munch. The
Americans are right, and the English Gevernment is
wrong, in this re pect. When we next send an
A mbassador to Washington, let a man of acknow
ledged talent, and of hiuh rank, be selected, and the
American people will take it as an earnest of our
respect and good will towards them.

Among such men as Lord Carlisle, Lord Granville,
aud Lord John Riicsel il etiher of those eminent
persons would accept the pot it would not be dif-

ficult to make a chuice that wou'd be acceptable to
America and advantageous to Eng and. Lord John
Russell labored under nome disadvantage at Vienna,
from his comparative ignorance of the French, and
his total ignorance of 'tie German language , but at
Washington there would be no disqualification on
this account; and his high talents, his estimab'e
character, and his illustrious career, would recom-
mend him to the cordial reception of tht American
people. If the Government could be induced to offer,
and his Lordship to accept, the mission, the author
of the Reform Bdl wou'd add a crowning benefit to
the many which he has conferred upon his country,
and entitle himselfjas a pacificator, to the respect of
America and the gratitude of England.

Bui, if for any reason Lord J.hn Russell should be
unwilling or unable to undertake fie dignity and the
responsibility, there are o her statesmen of rank and
position who might be induced to render this service
