A Canine Nobleman.

We take the following fiom the Trinity (Califor-
nia) Times. It records one of the most remarkable
instances we ever heard of canine sagacity:

William Dredge lives about five miles from town,
at the base of the mountain which towers North of
us. A short time after midnight on the morning of
Wednesday last, he was aroused from his slumbers
by the howl of a dog. No menace on his part could
rid him of the presence of the strange intruder. The
dog continued to walk around the cabin, still repeat
ing his dismal moaning howling, occasionally making
efforts to effect an entrance through the closed door-
way. Surprised and somewhat alarmed at this singu-lar'demonstrati-

Mr. Dredge at last hastily dressed
himself and unbolted the door, when a large mastiff
rushed in. The dog at once caught hold of his
trousers, and employed every gentle means to induce
the man to accompany him outside. Dredge's first
impression was, that the animal was mad ; and yet
so peculiar and earnest were the dumb entreaties,
that he finally yielded and proceeded without the
cabin. A joyful yell was the result, and tho delight-
ed brute, now capering and wagging his tail before
him, and now returning and gently seizing him by
the hand and trousers, induced Dredge to follow him.

Their course was up the precipitous side of the
mountain, and soon they were forcing their way
through a snow-dri- ft that had settled in one of its nu-
merous fissures. Here comes the wonder. Upon the
snow lay the body of a woman, v ho had evidently
perished from cold and exhaustion. Her limbs were
already stiffened in death ; but what was the surprise
of Mr. Dredge to see that faithful dog ferret out
from a bundle of clothing that lay by ihe side of
the woman, a young child, about two years old, still
warm and living. A littlo inspection, aided by tho
starlight and the brightness of the snow, enabled
him to discover that the person of the woman was
nearly naked. With a mother's affection she had
stripped her own person in order to furnish warmth
to her exposed infant. The trusty dog had comple-
ted her work of self-sacrific- e.

Mr. Dredge immediately conveyed the child to
his cabin, and, arousing some of his neighbors, pro-
ceeded again to the mountain to secure from the at-

tacks of wild beasts the person of the unfortunate
woman. Her body was buried the next day. The
child and dog have been adopted by this good Sa-
maritan ; but as yet he has been unable to obtain any
light as to the name of the woman, or how she hap-pene- d

to stay on the dismal mountain side at such an
unfortunate hour. The child is doing well, and is
truly a handsome boy.

The Devllman.
The Liverpool correspondent of the Boston Daily

Advertiser gives the following account of a new ne-

cromancer who has been astonishing the French and
is coming to astonish the Londoners :

The London swells, ever, like the people of Athens,
craving for some new excitement, aie eagerly anti-
cipating the visit of Signor Ragazzoni, a magnetiser
of such extraordinary powers that the Italians call
him the " Man Devil," or the " Devilman," I forget
exactly which, nor does it much matter. The Sig-
nor, from an extreme distance, or from another apart-
ment, can, it is said, strike senseless any one whom
he selects as his patient, or perhaps, I should say,
his victim. He is the first whose power has been
strong enough to stop the puliation of the heart.

At St. Cloud, in the presence of the Emperor, and
a large circle of visitors, he performed ihe other day
some of his surprising experiments. He placed him-
self at the end of a long g illery in the palace, and
upon receiving a memorandum in writing, indicating
the person chosen from among the company to be
an example of his power, outstretched his hand to-

wards the victim who instantly fell, struck s by
lightening, stiff and senseless to the floor, and thus
remained to all appearance, dead, so long as the Sig-
nor willed. Another gesture on the part of the mag-
netiser, and the patient rises, staring with ineffible
amazement around and wondering what the whole
thing is about, staggers to his seat.

The most curious experiment at St. Cloud was
made upon a young Italian Binger (female) just ar-
rived from Florence, who was introduced under the
auspices of the Princess Malhilde, and who sung
with great eclat the andante of Vaccai'a bravura 4 Le
Romeo.' In the allegro, which follows, the singer
was in the act of executing some particularly biil-lia- nt

passage, when the Emperor, who was seated at
ihe further end of the room, made a sign to Ragazzo-
ni. The latter stretched forth his hand towards the
lady, when suddenly, as if some infernal power had
seized her within its grasp, 6he stopped with staring
eyes and mouth wide open. The unfinished note
died away, and after two or three gulping efforts, she
gazed around in terror, and then fell forward on the
piano and bust into tears.

Her voice was paralyzed, and in answer to the kind
solicitations of those around her not in the secret,
and who thought she was ill, she could only point to
her throat with a piteous expression of countenance
and shake her head in despair. At another sign from
the Emperor, Ragazzoni withdrew his magnetic spell,
and the cantatrice gave way to her pent-u- p words in
torrents of thanks at being liberated from so distres-
sing a bondage. She could not be persuaded, how-

ever, to finish the piece.

The Ant that Fights Itself. The insects, as I
have often said, are countless ; swarm everywhere,
and everything.

ing. I have told you of the manner in which one
half of a bull-do- g ant fights the other, if cut in two.
I saw an instance of it just now. One giant cut one
in two that was annoying him.

The
fight went on for half an hour, without any diminish,
ed sign of life; this is what they always do. In-

stead of dying, as they ought to do, they set and fight
away for hours, if some f the other ants do not come
and carry them away whether to eat them or bury
them we know not. nowitva Australia.

THE MODEL PRESIDENT.
few salient points tn Mr. Fillmore's Administration
illustrated by Major Andrew Jackson Donelson.

The supporters of Mr. Fillmore lay great stress on
me iucs mat ne is a iriea mm," ana tne more ar-
dent of them hold him up as the " model President.''
We propose to test the correctness of these claims to
popular confidence by enumerating several measures
which were identified with a single year of his ad-

ministration, and giving the views thereon of his
vice-presidenti-

al associate, Major Donelson :

1. The month of May, 1851, was distinguished
by a concurrence of several interesting events which
hear upon the subject under consideration. The
State-right- s party had called a convention, to meet

Charleston ; the fillibusters had made demonstra-
tions, indicating a descent upon Cuba; Mr. Fillmore
had issued a remarkable proclamation, which plain-
ly notified the fillibusters that they would be treated
as pirates he had engaged the 6teamer Crescent at
New York, at $1,200 a day to go on some important
cruise, either to disperse the South Carolina conven-
tion or intercept the Fillibusters ; a portion of the
democratic senators in the New York legislature had
resigned their seats to prevent the whigs from pass-
ing a bill appropriating nine millions of dollars for
the enlargement of the Erie canal; the governor had
ordered elections to fill the vacancies, and the fate of
the nine-millio- n bill depended on the result. With as
all these pressing matters crowded together, Mr.
Fillmore and a majority of his cabinet became sud-
denly

is
impressed with the importance of taking a

tour to New York, in order to be present at a railroad "
celebration which happened to be coming off just at to
this critical period of time. Major Donelson was
shocked by this " ciinvnal" exodus from Washing-
ton when the presence of the Executive was so im-
portant. He said :

" If the ostensible object be the true one, is it not
criminal in the President and a majority of his cab-
inet to desert the seat of government, if their pro-
fessions of loyalty to laws or of danger from South
Carolina are to be construed in any but a Pickwick-
ian sense ? The truth is, we Major Donelson firm-
ly believe that the cabinet regards the success of the
whig party as an object higher than all law, and
that its recent exodus from Washington was dictated
purely by political considerations."

Major Donelson was not satisfied with the distinct
charge of a flagrant neglect of executive duty, but
on a subsequent day made the distinct allegation that
Mr. Fillmore was guilty of duplicity in pretending
to visit New York to witness a railroad celebration,
and that he went there with his cabinet to interfere
in, and influence, the election in that State. His lan-
guage is explicit :

" We will rather adhere to our first impression,
that he apprehended danger before be authorized
military preparations, (chartering a steamer and do-taili-

300 troops,) and that ha went to IMew York,
not to witness the opening of a railroad, but to influ-
ence the approaching election, believing that $9,000,-00- 0

was a sum which ought not to be lost to further
political operations in the State.'"

2. About the time of the criminal exodus of the
model president" and his " model cabinet,'' on the

pretext of celebrating the opening of a railroad in
New York, rumors reached Washington that the
Mexican government was about to claim many mil-

lions of dollars as damages for the failure of our gov-
ernment to execute faithfully the late Mexican treaty.
Those damages had accrued from the depradations
of Texas Indians living cn the frontier, against
wnicn, ny the ueaty, our government was Dound to
protect Mexico. Major Donelson was vigilant and
prompt in hxing the responsibility tor the violation
of treaty obligations, and readily discovered that the
blame attached to Mr. Fillmore. The administra
tion organ, the Republic, ventured to defend Mr. till- -

more, alleging that Congress had made inadequate
appropriations Major Donelson replied overwhelm
ingly by showing that Congress had appropriated all
that the administration asked for, ani even more,
and then triumphantly said :

A whig administration must, therefore, be held
responsible for the inadequate manner in which the
treaty with Mexico ha& been executed, as it must be
held responsible for the commencement of Cumanche
depredations by the removal, for merely party rea-
sons, of Major Neighbors, who could control them,
and by the appointment, for like reasons, of a suc
cessor who was, we are informed, at the time of his
appointment, physically incapable of discharging the
duties of Irdian agent. He added : ' The people of
Texas have been wronged, and the stipulations of
the Mexican treaty have been practically repudiated.'
And further, Major Donelson said It is clear, from
what we have said in this behalf, that the responsi-
bility for all the outrages and depredations hitherto
committed on the frontier is properly chargeable to
the inefficiency, bad judgment, and incompetency of
the administration."

3. Ou the 3lst of May Major Donelson took Mr.
Fillmore's special organ, the Republic, to task for
certain comments on the wonderful loreign emigra-
tion which had taken place of late. He said : " We
Major Donelson are glad to see this emigration

from the Old World. It brings to us the physical
force we need to fell the forest and to build our im- -

(irovements. We have yet, and will have for many
scope and verge enough for their indus-

try and enterprise. The native party is now
prostrate, and it will be time enough to commence
the discussion when another attempt is made by the
federalists to revive the principles of the alien law.'1''

4. In July, 1851, Major Donelson was very indig-nan- t
because Mr. Fillmore had allowed five months

to elapse after the passage of a law creating a board
of commissioners to investigate land titles in Califor-
nia without having the law executed. In this mat-
ter he says :

" The administration is guilty of a most wanton
disregard of the v ital interests of California, and has,
without reason, entailled a heavy expense on the
treasury "

Again Major Donelson said:
" The administration has acted with cold, deliber-

ate cruelty to the people of California It has shut
its eye to their interests, denying to them their rights,
and stifling their progress."

5. In August, 1851, Major Donelson discovered,
and like a faithful sentinel pioclaimed, that " mal- -

easance in office" had been the order of the day at
Washington. His language was pointed :

" It is an unpleasant task to tear on a mask and
paint the features beneath it. But our position for- -

ces such tasks upon us as uuties wnicn we aare noi
neglect, it may De weaK in us, out trutti forces us
to say that we have not the courage we have not
the nerve to enable us to stand complacently, with
folded arms, while corruption is becoming rampant,
and corrupt practices are on every side ot us. With
in the last two years a system has grown up, and is
now almost organized. It is organized sufficiently
for most energetic and formidable action. It prevents
the allowance oi honest claims, and carries tnrough
dishonest claims against the government. 1 he last
and the present cabinet wilfully and premeditatedly,
or from weak ignorance, have given aid and comfort
to the'scheme, and assisted its growth and strength.
If we had a claim, we could mention half a dozen
men to whom we could afford to give an interest if
they would not buy an interest. We would sacrifice
a part rather than lose the whole.

u But the worst feature in Washington corruption
is that men high in authority, and in positions which,
enable them to control in a measure the decision of
claims entrusted to them, have become mere claim
agents. The public cannot have forgotten the devel-opemen- ts

relative to the Virginia land warrants, and
the rjublie cannot have forgotten the Galphin case.
Such occurreaces will be repeated to the end of time
if the people remain silent. They will occur to the
end of time unless a potential voice is beard forbid-
ding public men from engaging in claims and specu-

lations against the treasury. When a man solicits
the suffrages of the people, he becomes the servant
of the people. If he is elected he is entitled to no-

thing but the compensation which the law has fixed on
the office he has sought. He cannot rightfully
