patriotism, no unity of race or tongue, existed among

these people. Never were any people so utterly in- |
capable of self-government and so unfit for the ex-
ercise of political sovereignly.

Nevertheless, the Military Governor of California, |
without authority of law, assumes the prerogative of |
convoking a Convention of this heterogenous mass of
alliens, criminals and paupers. This first stepin
the organization of the government of Califarnia,
was as flagrant an act of despotism as any illustrated |
in the pages of history. - )

California had gone through no preliminary pupi-
lage of territorial government. She had no political
existence. Her inhabitants were not an organized
people. They were nothing but equatters. Their
numbers had not been ascertained by legal census,
80 a8 to determine whether they were entitled to o
Congressional representative. Yet, they responded
to the summons of their military master, and assem-
bled in convention to organize a State constitation.—
This convention was called without legal sanction.
Its members were endowed with no political privi- |
leges. Neverthcless, they assumed absolute sover- |
eignly to themselves, claimed complete dominion over
the federal territory, ventured upon the exercise of
the supreme act of popular power, promulgated an
organi¢ instrument of State Government.

By this instrament which was void both for want
of authority to enact it, and because of its own in-
trinsic illegality, the squatters of California interdic-
ted slavery in the territory and excluded the South
from equal participation in the common domain.—
This was Squatter Sovereignty with a vengeance,
aggravated by every circumstance of illegal assump-
tion of authority and oppressive exercise of arbitrary
power. The Topeka Convention of Kansas, distin-
guished by so many similar instances of outrage and
wrong, affords hardly so striking an illustration of
the absuidity and injustice of Squatter Spvereignty.
