South American Snakes. In this part of the O-- ri

n oca we repeatedly saw water-snake- s swimming
from one island to another ; and in some instances
they paesed over the boats, to the great alarm of the
paspengers, but without attempting to do any mis-
chief. They are of a light green color, six or eight
feel long, and they swim with about a third of their
body ont of the water propelling themselves rapid-
ly along by the undujating motion of their tail. We
were informed by. the boatmen that their prey consist-
ed principally of water-rat- s and young birds. The
steersmen of the launches always endeavor to avoid
sailing under the trees that overhang the rivers,
least the mast might detach some of the enakes from
the branches. We frequently paw numbeis of them,
exhibiting the most brilliant colors whi'e basking in
the sun on the tree. A European traveller, who
visited these parts in 1838, lay down to sleep upon
the banks of the Orinoca, and was presently awaked
by cries of alarm and horror. What was his dismay
when he found himself encin led in th folds of in-

numerable snakes! The native boatmen, whose
cries had aroused him, proceeded to deliver him
from the hideous coil in which he was enmeshed ; but
thetraeller never completely recovered from the shock
which he had received. His nerves were complete-
ly unstrung, and he died delirious, about four years
afterwards, at Porto Rico.

Ancient Wheat. Two years ago, a scientific
gentleman in making archeological researches,insome
ef the ancient tombs in the South of France, found
imbedded with some preserved bodies a species of
wheat not now in existence. It was a habit in the
days of the first Gallic Kings to place in the coffin of
embalmed persons a certain quantity of wheat. Some
of this wheat was sown, and the gentleman was as-
tonished to see sprout forth from sixteen to twenty
stalks from a prain. As they grew, the stalks be-
came angular and much stronger and more vigorous
than the common wheat. When the grain formed,
it was found that there were on an average twenty
more grains in a head than in the ordinary wheat.
A considerable quantity of this ancient Gallic or Ro-

man wheat was sown last fall on the Government
farm at Kambouillet, and great reports are arriving
of i ts productiveness. The ordinary wheat of France
is, I suspect, only the degeneration of this ancient
wheat, diminished in vigor and productiveness by tho
centuries of reproduction through which it has pas-
sed. This discovery will take us back through four-
teen centuries for our seed wheat, and will put France
suddenly in possession of one-eight- h more agricultur-
al wealth than she possessed before the discovery !

Three Pavtle In Kansas.
A Kentuckian and a Minister of the Gospel writes

to his brother, living in Louisville, Ky., from Kan-
sas, as follows :

Conservative men everywhere should know that
Kansas is divide J into three parties :

1. Abolitionists of the Garrison stam p, who tram-
ple upon the Constitution and the Bible, and join in
bands to maraude through the Territory.

2. Modeiate Free Stato men, who uphold the Con-

stitution, and because they refuse to have their home
and join the armed Abolitionist, are actually driven
into Missouri by men who profess to be seeking the
same object, their horses stolen and their houses
pillaged.

3. Pro-slaver- y men, the greater part of whom de-

sire peace, but yet are goaded to determined revenge
by the memory of long years of Abolition agression.

The advent of Lane's armed men was the signal
for the Abolitionist, with all the outlaws in the
country under them, to commence their depredations
almost simultaneously upon a Georgian colony
upon Treadwell's settlement and the town of Frank-
lin. Then began the extraordinary impressment of
Free State men a spectacle that should startle the
North. For proof see the affidavit of Martin White,
a free State man in Kansas, and formerly a member'
of the Illinois Legislature. He, an old man, should-
ered his rifle and fought by the. side of pro-slave-

ry

men at Ossawatomie, on the 30th Aug. Upon one
of twenty Abolitionists killed he found his son's
boots, and also recovered two of his horses. He
regards it as a signal protection of Providence that
not a solitary pro-slaver- y man was killed. The con-
servative Free State men now see clearly that
Abolitionism is as destructive to the North as to the
South.
