Ancedote of Mendoza.

M. (long since dead) was one of our most worthy
and respected Liverpool packet masters. More than
once have I heard him relate the following little in-
cident, in which he was one of the principal partici-
pators. Whether it has ever appeared in print be-
fore I am unable to say; at any rate, I think it will
bear repeating.
